To protect public health and safety of citizens who purchase items at farmers’ markets in Ogle County.

Procedure:

Any person selling food items, which meet Cottage Industry definition, at a farmer’s market in Ogle
County will complete and submit a “Cottage Food Industry Registration” form to the Ogle County Health
Department (OCHD). Completed registration from another County will be acceptable, but a copy must
be submitted to OCHD.

Participants will submit the required fee, as determined by the Board of Health, along with the
completed registration form.

Registration will be completed on an annual basis.
Applicants for a farmer’s market will be given a copy of the “Technical Information Bulletin” published
by the Illinois Department of Public Health, Office of Health Protection, Division of Food, Drug and

Dairies. Cottage Food Industry registrants will abide by the policy as defined in that guideline.

Ongoing inspections of these sites may not occur, unless a valid complaint is received, or there is
suspicion of a foodborne iliness outbreak.

On August 16, 2011, Governor Quinn signed three pieces of legislation that support Illinois’
agriculture industry and increase access to farmers’ markets for the growing cottage food
industry. Public Act 097-0393 (Senate Bill 840) will allow certain homemade foods to be sold at
Mlinois farmers’ markets.

P. A. 097-0393, effective January 1, 2012, amends the Food Handling Regulation Enforcement
Act, 410 ILCS 625 and the Sanitary Food Preparation Act, 410 ILCS 650, to exempt a "cottage
food operation" from regulation by the Illinois Department of Public Health (IDPH) and the
Illinois Department of Agriculture (IDOA) provided the cottage food operation meets all the
conditions and requirements of exemption in 410 ILCS 625/4(b).

The intent of the P.A. 097-0393 is that all local health departments will register cottage food
operations operating in their jurisdiction provided that all the conditions of P.A. 097-0393 law
are met as outlined in Section 4 (b) of the Public Act. Section 4(d) allows a local health
department to charge a fee for that registration so that the new registration would not be a new
unfunded mandate. The additional information in Section 4(d) was added to give local health
departments the tools needed in the case of a foodborne illness or food safety issue.

Under the Public Act, food that is not potentially hazardous may be produced in the kitchen of
the person's primary domestic residence for direct sale to customers at farmers’ markets. The
Public Act only provides for direct sale by the owner or the family member to customers at
farmers’ markets. Thus, cottage food operation products cannot be sold to retail stores,
restaurants, over the Internet, by mail order, or to wholesalers, brokers or other food distributors
who resell food. A cottage food operation shall comply with the labeling requirements of the
Illinois Food, Drug and Cosmetic Act.

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The following is a list of questions and answers regarding the cottage food operation provisions
of the Food Handling Regulation Enforcement Act [410 ILCS 625/4] and the Sanitary Food
Preparation Act [410 ILCS 650/11] which allow for the sale of certain food that is not potentially
hazardous and produced in a home kitchen.

TYPES OF FOOD PRODUCTS ALLOWED FOR SALE

What products that are made in a home kitchen can be sold under the “cottage food
operation” provisions?

Food that is not a potentially hazardous such as baked goods, jam, jelly, preserves, fruit butter,
dry herbs, dry herb blends or dry tea blends and that is intended for end-use only, shall be sold
by the owner or a family member using safe food handling practices that reduce the risk of
contamination.

Jams, Jellies and Preserves:

The following jams, jellies and preserves are allowed: apple, apricot, grape, peach, plum,.
quince, orange, nectarine, tangerine, blackberry, raspberry, bluebetry, boysenberry, cherry,
cranberry, strawberry, red currant or a combination of these fruits.

The presence of low sugar or sugar substitute in jams, jellies and preserves, can make a
difference in the shelf stability of the product. With lower sugar and pectin levels, spoilage
organisms are more likely to survive the cooking process. The best practice for low sugar jams
and jellies is that they be processed only in a boiling water canner for a minimum of ten minutes
and not by any other methods unless water activity is determined by a commercial lab to be less
than 0.85.

Other jams, jellies, or preserves not listed may be produced if the cottage food operator’s recipe
has been tested and documented by a commercial laboratory (at the expense of the cottage food
operation) as being not potentially hazardous, containing a pH equilibrium of less than 4.6. (See
prohibited items).

Fruit Butters:

The following fruit butters are allowed: apple, apricot, grape, peach, plum, quince, and prune.
Fruit butters not listed may be produced if the cottage food operator’s recipe has been tested and
documented by a commercial laboratory (at the expense of the cottage food operation) as being
not potentially hazardous, containing a pH equilibrium of less than 4.6. (See prohibited items).

Baked Goods:

The following baked goods, including, but not limited to the following, are allowed: breads,
cookies, cakes, pies and pastries. Only high-acid fruit pies that use the following fruits are
allowed: apple, apricot, grape, peach, plum, quince, orange, nectarine, tangerine, blackberry,
raspberry, blueberry, boysenberry, cherry, cranberry, strawberry, red currants or a combination
of these fruits. Fruit pies not listed may be produced if the cottage food operator’s recipe has






been tested and documented by a commercial laboratory (at the expense of the cottage food
operation) as being not potentially hazardous, containing a pH equilibrium of less than 4.6. (See
prohibited items).

Dried Foods:
The following dried foods are allowed: dried herbs, dried herb blends, or dry tea blends.

Prohibited Items:

The following items are prohibited from production and sale by a cottage food operation:
pumpkin pie, sweet potato pie, cheesecake, custard pies, and cream pies, as well as pastries with
potentially hazardous fillings or toppings. Pumpkin, banana, and pear butters are not allowed.
Also, rhubarb, tomato, pepper and watermelon jellies or jams are not allowed.

Can cottage food operators sell a “take-n-bake product?”

No. These products would require temperature control to prevent bacterial growth and are not
allowed for sale by a cottage food operation.

MARKETING COTTAGE FOOD OPERATION PRODUCTS

Where can “cottage foods” be sold?

Products can only be sold at farmers’ markets, which are defined by the Public Act as a
“common facility or area where farmers gather to sell a variety of fresh fruits and vegetables and
other locally produced farm and food products, directly to consumers.”

Can products be sold at a year-round or indoor farmers’ market?

Yes, as long as the products meet the “cottage food” requirements of the Public Act.

Can products be sold at retail outlets (i.e., local grocery stores or retail markets)?

No, the Food Handling Regulation Enforcement Act “cottage food operations” provisions clearly
identify farmers’ markets as the only venue where “cottage food” products may be sold. Cottage
foods cannot be sold to a retailer for resale or to a restaurant for use or sale in the restaurant.

Cottage foods cannot be sold over the Internet, by mail order, or to wholesalers, brokers or other
food distributors who will resell the cottage foods.

TESTING AND DOCUMENTING BY A COMMERCIAL LABORATORY
What is a commercial laboratory?

A commercial laboratory is a laboratory which performs fee for service analysis. It accepts
samples from the public. Such a laboratory may be certified in one or more categories of
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accreditation. The Illinois Department of Public Health laboratories will not perform these
services.

Which commercial laboratories do food testing?

A list of laboratories that conduct food testing is included in Attachment A. This list is not all
inclusive and the operator may do an Internet search for commercial labs that perform food

testing.
What food testing is involved with the testing and documenting of a recipe?

Any product that is not listed as allowed in the jam, jelly, preserve, fruit butter or baked goods
shall be tested and documented by a commercial laboratory, at the expense of the cottage food
operation, as being not potentially hazardous, containing a pH equilibrium of less than 4.6.

Does each product need to be tested and documented?
Yes, each product that is not listed as allowed shall be tested and documented.

If a cottage food operation has already had their product tested and documented as being
not potentially hazardous, and they want to give their recipe to another cottage food
operation, does the recipe have to be approved again?

No, if documentation is available and no change to the recipe has been made. However, if no
documentation is available or changes to the recipe have been made, testing would be required.

LABELING REQUIREMENTS
What information must be included on the label of a cottage food product?
The basic information that must be on the label is as follows:

e Name and address of the cottage food operation.

o The common or usual name of the food product (All capital letters or upper/lower case
are both acceptable).

o The ingredients of the cottage food product, including any colors, artificial flavors, and
preservatives, listed in descending order of predominance by weight. If you use a
prepared item in your recipe, you must list the sub ingredients as well. For example: soy
sauce is not acceptable, soy sauce (wheat, soybeans, salt) would be acceptable, please see
the label below for further examples.

e The following statement: "This product was produced in a home kitchen not subject to
public health inspection that may also process common food allergens.”

o The date the product was processed.

e Allergen labeling as specified in federal labeling requirements.

Hand-printed labels are acceptable if they are clearly legible, written with durable, permanent
ink, and printed large enough to be easily read.

In addition, at the point of sale a placard must be displayed in a prominent location that states the
following: “This product was produced in a home kitchen not subject to public health inspection
that may also process common food allergens.”

What does allergen labeling, as specified in federal labeling requirements, mean?

It means the operator must identify if any of the ingredients are made from one of the following
food groups: milk, eggs, fish, crustacean shellfish, tree nuts (such as almonds, pecans or
walnuts), wheat, peanuts, and soybeans. So, if there is an ingredient made with a wheat based
product, the operator has the following two options:

1. Include the allergen in the ingredient list. For example, a white bread with the following
ingredient listing: whole wheat flour, water, salt and yeast. In this example, the
statement ‘whole wheat flour', meets the requirements of federal law.

2. Include an allergen statement ("Contains:") after the ingredient list. For example a white
bread, with the following ingredients: whole wheat flour, water, sodium caseinate, salt
and yeast. Contains wheat and milk.

The "Contains" statement must reflect all the allergens found in the product. In this example, the
sodium caseinate comes from milk.






Are there any special requirements for tree nuts labeling for allergens?

Yes, if the cottage food product has tree nuts as an ingredient you must identify which tree nut
you are using. For example, if you made Nut Bread, an acceptable ingredient list would be:
Ingredients: wheat flour, water, almonds, salt, yeast.

The following would not be acceptable:
Ingredients: flour, water, nuts, salt, yeast.

Does the cottage food operator have to include home address on product labeling or is a
post office box sufficient?

The physical address of the home kitchen must be on the product label, not a post office box. The
purpose of including an address on product labels is to be able to locate the business in case of a
recall or traceback associated with a foodborne illness complaint or outbreak. The Public Act
specifies that the name and address of the business of the cottage food operation shall be
included on the label.

COTTAGE FOOD OPERATION REGISTRATION
Does the cottage food operation have to be registered with the local health authority?

Yes, the cottage food operation shall register with the local health department (LHD) where the
cottage food operation resides. Failure to register with the LHD will subject the cottage food
operation to regulation by IDPH and/or IDOA.

Out of state cottage food operations are not allowed as the Public Act only applies to businesses
where the home kitchen (primary domestic residence) is physically located in Illinois.

If a cottage food operation cannot meet the requirements of the Public Act, they would fall under
current regulation by IDPH, IDOA or LHD as a retail food operation.

A sample registration form is included in Attachment B.
Does the cottage food operator need to be certified as a Food Service Sanitation Manager?

Yes, the person preparing and selling products as a cottage food operation must have an Illinois
Food Service Sanitation Manager Certification, 410 ILCS 4(b)(6). Courses can be found on the
IDPH website at the following link: http://dph.illinois.gov/fssmccourses

Can a cottage food operation be required to pay a registration fee?

Yes. The Public Act permits the LHD to charge a reasonable fee for registration, provided the
cottage food operation can meet all the conditions for exemption. However, neither IDPH nor

IDOA may charge a fee.






What information do Local Health Departments need to provide to IDPH?

Annually, LHD’s that have decided to regulate Cottage Food Operations in their jurisdiction
shall provide a written statement to IDPH, Division of Food, Drugs and Dairies stating that the
LHD is regulating the cottage food operations located within their jurisdiction. The Department
will accept the statements via email.

Recommendation for Local Health Departments:

N

It is recommended that a LHD issue a certificate of registration to cottage food operations that
register in their jurisdictions.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Introduction

Winnebago Landfill Company, LLC has prepared this application for the proposed East
Expansion Unit of the Winnebago Landfill in accordance with Section 39.2 of the lllinois
Environmental Protection Act and the Winnebago County Pollution Control Facility Siting
Ordinance. It is intended that the Winnebago Landfill - East Expansion Unit (East
Expansion) will serve Winnebago County, and 14 other counties (and their municipalities)
in northern lllinois and southern Wisconsin. Based on an estimated throughput of 5,500
tons per day, the East Expansion will provide nearly 25 years of disposal capacity. Each
day, the more than 8 million residents of the proposed service area dispose of over 41,000
tons of solid waste. The landfill will serve to afford residents and businesses in
Winnebago County and the service area with cost effective and environmentally sound
disposal capacity for years to come.

The East Expansion of the Winnebago
Landfill is just one phase of the overall
development of the EcoRock
Environmental Technologies Center
(EcoRock Campus). The EcoRock
Campus will focus on developing new
technologies and industries that will
enhance the economic diversity of the
region and provide positive economic
impacts to Winnebago County. As
discussed below, several of the
phases of the EcoRock Campus have
already been implemented.

The economic impact of the landfill and related operations will have a significant positive
stimulus for the local economy. The stimulus can be accounted by measuring the direct
purchases including annual construction expenditures, employee wages and benefits, host
fees and State fees. Each of these expenses will also provide associated benefits
stimulating additional economic activity within the local and regional economy. The
economic impact of the existing and proposed facility was assessed using a economic
model in accordance with the US Bureau of Economic Analysis standards and are
summarized below in Table 1.

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Summary of Regulatory Approval Process

In applying for local siting approval of the proposed East Expansion Unit, the Applicant
must demonstrate that the facility complies with the criteria of Section 39.2 of the lllinois
Environmental Protection Act (“The Act’) and the Winnebago County local siting
ordinance. The application for siting approval represents the first of numerous reviews
and permitting procedures that are required prior to construction and operation of a new or
expanded pollution control facility. This application presented to Winnebago County is the

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first step in the process and allows the local siting authority to review and to determine if
the proposed facility is consistent with Section 39.2 of The Act. There are nine criteria by
which the County must review the application. The nine criteria are as follows:

° The facility is necessary to accommodate the waste needs of the area that it is
intended to serve;

e The facility is so designed, located and proposed to be operated that the public
health, safety and welfare will be protected;

o The facility is located so as to minimize incompatibility with the character of the
surrounding area and to minimize the effect on the value of the surrounding
property;

o The facility (sanitary landfill) is located outside the boundary of the 100-year
floodplain;

o The plan of operations for the facility is designed to minimize the danger to the
surrounding area from fire, spills, or other operational accidents;

® The traffic patterns to or from the facility are so designed as to minimize the
impact on existing traffic flows;

o If the facility will be treating, storing or disposing of hazardous waste, an
emergency response plan exists for the facility which includes notification,
containment and evacuation procedures to be used in case of an accidental
release;

® If the facility is to be located in a county where the county board has adopted a
solid waste management plan consistent with the planning requirements of the
Local Solid Waste Disposal Act or the Solid Waste Planning and Recycling Act,
the facility is consistent with the plan; and,

° If the facility will be located within a regulated recharge area, any applicable
requirements specified by the Board for such areas have been met.

If Winnebago County grants siting approval for the facility, the facility must then apply for a
developmental (DE) permit from the Ilinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA). The
IEPA will perform a detailed review of the hydrogeology, engineering design, and
operational plans providing additional assurance that the facility will not have any negative
impacts to the surrounding area. The design presented during this siting process may be
modified or revised to incorporate additional technical detail as required by the IEPA.

Once an IEPA Development permit is received, facility construction may be completed.
Upon completion of construction, additional documentation is provided to the IEPA for
review to ensure that the facility meets all criteria established within the Construction
Quality Assurance (CQA) Program and the conditions of the permit. If the IEPA
determines that the facility has been properly constructed it will grant an operating permit
to begin accepting waste but only after ensuring that the facility construction meets the
rigorous permitting and siting standards.

It should be noted that as each phase of the landfill is developed the process of review
and certification must be obtained from the IEPA. This process ensures that the facility is
constantly subjected to technical review from the |IEPA. This provides additional
assurance that the facility will be developed and operated in a safe and environmentally
sound manner for this and future generations.

Need (Section 1)

Section 1 of this application demonstrates that the proposed facility is necessary to
accommodate the waste disposal needs of Winnebago County, and the other counties
within the proposed service area. Factors supporting this conclusion include:

U Within the proposed service area, the number of landfills has declined by about
80 percent since 1987. Currently, nine landfills are operating within the service
area.

Q  During the operating period (2011-2045) which includes the projected operating
period of the proposed East Expansion, the service area will dispose of a
projected 396,569,000 tons of waste. Existing landfill capacity is insufficient to
handle that waste.

@ During the operating period, the service area will experience a shortfall in
capacity of 323,613,000 tons without the development of additional capacity.

U Within the service area, permitted disposal capacity is projected to be exhausted
in early 2023. Regionally, permitted disposal capacity is projected to be
exhausted in mid-2023. Given the extended period of time necessary to plan,
site, permit and develop a new facility, additional landfill capacity must be sited
now.

QO The proposed East Expansion will be conveniently located within the service
area and is located approximately 66 miles (one-way) from the centroid of the
service area. The average distance of the other landfills from the centroid is
approximately 97 miles (one-way). The proposed expansion will conserve fuel
and enable communities in the service area to better contend with the rising cost
of transporting waste greater distances.

Protection of the Public Health, Welfare, and Safety (Section 2)

Section 2 of this application provides the details of the numerous safeguards that are
incorporated in the design of the East Expansion. The proposed facility uses the latest
landfill design standards which include USEPA Subtitle D, and Clean Air Act requirements,
as well as Illinois EPA requirements. These requirements have been implemented at the
existing facility as well as other facilities and proven to be protective of the environment.
In addition to the many state and federal requirements this facility has incorporated
numerous and extensive safeguards which are unique to the facility. In many cases, the
stringent design and performance standards contained in state and federal landfill
regulations have been exceeded. The facility works in conjunction with suitable location
and favorable site geology to assure that the public health, safety, and welfare will be
protected.

E-4 Winnebago Landfill East Expansion
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Location (Section 2.1)

The Winnebago Landfill East Expansion Unit will be located in an area of high industrial
and agricultural uses and low residential density. Extensive buffer areas, such as: existing
quarries, power-lines and Interstate 39 along with landscaping will be used to further
isolate disposal operations from the surrounding area. The proposed facility meets and in
most cases exceeds the setback requirements and other location restrictions contained in
State and Federal landfill regulations. The facility will be located adjacent to several major
Class |l truck routes (Baxter Road, Interstate-39, Highways 20 and 72) and its close
proximity to waste generators will conserve fuel at a time of increasing diesel and gasoline
prices.

Hydrogeology (Section 2.2)

The East Expansion Unit will be
located on a site that has natural
geologic features that are favorable
to landfill development. The
geology beneath the proposed East
Expansion was characterized by an
extensive hydrogelogic investigation
which includes 54 borings. The
investigation shows that the geology
is consistent with previous studies
conducted in the area and the
geologic  setting described in
regional  publications  providing
support to the findings of this
investigation. The leachate sump
areas (critical areas) of the proposed
landfill expansion are underlain by
an average of 33 feet of low permeability clay that restricts vertical and horizontal
movement of groundwater. This natural barrier to groundwater flow will serve as an
additional environmental safeguard at the proposed East Expansion which is not present
at the existing landfill.

Sample of laminated clay

Based on the extensive field investigation, reconnaissance, regional publications, and
satellite imagery (LiDar) there is no bedrock at or near the ground surface within the
footprint of the East Expansion Unit. There is a bedrock high located within a ridgeline
that is located north of the facility which is a geologic feature that supports numerous
aggregate mining operations. This ridge is located outside of the facility and provides a
natural visual buffer to the proposed facility. In addition, the hydrogeologic investigation
found no evidence of karst, paleokarst or other unstable geologic features within the East
Expansion Unit.

Over 47 monitoring wells were installed as part of the hydrogeologic investigation. The
monitoring wells were installed to develop an accurate model of the rate and direction of
groundwater flow within the proposed facility and areas adjacent to the facility. The
monitoring wells will also be used to characterize the groundwater quality prior to
development of the facility.
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Engineered Design (Section 2.3)

A number of engineered design features will be constructed for the East Expansion Unit to
safely contain the waste materials placed in it. These containment systems are briefly
summarized below:

Composite Liner. The bottom of the landfill will consist of a “composite” liner that includes
three feet of recompacted earth liner (1) and a HDPE (plastic) liner (2). Both the
recompacted clay and plastic liner work in conjunction with each other to prevent migration
of contaminants from the landfill during the operation and closure of the landfill. In the
landfill sump areas (areas where the leachate is drained to and collected) the proposed
liner system has been designed to include an additional geosynthetic clay liner (3a)
sandwiched between two additional 60-mil geomembranes (3b) which exceeds the federal
and state regulations which only require one 60-mil geomembrane.

Liner and Leachate Collection Systems

Leachate Collection. A leachate collection system will be constructed on the bottom of the
landfill to remove leachate (liquids that have come into contact with waste) from the
landfill. The leachate collection system consists of a granular drainage layer (5) and series
of high-strength plastic pipes (4) placed at intervals across the entire landfill bottom and
sideslopes. The granular drainage layer is separated from the liner by a protective
geotexiile and has an additional filter geotextile (6) on the surface to prevent clogging of
the leachate collection system. The leachate collection piping is surrounding by a washed
gravel (7) to provide an efficient mechanism to transport liquid to the leachate sumps. The
purpose of the system is to prevent leachate from building up on the liner (bathtub effect)
which minimizes the potential of leachate migrating through the liner system.

Final Cover. As the landfill is filled to its intended height, a final cover system will be
constructed to cap the waste. The final cover is essentially a liner on top of the landfill that
prevents rainwater from entering the landfill and coming into contact with waste and
producing leachate. The final cover system that will cap the landfill consists of a low-
permeability layer to prevent precipitation from entering the landfill, and a protective soil
layer to prevent erosion and maintain the long-term integrity of the cap.
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The low-permeability layer will include a double-sided textured 40-mil LLDPE
geomembrane and a one foot thick compacted cohesive soil layer with a maximum
permeability of 1x107 cm/sec. A geocomposite drainage net will overlay the
geomembrane to drain precipitation away from the low-permeability layer. The protective
soil layer will be placed over the geocomposite and will include a minimum of three (3) feet
of protective soil, with the upper six (6) inches being a vegetative layer. To facilitate
drainage and minimize erosion, the slope of the final cover will be a maximum of 3H:1V
and a minimum of 5 percent. The final slopes of the landfill will be vegetated.

Gas Collection. An active gas collection system will also be developed at the landfill to
remove and control methane and other air emissions. The landfill gas system consists of
plastic pipes placed at intervals in the waste material, to which vacuum pressure is applied
to withdraw the landfill gas. Landfill gas is recognized as a renewable energy resource that
can be recovered to generate electricity or provide heat as is currently being done at the
Winnebago Energy Center.

Stormwater Management (Section 2.4)

A stormwater management system will be constructed to control and manage precipitation
that falls onto the landfill. The purpose of this system is to: protect the final cover against
erosion; divert rainwater away from waste materials in the active landfill areas; eliminate
the potential for flooding; and improve the water quality conditions of the site.

The stormwater management system includes:

o A perimeter drainage network that
incorporates bioswales and
wetland  mitigation areas to
manage off-site stormwater run-
off;

° A wet-bottom detention basin to
detain and contro! the release of
the 100-year, 24-hour flood event
which exceeds the state
regulations to control the 25-year,
24-hour flood event, to facilitate
sedimentation, and to improve .
water _quality from its original use Example of a Bioswale
as agricultural land; -

° Water quality systems (waterfalls, bio-filtration, BMPs) that will provide physical
filtering and adsorption with biological processes to improve water quality of
stormwater that passes around the facility;

e Stage outlet structures with a restrictor to reduce the discharge rate to adjacent
watersheds;

° Terrace berming on the final landform slopes to reduce the potential for erosion;
and

o Post-development peak discharges will be 3.7 times less than pre-development
peak discharges rates for the 100-year, 24-hour storm event, thereby minimizing
flooding downstream of the facility.
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Consfruction Quality Assurance Program (Section 2.5)

The purpose of the Construction Quality Assurance (CQA) program is to assure that
landfill design features (such as the composite liner) are constructed as specified as
specified in this application. The CQA program includes oversight during construction,
testing of construction materials, and documentation of all inspection and testing activities.
A third-party registered professional engineer must certify that the constructed features at
the landfill meet or exceed design standards

Operating Plan (Section 2.6)

An operating plan has been prepared to guide the daily and long-term operations at the
Winnebago Landfill East Expansion Unit. The purpose of the operating plan is to assure
that permitted landfill activities are conducted in a safe, efficient manner. The operating
plan includes procedures to prevent odors, dust, litter and noise from becoming a
nuisance to neighbors. A waste acceptance program will be implemented to ensure that
prohibited materials (such as regulated hazardous waste) are not disposed at the landfill.
Training and safety procedures will be employed to make the landfill a safe workplace for
employees and the community. Contingency plans have also been prepared to address
landfill operations during natural disasters or other emergencies.

Groundwater Impact Evaluation (Section 2.7)

In order to verify the performance of the proposed landfill design within the existing
hydrogeologic setting, a Groundwater Impact Evaluation (GIE) was performed. As part of
this evaluation, a computer model was used to assess the impact on groundwater quality
from hypothetical multiple and simultaneous failures of the engineered design features.
The computer model employed for this purpose has been accepted by State and Federal
regulatory agencies as well as landfill design professionals. Landfills in lllinois must
demonstrate that even if the engineering features fail they will not have any impact on
groundwater quality at a compliance boundary that is located only 100 feet from the waste
disposal area, and for a period of at least 100 years after the landfill closes. This is a very
stringent standard that is used to assess the impact of a leak in the liner system. The
results of the groundwater modeling demonstrate that the East Expansion Unit, using very
conservative model inputs, would exceed this stringent standard.

This model also helps to define standards used in the groundwater monitoring system
(discussed below) which is designed to detect changes in groundwater quality before the
compliance boundary is reached.

Environmental Monitoring Program (Section 2.8)

A network of groundwater monitoring wells will surround the landfill footprint (waste
disposal area) of the East Expansion Unit. These monitoring wells will be located no
further than 50 feet from the edge of the landfill footprint as required by IEPA regulations
and therefore well within the 100-foot compliance boundary discussed above.

Additionally, leachate, surface water, and landfill gas locations will be monitored
throughout the operating and post-closure periods. Details of these environmental
monitoring systems are provided below:

E-8 Winnebago Landfill East Expansion
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O Leachate will be monitored at leachate collection sumps located along the
southern boundary of the landfill.

Q  Subsurface landfill gas monitoring will be performed utilizing below-grade probes
located around the perimeter of the landfill. The landfill gas probes will be
monitored for pressure, nitrogen, oxygen, and carbon dioxide.

U Surface testing of landfill gas emissions will be performed on a periodic basis
(typically quarterly) over the entire landfill footprint.

W Landfill gas sampling within the landfill will occur on a monthly basis (may be
adjusted) at the landfill vertical wells and monitored for pressure, nitrogen,
oxygen, and carbon dioxide.

U Surface water sampling will be performed at the permitted discharge locations as
required by the facility’'s existing NPDES permit. The NPDES permit will be
updated for the proposed East Expansion Unit.

The monitoring locations will be tested both during the operating life of the landfill and for
at least 30 years after the landfill stops accepting waste. Groundwater and leachate
monitoring locations will be tested for numerous chemicals to verify that the landfill is
performing as designed and that groundwater quality is not being impacted. The standard
for determining impacts is the pre-landfill groundwater quality.

Closure and Post-Closure Care
Plan (Section 2.9)

A closure and post-closure care
plan has been developed for the
East Expansion Unit. The closure
and post-closure care plan provides
a list of steps Winnebago Landfill
Company, LLC will perform to
ensure proper closure of the facility
along with maintenance of the
facility during the post-closure care
period. A cost estimate was  goqyre of the Winnebago LF - Southern Unit
prepared utilizing conservative third

party costs to ensure that proper funding is provided during the operating and closure
periods of the landfill. This plan is required by be updated/revised on a minimum of a 5
year basis or whenever the landfill requests operational authorization for a newly
constructed area.

Section 2 Summary

Protection of groundwater and minimizing odors is often the principal concern expressed
by citizens with respect to a proposed landfill expansion. The following points indicate how
the design elements noted above work in concert to assure that the Winnebago Landfill
will safeguard groundwater resources and minimize odors.

The design inciudes a leachate collection system to remove liquids from the
landfill. The uncontrolled movement of leachate is the principal mechanism by
which potential contaminants in the landfill might ultimately find their way to
groundwater. The leachate collection system, however, prevents these liquids
from building up within the landfill.

The composite liner system (consisting of 3 feet of recompacted clay and a
plastic liner) acts as an impervious barrier underneath the landfill and prevents
leachate (which is continuously being removed) from escaping the landfill.

The landfill cover system represents a “liner” on top of compieted portions of the
landfill that prevents rain or other precipitation from even entering the landfill and
becoming leachate.

The stormwater management facilities include berms and other constructed
features to divert precipitation away from active disposal areas, minimizing the
amount of leachate that is generated (minimizing flooding and improving water

quality).

The operating plan specifies that the active area of landfill disposal operations is
kept as small as possible at any given time, further reducing leachate generation.

The operating plan includes procedures to minimize nuisance to the surrounding
properties.

Horizontal and vertical landfill gas collectors have been or will be installed at the
existing Winnebago Landfill and future East Expansion Unit.

A special waste acceptance policy related to sulfur levels in waste;

The design features noted above act as multiple, independent safeguards
against contaminants leaving the landfill. In order for contaminants to migrate off
the landfill property, all of these systems would have to simultaneously fail and
continue to fail over a very long period of time.

The network of groundwater monitoring wells is designed to detect contaminants
at a point 50 feet from the landfill footprint, well before the property boundary.

In short, a sound location, favorable site geology, a modern design that incorporates the
latest landfill technologies and design practices, best operating practices, and long-term
landfill maintenance and monitoring will assure that the proposed East Expansion Unit
protects the public health, safety, and welfare.

E-10 Winnebago Landfill East Expansion
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Land Use / Real Estate (Section 3)

Section 3 demonstrates that the proposed facility is located so as to minimize
incompatibility with the character of the surrounding area and to minimize the effect on the
value of the surrounding property. A land use analysis has been prepared by The Lannert
Group and a real estate study has been performed by Poletti & Associates, Inc. The
conclusions of these studies are summarized below.

The dominant land use surrounding the Facility is agriculture and industrial,
representing approximately 77% of the land use within 1 mile of the facility.
These uses minimize the impact of the Facility on the character of the
surrounding area.

Existing mineral extracting operations and solid waste facilities are a significant
presence contributing to the character of the surrounding area.

Residential land uses have developed in the vicinity of the existing landfill facility
during the construction and operation of the Facility. The proposed East
Expansion Facility will be setback further (over 1 mile) from these residential
developments re-establishing distance buffers to the Facility.

The proposed Landscape Plan buffers the Facility’s frontage along Interstate 39
and Edson Road. The west and north sides are screened by large setbacks,
berms and existing landfills.

The Conceptual End Use Plan for the completed landfill proposes passive open
space and wildlife habitat uses consistent with the character of the area.

The real estate study demonstrates that there has not been and will not be a
negative impact on the value of surrounding properties located in close proximity
to the existing or expanded landfill.

The facility has included a property-value protection plan to provide further
assurances to nearby property owners. The property-value protection plan
requires Winnebago Landfill Company, LLC to offset any diminution in value of
residential properties surrounding the Winnebago Landfill, in the unlikely event
that it occurs.

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Floodplain Assessment (Section 4)

Section 4 of this application documents that the proposed expansion is not located within
a regulatory 100-year floodplain. [t should be noted that the stormwater management
facilities proposed for the landfill will help reduce the likelihood of flooding by providing
stormwater detention for runoff from the landfill.

Fire/Spill/Accident Prevention (Section 5)

Section 5 of this application demonstrates that the proposed facility is designed to
minimize the danger to the surrounding area from fire, spills, or other operational
accidents. In addition to the operating plan, the Applicant has developed a Health and
Safety Plan which emphasizes site safety training and proper safety procedures during
day-to-day operations. The plan will ensure that employees are trained and aware of safe
construction, operating, and emergency procedures at the site. The plan will also serve as
a contingency plan to ensure that the danger to the surrounding area will be minimized in
the unlikely event that an emergency situation (i.e., fire, spill or operational accident) does
occur.

Traffic (Section 6)
KLOA, Inc. prepared Section 6 of this application which demonstrates that traffic patterns
to or from the facility are so designed as to minimize the impact on the existing traffic

flows. Conclusions from the traffic impact analysis are summarized below:

L The anticipated traffic demands of the Winnebago Landfill East Expansion Unit
can be safely and efficiently accommodated on the existing roadway system.

A
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Q A road improvement agreement between the County Highway Department,
Rockford Township, and Winnebago Landfill has been executed that will not only
accommodate the landfill expansion but also the future development of the
commercial and industrial properties within Rock 39.

U The County Highway Department has reviewed the traffic analysis and
recommendations for improvements and concurs that the improvements will
minimize the impacts to surrounding traffic.

Hazardous Waste Ban (Section 7)

Section 7 of this application documents that the proposed facility will not be treating,
storing or disposing of hazardous waste. Only general municipal solid waste, construction
and demolition debris, certified non-special wastes and non-hazardous special waste will
be accepted for disposal at the East Expansion Unit. The facility will not knowingly accept
hazardous waste and will take all necessary and appropriate measures to ensure that
hazardous waste is not accepted by the facility. A comprehensive load checking program
(as detailed in the Operating Plan (Section 2.6) has been proposed to detect the
attempted disposal of hazardous waste or other unauthorized wastes.

Solid Waste Management Plan Consistency (Section 8)

Section 8 of this application documents that the proposed facility is consistent with the
Winnebago County Solid Waste Management Plan (Plan) as updated. Factors supporting
this conclusion include:

U The Plan states that it is the County’s policy to continue to rely on the existing
landfill and future expansions for long-term, in-County disposal capacity.

O  The Plan indicates that the County will rely on the private sector to develop
necessary landfill disposal capacity.

U The existing Winnebago Landfill is projected to reach capacity by 2020.

QU  The proposed East Expansion represents a significant milestone in the continued
implementation of the Winnebago County Solid Waste Management Plan.

Regulated Recharge Areas (Section 9)

Section 9 of this application demonstrates that the proposed facility is not located within a
regulated recharge area and that, in fact, there are currently no regulated recharge areas
established in Winnebago County pursuant to Section 17.3 of the lllinois Environmental
Protection Act.

Operating Experience of Applicant (Section 10)
Winnebago Reclamation Service, Inc. (current operator of the Winnebago Landfill) is an

experience landfill operator with an outstanding environmental compliance record and will
continue to operate the landfill expansion.

E-13 Winnebago Landfill East Expansion
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Conclusion

This application for local siting approval provides documentation that the proposed East
Expansion Unit satisfies all of the requirements contained with Section 39.2 of the lllinois
Environmental Protection Act and the Winnebago County Pollution Control Facility Siting
Ordinance. The East Expansion Unit has been designed to provide environmentally
sound and cost effective long-term disposal capacity to Winnebago County and
neighboring communities. The Winnebago Landfill Company, LLC looks forward to
continuing its existing beneficial partnership with Winnebago County and surrounding
communities for many years and respectfully appreciates Winnebago County’s
consideration of this request for site approval.

For Domestic Violence Awareness next October we are looking for volunteers of all
kinds to refurbish articles that we have had donated to us by local citizens at our resale
shop and artist or crafter to make something out of nothing or something we have in the
resale shop for our benefit. A GREEN fundraiser to be held on September 29" and these
items can be used at this time.

Working with the Rochelle Police Academy again this year as we have the past few years
to reach out to the local community regarding laws.

Our transitional house is occupied and they will be moving out sometime soon and we
will be looking for another client to move in.

Lynn Knodle of Serenity Hospice and Home — Lynn Knoodle reported that the
bereavement program continues to grow we have more and more people using our
services and with the new expansion at KSB we have many more to help. We continue all
the bereavement groups and have also added a bereavement group that will be at KSB
Hospital. Anyone who has lost a loved one in the past year has come over to our group
for services. We have met with all of them and let them know what we have to offer.

One neat thing that has developed from KSB is a group of volunteers that were looking to
see if they want to switch their support from KSB to us and they make cards, note pads,
book marks etc using real pressed flowers.

In the spring they are planning to build a gazebo with a walkway and using this as a
fundraiser.

We are struggling with Palmento, which is where we receive some our funding and they
are auditing all the clients to make sure that they are hospice appropriate. They are
holding all of the funding until they are sure that they qualify and that could be up to 90
days behind in receiving funding.

We have been averaging from 4 to 5 patients at the Serenity Hospice Home.





Kathy Warren the Bereavement Coordinator is presenting a program at Hope about
children in grief. Lynn Knodle myself just did a presentation for the Kiwanis Club at
KSB about Serenity Hospice and Home

Kathleen Kurtz of Easter Seals Children’s Development Center — Kathleen reported
the Family Support division has moved to 815 North Church Street and we just now have
phone and computer service. It has been a very labor-intensive move and we are so glad
it is done.

Patty Mook has kept things moving for the Christmas season provided parties and
information to the clients.

Rhonda Best will be presenting a workshop at St Mary’s Church in Byron from 6 to 9 pm
it will be on Behavior and Discipline issues for parents and grandparents raising
grandchildren we see more and more of these issues and people needing this support.

The State is paid up through October.

We are working with Rockford to resurrect an old fair that they used to have every year
called Child Fair on April 25™ where agencies will come together this year at Heartland
Church to benefit children 0 through 8.

WHEREAS, the lllinois General Assembly has enacted Public Acts 94-595 and 94-596 amending the Clerk
of Courts Act to increase the fee collected for court automation and document storage from $10.00 to
$15.00 per case filed and;

WHEREAS, the Ogle County has decided that a fee increase of $5.00 should be applied to all civil cases
filed and to all criminal, traffic and ordinance cases that require a court appearance;

Mr. Welty asked for clarification. Mr. Reibel provided a map of the site to the Committee
members depicting the subject parcel and a proposed subdivision into two lots of 1.04 acres
in area and 1.61 acres in area. Mr. Reibel explained that the Kearns have a 3.07 acre
parcel with two houses, zoned R-2 Single-Family Residence District. Mr. & Mrs. Kearns
would like to subdivide the parcel into two lots, with a house on each lot as depicted in the
map; however, due to the location of the two dwellings and the minimum lot requirement for
R-2 Single-Family Residence District, which is two acres, this is not possible.

In
order for Mr. & Mrs. Kearns to be able to subdivide the parcel so that each house is on its
own lot, the Committee would need to determine that this is an exceptionally unique
circumstance pursuant to Section 9.06, Paragraph E. of the Ogle County Amendatory
Zoning Ordinance. If the Committee makes such a determination, Mr. & Mrs. Kearns can
make application to the Zoning Board of Appeals for a variation of lot size. If the ZBA grants
the variation, they would then need to apply for subdivision plat approval, which would come
before this Committee.

Mr. & Mrs. Kearns were present and gave a brief history of the site. Discussion ensued

Mr. Reibel recommended to the Committee that a determination be made that this situation
is “exceptionally unique”. Mr. Messer agreed that this is an exceptionally unique
circumstance and made a motion to allow the Kearns to apply for a Variation of lot size;
seconded by Mr. Boes. The motion carried by a voice vote.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. Kelly Cryer was present representing the Rock River Riders Association. He stated they
wish to put up a storage building to cover their well and to store their lawn equipment. Due
to the new state law regarding commercial buildings, they are required to obtain signed and
sealed plans and have final inspection by an approved inspector.
