Web Site Update:

e Our redesigned website (bwcvb.com) is now up and running and we are very pleased with the many new features such as the
Google maps component and the edition of a meetings and convention category to name a few. Please check it out.

e We’ve seen an increase in visits of 52% since November and feel this is due to the new website and our Adword campaign.
Visits increased 130% compared to last year and Adwords accounted for a large majority of those visits. During December
the top Adwords that garnered the most clicks were: Illinois Christmas tree farms, Illinois Bed & Breakfast, Illinois
getaways, and Illinois antiques. The average time spent on our site from these Adwords was 2.45 minutes. We added
‘Valentine’s Day 2009’ on Dec. 29th and since then we have received 1,128 visits from that phrase with an average of 2.63
pages per visit. To look at it another way...we had more visits from mid-December to mid-January than in the month of June
(a traditionally high traffic time) last year with the old site.

e  Our Jan. e-newsletter went out the first week of the month to the 997 people who have subscribed via our website and it
included a winter getaway/Valentines package promotion along with the Jan-Feb calendar of events for the region.

The 09 Visitor Guides were delivered Jan. 23™. We had 75,000 printed and they are distributed via visitor information outlets in
the 4 counties and throughout the Midwest and Chicago area through tradeshows, the CTM hotel distribution system that covers
1-80, 1-88, 1-90 & 1-94 and through the 14 state tourism information centers located at entry points into the state. We also have
our Visitor Guides in information kiosks located in the Belvidere, O’Hare and DeKalb Oases. They go out nationwide through
website and direct mail requests we receive as a result of the advertising we do and it is also available as a downloadable PDF on
our website. We fund the Visitor Guide using a partial state marketing grant and through the sale of ads in the Guide.

The House and Senate will return to
regular session on February 18. This
report presents new bills introduced
in the first year of the 96th General
Assembly of interest to counties. This
list is not all-inclusive, nor is this a
roster of bills favored or opposed by
IACBMC.

House Bills

HB 1 (Bradley)

MOTOR FUEL TAX SURCHARGE
Status: Revenue & Finance Committee
Provides that, beginning on July 1, 2009,
an additional surcharge of 8 cents per
gallon shall be imposed on the privilege
of operating motor vehicles upon the
public highways and recreational-type
watercraft upon the waters of the State.
The moneys collected must be used for
debt service and capital improvements.

HB 37 (Moffitt)

LEASE CLOSED STATE PARKS
Status: State Govt. Admin. Committee
Requires the Dept. of Natural Resources
and the lllinois Historic Preservation
Agency offer to lease to any interested
unit of local government, the operation
and maintenance of any closed State
park or historic site for one dollar.

HB 58 (Reis)

WORKER’'S COMPENSATION

Status: Labor Committee

Amends the Workers' Compensation Act
and Workers' Occupational Diseases Act
as follows: provides an injury by acci-
dent is compensable only if the accident
was the prevailing factor in causing both
the resulting medical condition and dis-
ability; makes changes regarding notice
of accidents; makes changes in compu-
tation of compensation paid to certain
employees who, before the accident for
which an employee claims compensa-

Lawmakers float tax proposals

Several tax proposals have been floating around as
possible solutions to the State’s budget problems and
as sources of funding a capital program.

House Bill 1 introduced by Rep. Bradley sets to
establish an additional 8 cents per gallon surcharge on
gasoline, as well as create a fund to be used solely for
the use of debt service and capital improvements (the
GROW lllinois Fund). The federal government is also
said to be looking at a gas tax. Governor Quinn said he wants to beat the feds
to it and is pressing to have a gas tax increase by April. The Governor has also
mentioned various fee increases.

There has a been a push by labor groups to increase the size of the gas
tax to 16 cents per gallon as they feel 8 cents will not be enough. There has
also been a movement to lock in all funds to be used for a capital program in
order to avoid any fund sweeps. It is estimated a capital program will need to
be $5 billion and done in two, three and five year programs. Rumors predict a
majority of the money will be handed out in the forms of bonds.

Sen. Schoenberg has introduced Senate Bill 44, a cigarette tax. It will
increase the tax on cigarettes by about $1, though this may change. The tax
increase could generate about $300 million. Currently this money is used by
the Department of Healthcare and Family Services to make reimbursements to
providers who participate in certain medical assistance programs.

There are several different proposals for an income tax but none has
reached paper. The proposal that is gathering the most steam is a rehashing of
Senate Bill 750 (Meeks) from the 95th General Assembly. This bill was for
both corporate and individuals and gave a measure of property tax relief, as it
sought to patch the holes and increase funding for education. It remains to be
seen if the money would still be used for education. A sales tax proposal has
also been floated. The details are thin at the moment (especially with work still
ongoing with the Streamline Sales Tax) but there have been talks of including
computer software in the sales tax.

Not a tax issue but a piece of legislation that potentially could be quite
costly is Senate Bill 184 (Haine). This bill is seeking to have interest paid pre-
judgment in actions of law and arbitration from the date the party from whom
damages are sought is given written notice of the claim for money damages or
the action or arbitration is filed. From our understanding of the bill this would
require any defendant to pay interest on the amount of damages sought by a
plaintiff before a verdict has been given.

After years of being neutral on concealed
carry, the lllinois Sheriff’'s Association passed a
resolution earlier this month supporting a state
concealed-carry handgun law. Only lllinois and
Wisconsin have no form of concealed-carry

State Rep. John Bradley (D-Marion) has
introduced House Bill 245 which creates the
Family and Personal Protection Act establishing uniform standards for the
issuance of permits to carry concealed firearms in lllinois. It authorizes the
lllinois State Police to issue concealed firearms permits to applicants who
meet a strict set of qualifications. The bill is similar to proposals introduced in
previous years, but the new bill places most of the screening process through

Several counties in lllinois have approved referenda supporting the right of
lllinoisans to carry defensive firearms including Crawford, Effingham, Franklin,
Greene, Jasper, Jefferson, Union, Ogle, Saline and Woodford.

HB 60 (Holbrook)
COUNTY DETENTION HOMES

Status: Counties & Townships Comm.

Provides that, if the county board has
levied a tax for a detention home and
cannot adequately support the facility,
the county board may expend the tax
receipts for detention services pur-
chased through agreements with other
governmental units or entities.

HB 61 (Holbrook)

PUBLIC BUILDING COMMISSION
Status: House 2nd Reading

Adds to the powers of a public building
commission. Provides the commission
has the power to employ and discharge
without regard to any Civil Services Act
"design-build" experts to carry out the
purposes of this Act.

HB 62 (Stephens)

PTELL REFERENDUM

Status: Revenue & Finance Comm.
Provides that voters in certain counties
may initiate a referendum on the appli-
cability of the Property Tax Extension
Limitation Law by submitting a petition
to the county board signed by a num-
ber of voters equal to at least 1% of the
votes cast in the county at the last pre-
ceding general election.

HB 63 (Fritchey)

PREVAILING WAGE ACT

Status: Executive Committee
Provides that "public works" includes all
projects located in an enterprise zone
or located in an economic development
project area, but does not include proj-
ects at an owner-occupied single family
residence or multi-family residence.

HB 172 (Ramey)

FIREARM OWNERS ID CARD ACT
Status: Agriculture Committee
Provides that a county may not require
registration of firearms or impose
greater restrictions on the acquisition,
possession, transportation, and transfer
of firearms, than imposed by the Act.

HB 173 (Phelps)

FIREARM TRANSPORT

Status: Agriculture Committee
Provides that a unit of local government,
may not regulate the transportation of
firearms or the transportation of ammuni-
tion, components, accessories, or accou-
trements for firearms.

HB 242 (Nekritz)

PTELL — DEBT SERVICE EXTENSION
Status: Revenue & Finance Comm.
Provides that the debt service extension
base must be increased each year by
the percentage increase, for the previ-
ous year, of the Consumer Price Index.

HB 244 (Pritchard)

INSURANCE COVERAGE

Status: Insurance Committee
Amends the Counties Code to require
coverage for medically necessary pre-
ventative physical therapy for insureds
diagnosed with multiple sclerosis.

HB 298 (Mathias)

LOCAL GOVERNMENT MONEY
Status: Revenue & Finance Comm.
Amends the Use Tax Act among others.
Provides that 0.4% of the net revenues
realized for the preceding month from
the State's portion of the general rate of
tax imposed under the Act shall be paid
into the Local Government Distributive
Fund (reverting to the distribution in
place prior to State fiscal year 2003).

HB 329 (Franks)

COUNTY CODE — REFERENDA
Status: Counties & Townships Comm.
Provides for binding referenda (instead
of advisory referenda) concerning the
number of members of the county board
to be elected, whether board members
should be elected from single-member,
multi-member or at-large districts, and
whether voters will have cumulative
voting rights

HB 347 (Holbrook)

COUNTY DETENTION HOMES
Status: House 2nd Reading
Provides that, if the county board has
levied a tax for a detention home and
cannot adequately support the facility,
the county board may expend the tax
receipts for detention services pur-
chased through agreements with other
governmental units.

New House Bills

HB 367 (Mitchell)

CONCEAL CARRY

Status: Agriculture Committee
Establishes statewide uniform standards
for the issuance of permits to carry con-
cealed firearms in this State. Vests in the
county sheriff the authority to issue con-
cealed firearms permits to qualified
applicants.

HB 395 (Brady)

ELECTION OFFICER ENDORSEMENT
Status: Elections & Campaign Comm.
Prohibits county clerks and boards of
election commissioners from making
public endorsements of candidates.

HB 442 (Jefferson)

AUTOMATED TRAFFIC LAW

Status: Counties & Townships Comm.
Provides that the counties of Champaign,
DeKalb, La Salle, McLean, Peoria,
Sangamon, Vermilion, and Winnebago,
and the municipalities within those coun-
ties, may establish an automated traffic
law enforcement system.

HB 454 (Ford)

CIGARETTE TAX INCREASE

Status: Revenue & Finance Comm.
Provides that, beginning July 1, 2009, an
additional tax of 50 mills per cigarette
($1 per pack of 20) shall be imposed.

HB 462 (Phelps)

CONCEALED CARRY

Status: Agriculture Committee
Permits the county sheriff to issue
permits to carry concealed firearms to
persons at least 21 years of age who
meet certain requirements.

HB 466 (Jakobsson)

MUNICIPAL CODE - ANNEXATION
Status: Cities & Villages Committee
Provides that property that is located in
Champaign County and is the subject of
an annexation agreement is subject to
the ordinances, control, and jurisdiction
of the annexing municipality if the proper-
ty is located within 1.5 miles of the corpo-
rate boundaries of the municipality or
more than 1.5 miles from the corporate
boundaries of the municipality unless the
county board retains jurisdiction.

Legislation amending Smoke Free llinois
Act may not fix all problems

An amendment to the Smoke Free lllinois
Act that clarifies exemption and enforcement
components was signed into law by Governor
Quinn on February 4th. While the amendment,
also known as Senate Bill 2757, strenthens
enforcement of the Act by providing additional
guidelines for writing citations, it may also
create new complications.

There has been significant confusion on
how to enforce provisions of the smoking ban since it went into effect Jan. 1,
2008. Prior to this amendment, violations were treated as criminal complaints
rather than civil matters which sparked legality issues as counties claimed
they could not enforce the statute until the State adopted administrative rules.
While the lllinois Department of Public Health (IDPH) proposed rules, the
Joint Committee on Administrative Rules (JCAR), never adopted the rules.
This led to inconsistencies in how the law was enforced.

While the new law removes violators from the courts by making it a civil
matter rather than a criminal offense, the amendment still doesn’t deal with
the JCAR rules. Rather, it sets forth procedures by which the state public
health department should process violations. All citations issued would need
to include “the location where the violator can pay the fine without objection;
and the address and phone number of the enforcing agency where the viola-
tor can request a hearing before the department to contest the imposition of
the fine. This new layer of bureaucracy may require specialized personnel or
contractors to oversee hearing for contested violations and could filter in to
each county. The amendment still requires the rules of the new administrative
system be consistent with the Illinois Administrative Procedure Act and be
approved by JCAR, but it is unknown as to whether the IDPH is preparing to

submit regulations to JCAR again.

HB 473 (Mitchell)

COUNTY CODE - SCHOOL TAX
Status: Elementary Education Com.
Provides that a school district that
receives proceeds from a county school
facility occupation tax may enter into an
intergovernmental agreement with a
municipality to share those proceeds.
Provides that the municipality may use
its share of the proceeds only for
municipal infrastructure purposes.

HB 482 (Poe)

IMRF — DEATH BENEFIT

Status: Personnel & Pensions Com.
Amends the lllinois Municipal Retire-
ment Fund (IMRF) Article of the lllinois
Pension Code. Increases the death
benefit from $3,000 to $5,000. Amends
the State Mandates Act to require
implementation without reimbursement.

HB 544 (Osmond)

HUMAN SERVICES TAX

Status: Human Services Committee
Amends the Counties Code. Provides
that taxes may be levied to provide
"human services" (now, "social services
for senior citizens").

HB 547 (Pihos)

IDENTITY PROTECTION ACT

Status: Computer Technology Comm.
Creates the Identity Protection Act.
Prohibits a State or local government
agency from using an individual's social
security number in certain ways, subject
to various exceptions. Requires each
State or local government agency to
develop and implement an identity pro-
tection policy. Amends the State
Mandates Act to require implementation
without reimbursement by the State.
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HB 585 (Sacia)

COMPETITIVE BIDS

Status: Counties & Townships
Committee

Amends the Counties Code.
Provides that in a county with
fewer than 2,000,000 inhabitants
that certain contracts in excess
of $30,000 (instead of $20,000)
must be let by competitive bid.

HB 593 (Zalewski)

COUNTIES REGULATE LANDLORDS
Status: Counties & Townships Comm.
Provides that the county board of any
county may license and regulate land-
lords, as defined by the county board,
within the unincorporated areas of that
county.

HB 654 (Schmitz)

QUICKTAKE — KANE COUNTY
Status: Executive Committee

Grants quick-take eminent domain pow-
ers for a period of one year to Kane
County for the Stearns Road Corridor
project.

HB 671 (Eddy)

PTELL — AGGREGATE EXTENSIONS
Status: Revenue & Finance Comm.
Amends the Property Tax Extension
Limitation Law in the Property Tax Code.
Provides that all contributions to a pen-
sion fund created under Article 3, Article
4, or Article 7 of the lllinois Pension
Code are exempt from the definition of
"aggregate extension".

HB 704 (Phelps)

COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

Status: Counties & Townships Comm.
Provides that a county with a population
of 50,000 or less with a 3-member board
of commissioners may, upon referendum
initiated by (i) the adoption of a resolu-
tion by the board of county commission-
ers or (ii) a petition signed by not less
than 10% of the registered voters in the
county, establish a 5-member board of
county commissioners. Sets forth
requirements for the referendum.

HB 705 (Farnham)

PREDATORY LEND DATABASE
Status: Executive Database

Provides that a predatory lending data-
base program shall be established with-
in Cook, Kane, and Will counties
(instead of Cook County).

HB 722 (Fortner)

UTILITIES — AGGREGATION

Status: Executive Committee
Provides that the corporate authorities
of a municipality or county board of a
county may adopt an ordinance under
which it may aggregate in accordance
with specified provisions residential and
small commercial retail electrical loads
located within the municipality or the
unincorporated areas of the county.

HB 766 (Howard)

MEDICAID — INCARCERATED
Status: Human Services Committee
Provides that an inmate of a penal insti-
tution maintained by the State or a unit
of local government may qualify for
medical assistance only after he or she
has ceased to be an inmate, but the
inmate may apply for medical assis-
tance in advance of his or her dis-
charge or release from the institution.

HB 817 (Eddy)

PTELL — CPI

Status: Revenue & Finance Comm.
Amends the Property Tax Extension
Limitation Law in the Property Tax
Code. Provides that "extension limita-
tion" means (a) the lesser of 5% or the
percentage increase in the Employment
Cost Index or, upon referendum
approval, the Consumer Price Index
during the 12-month calendar year pre-
ceding the levy year or (b) the rate
increase approved by the voters.

HB 827 (Black)

MOBILE HOME TAX ACT

Status: Revenue & Finance Comm.
Defines "permanent foundation".
Requires the Dept. of Revenue to
adopt rules setting forth standards that
county or township assessment officers
must use in determining whether a
dwelling is a mobile home or real prop-
erty. Requires the Department to estab-
lish and administer a training program
to train county or township assessment
officers to use those standards.

HB 865 (Tracy)

METH PERCUSOR CONTROL ACT
Status: Rules Committee

Creates a pilot program coordinated by
the lllinois State Police in Adams,
Madison, St. Clair, and Vermilion
Counties to track purchases of targeted
methamphetamine precursor across
multiple locations.

HB 883 (Connelly)

SPECIAL MEETING NOTICE

Status: Rules Committee

Amends the Counties Code. In a Section
concerning counties under township
organization, provides that public notice
of a special meeting of a county board
must be given as prescribed in the Open
Meetings Act (now, publication in a spec-
ified newspaper).

HB 905 (Verschoore)

LOCAL BUILDING CODES

Status: House Rules

Requires local governments without
building codes to adopt building codes
based on specified model codes.

HB 918 (Boland)

ELECTIONS — PUBLIC QUESTIONS
Status: House Rules

Sets the minimum number of petition
signatures for a local public question at
8% (now, 10%) of the number of votes
cast by registered voters in the govern-
mental unit.

HB 952 (Beiser)

PREVAILING WAGE ACT

Status: House Rules

Provides that the Act applies to the
demolition of public works.

HB 1003 (Poe)

MUNICIPAL CODE — ANNEXATION
Status: House Rules

Provides that, except for property locat-
ed in certain counties, if property that is
the subject of an annexation agreement
is located more than 1.5 miles from the
corporate boundaries of the annexing
municipality, that property is subject to
the ordinances, control, and jurisdiction
of the annexing municipality unless the
county board retains jurisdiction by the
affirmative vote of two-thirds of its mem-
bers (now, the county board may retain
jurisdiction in Boone, DeKalb, Grundy,
Kankakee, Kendall, LaSalle, Ogle, or
Winnebago County).

ment project area.

SB 44 (Schoenberg)

CIGARETTE TAX INCREASE

Status: Referred to Assignments
Provides that an additional tax of 50 mills
per cigarette shall be imposed on retail-
ers of cigarettes.

SB 49 (Althoff)

IDOT — ROAD SALT GRANTS

Status: Executive Committee

Creates the Local Government Road
Salt Purchase Reimbursement Fund.
Provides that moneys in the Fund shall
be used by the Dept. of Transportation to
make grants to counties, municipalities,
townships, and road districts in the
northeastern lllinois region that entered
into contracts for the purchase of road
salt for the 2008-2009 winter season at a
rate that exceeds the regional average.

SB 50 (Althoff)

IDOT — ROAD SALT APPROPRIATION
Status: Executive Committee
Appropriates $14,500,000 from the Local
Government Road Salt Purchase
Reimbursement Fund to the Dept. of
Transportation for the purpose of provid-
ing grants to counties, municipalities,
townships, and road districts for road salt
reimbursement.

SB 57 (Murphy)

PROPERTY TAX — ALT EXEMPTION
Status: Revenue Committee

Provides that a county may subject itself
to the alternative general homestead
exemption by adopting an ordinance
within 6 months after the effective date
of the amendatory Act. The base year for
a county that adopts an ordinance within
6 months after the effective date of the
amendatory Act is tax year 2008.

New commission looks to clean up

The lllinois Reform Commission (IRC), headed
by former Assistant U.S. Attorney Patrick Collins, .

On February 11, 2009, the IRC delivered a letter to Gov. Quinn asking the
Governor to immediately issue an executive order to all state agencies,
boards and commissions under his control, directing those public bodies to
fully comply with all provisions of the lllinois Freedom of Information Act and
the Open Meetings Act, and to maximize transparency in their operations. the
letter also urges the Governor to support vigorous enforcement efforts, includ-
ing legal proceedings to compel compliance when necessary.

According to the Reform Commission website, ReformlllinoisNow.org,
the public is encouarged to attend commission meetings and provide input.
On April 26 the commission will submit a finished report outlining its findings

and recommendations to the people of lllinois and to the Governor.

JANUARY 22, 2009

The regular monthly meeting of the Ogle County Regional Planning Commission was held on
Thursday, January 22, 2009 in the County Board Room, Third Floor, Ogle County Courthouse,
Oregon, IL.

The Order of Business is as follows:
1. ROLL CALL AND DECLARATION OF A QUORUM.

Chairman Funk called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. Roll call indicated six members of the
Regional Planning Commission were present: Chairman Lloyd Funk, Paul White, Randy Ocken,
Don Conn, David Poole and Wayne Reising. Ron Colson was absent.

2. READING AND APPROVAL OF REPORT OF NOVEMBER 20, 2008 AS MINUTES.

Chairman Funk asked for any changes or corrections to the report of the November 20, 2008
meeting of the Ogle County Regional Planning Commission. Hearing none, Chairman Funk
declared the minutes approved as read.

3. UNFINISHED BUSINESS (CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE ACTION)
There was no unfinished business for consideration.
4. NEW BUSINESS

A DECISIONS (CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE ACTION)

#9-08 SPECIAL USE -- David & Paijit Ancona, 12488 E. Utility Rd., Davis
Junction, IL for a Special Use Permit to allow a Small Rural Business (dumpster
storage & rental/general hauling of non-hazardous materials including furniture,
appliances, construction debris, etc.) in the AG-1 Agricultural District on property
described as follows and owned the petitioners:

Part of the SE1/4 of the SW1/4 Section 15 Scott Township 42N, R1E of
the 3rd P.M., Ogle County, IL, 5.0 acres, more or less

Property Identification Number: 11-15-300-003

Common Location: 12488 E. Utility Rd.

Mr. Reibel read the Staff Report. The Staff Report indicates that the existing land use is
residential; all surrounding land is in agricultural use and zoned AG-1; the site is located within
the 1.5 mile planning radius of the Village of Davis Junction and is designated as a “Secondary
Growth Area” by the Village Comprehensive Plan; the Ogle County Amendatory Comprehensive
Plan designates the site and surrounding area for continued agricultural use; the road providing
access to the site is gravel-surfaced and under the jurisdiction of Scott Township; the soil type
present on the site is 622B - Wyanette silt loam, 2-5% slopes, which is classified as “Prime
Farmland”; the LESA score of indicates a low rating for protection (LE = 84.0; SA = 103).

The Staff Report recommends that following conditions:
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1. All proposals and representations made by the applicant and/or their representative shall
be conditions of the Special Use Permit, including, but not necessarily limited to, the
installation of screening (6' high fence) as depicted and described on the Concept Plan
submitted as part of the petition for Special Use Permit. Said fence/screening shall be
installed within ninety (90) days of the approval of this Special Use Permit.

2. There shall be no outside storage and/or accumulation of junk (as defined by the Ogle
County Amendatory Zoning Ordinance), waste, inoperable and/or unlicenced motor
vehicles, etc. on the site.

3. There shall be no storage on the site of dumpsters containing waste materials in excess
of twenty-four (24) hours, provided any dumpster containing waste is completely covered
or enclosed.

4, All dumpsters shall be stored within the area enclosed by fence/buildings and out of view

from the public road at all times.

A letter from the County Highway Department indicates they have no comments regarding this
request. IDNR found no record of State-listed threatened or endangered species in the vicinity
of the project location.

Mr. & Mrs. Ancona were present. Mr. Ancona stated he has been in the dumpster business for
seventeen years. He now understands that a special use permit is required for him to continue
running his business. He explained that there are several businesses operating in the area
including the Orchard Hills Landfill and Gensler Gardens which have dumpsters on the site. He
explained that his dumpsters are currently stored on a concrete slab. He stated that during the
summer months most of the dumpsters are being used and are off the site but winter is slower
so more are being stored during that time. He explained how he will be enclosing the area
where the dumpsters are being stored with a 6' high wood fence. He stated that he currently
serves customers in both Winnebago and Ogle County and purchases his diesel at the gas
station located at Route 72 and Route 251. He feels that he pays taxes and puts money back
into Ogle County.

Mr. Poole clarified that Mr. Ancona has had the dumpsters for a number of years, which Mr.
Ancona confirmed.

Mr. Funk asked for clarification on what will be done with the dumpsters. Mr. Ancona
responded that he will pickup the full dumpsters take the contents to the Orchard Hills Landfill
and bring them back to his property and that his truck will be the only one coming in and out of
the site.

Mr. Funk questioned what will be done with other larger trash items such as furniture. Mr.
Ancona clarified that he takes in no chemicals and that larger items will be disposed of at the
landfill within two days.

Mr. Conn asked Mr. Reibel if a time limit could be put on the special use to better monitor the
impact of the business on the residential growth in the area. He suggested a renewal every five
years. Mr. Reibel stated that a time limit can be place on the Special Use Permit. Mr. White
responded that he doesn’t want to see Mr. Ancona pay more fees by renewing the permit every
five years. Mr. Reibel stated that he could talk to the State’s Attorney and see if the County
Board could delegate authority to the Planning & Zoning Committee to review the permit and
decide if it could be renewed or if a public hearing would need to be held. The members
agreed.

Mr. Reising expressed concern that construction debris, appliances and etc. could be on the
site. He stated that he feels this is open ended and questioned if Mr. Ancona anticipated more
than what was listed in the application. Mr. Ancona explained that the material he normally
hauls comes from a customer moving and the materials that remain. Mr. Conn stated that the
materials stay in the container while on the site and is never dumped there. Mr. Reising
expressed concern that he has seen hogs thrown in a dumpster and that is something that
neighbors wouldn’t want on the site even overnight. Discussion ensued.
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Mr. Ocken suggested that the time limit be set at ten years instead of five.
It was clarified that Davis Junction designates the property as a “secondary growth area”.

Mr. Reibel stated that he would recommend the renewal period set for every five years. He
explained that Davis Junction is growing fast and it is easier to keep track of a case every five
years as opposed to every ten.

Bob DeArvil, member of the Ogle County Board was present. He expressed concern of
appliances being hauled to the property and leaking chemicals such as freon. Mr. Ancona
responded that he generally doesn’t pick up large appliances of that type but if he does he has
the equipment to remove and dispose of freon.

Mr. Conn made a motion to approve the #9-08 Special Use Permit for David & Paijit Ancona
with the stipulation that it be reviewed every five years in a way that Mr. Reibel works out with
the States Attorney and subject to the conditions as recommended in the Staff Report; Mr. Funk
asked what would happen if the property is annexed into the Village of Davis Junction. Mr.
Reibel responded that it would no longer be under the County’s jurisdiction; Mr. White seconded
the motion to recommend approval. Mr. Funk called for a roll call, the vote being as follows:

Mr. Conn - yes; Mr. Poole - yes; Mr. Ocken - yes; Mr. White - yes; Mr. Reising -yes; Mr. Funk -
no. The motion carried by a vote of 5 in favor, 1 opposed.

Council approves an incentive package for existing retail improvemenis

ROCHELLE, IL...The Rochelle City Council voted to approve the Reinvest in
Rochelle Retail Initiative proposed by the Rochelle Regional Retail Alliance. The
Initiative will provide financial incentives to qualifying businesses that are approved
through an application process.

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Introduction

The Ogle County Highway Department is responsible for the construction and maintenance
of all the bridges and roads in the Ogle County Highway System. In addition to constructing and
maintaining the 271 miles of roads and 59 bridges on the County Highway System, the department
assists the 24 townships of Ogle County in the construction and maintenance of their 969 miles of
highways and 194 bridges. Maintaining this extensive highway system in a manner capable of
serving the motorists of Ogle County is an expensive task. It is the responsibility of this
department to provide the required services to the public within the limits established by our
funding mechanisms and law.

The purpose of this annual report is not only to discuss last year’s and next year’s
construction projects, but to also familiarize you with the varied aspects of the Ogle County
Highway Department. This report will give you some insight into the volume of work supervised
by this Department and on how successful this Department has been in acquiring funds from
outside sources to assist in the construction of highway improvements in Ogle County.

Every year, the Ogle County Board passes a budget for the Highway Department that
reflects funding from two sources, local real estate taxes and motor fuel tax. While these two
sources provide the majority of funding for the Ogle County Highway Department, this
Department supervises projects funded from several other sources as well. Some of these other
sources are township funds, Federal Highway Administration funds (FHWA), competitive grants,
developer concessions, or state special funds.

The method of funding a County Highway Department with local property taxes is spelled
out at length in the Illinois Compiled Statutes. There are three separate levies, County Highway
Tax, County Aid to Bridge Tax, and Matching Tax. Each tax has specific uses as defined in the
statutes and each one has a maximum rate that can be extended. The maximum rate for the County
Highway fund is $0.10 per $100 assessed valuation while the Bridge tax and Matching tax are both
$0.05 per $100 assessed valuation each. A portion of the $0.19 per gallon motor fuel tax received
by the State of Illinois is statutorily distributed to Counties based upon the number of registered
vehicles in that County. Since 2003 the local property tax levied by this Department has been
$15.19 million and the motor fuel tax received from the State has been $6.729 million for a sum
average of $3.653 million per year.

Another established source of funding County highways are the FHWA Surface
Transportation Rural (STR) funds and Bridge Replacement and Rehabilitation Program (BRRP)
funds. Since 2003 Ogle County has contracted $3.212 million of STR funds for roadway
improvements. Another $1.130 million is to be contracted for 2009. Since 2003 more than
$385,000 from BRRP has been contracted for bridge replacements.

Statutorily, County Highway Departments must oversee the expenditure of state funds
utilized by Townships. This means that the Ogle County Highway Department oversees the
design, construction, and accounting of Township projects funded by Township Motor Fuel Tax
and Illinois” Township Bridge Program (TBP). Since 2003, more than $1.164 million of TBP
projects and $10.326 million of Township maintenance and construction projects.






Finally, another group of revenue sources available to fund highway improvements in Ogle
County is what | will refer to as Outside Sources. This group includes special state or federal
allocations to specific projects, funds from private sources, be it railroads or developers, and
competitive grant programs that could include Truck Access programs and Economic
Development programs. Receiving funding from these Outside Sources takes a considerable
amount of time and effort, but it can be well worth the effort.

This Department was successful in attaining $333,000 of Truck Access Route Program
funds for improvements to Daysville Road, Titus Road, Grange Road, and Steward Road. Since
2003 this Department has been successful in attaining over $5.6 million from the Illinois
Commerce Commission for grade separation improvements on Burlington Road, Thorpe Road,
and Steward Road. An additional $5.49 million came from other outside sources to fund these
grade separations.

This office was also successful in convincing the Illinois Department of Transportation
(IDOT) to invest $3.2 million toward improvements to the Flagg Road / IL 251 intersection. A
considerable portion of this allocation will be spent on improvements to Flagg Road. These IDOT
funded improvements coincide with another $405,000 of improvements to Flagg Road funded by
the Rochelle Township High School. In 2007 IDOT and the Department of Economic
Development agreed to contribute nearly $1 million towards the improvement of Daysville Road
and IL 64.

This office will oversee the design of improvements to Brush Grove and Gurler Roads.
This year Senator Obama’s office set aside $100,000 for the design of highway improvements to
these roads this year. In the past few years DP Partners contributed $226,000 to improvements on
Steward Road and the Union Pacific Railroad contributed $486,000 towards improvements to
Gurler Road.

Funding assistance from Outside Sources has been utilized on 11 highway improvement
projects overseen by this office since 2003. Infrastructure contributions from this category have
totaled an amazing $16.57 million during this timeframe. This is more than the County Highway
Department property taxes and County Motor Fuel Tax allocations combined for the same period!
As said before, while securing funding from these outside sources can take a lot of time and effort,
it is well worth it. With property tax growth flat and motor fuel tax allocations down 8.5% just last
year, these Outside Sources of project funding will play a more and more important role in funding
Ogle County’s infrastructure needs in the future.





2008 Construction Projects

Following is a summary of highlights from this year’s construction projects, both County
and Township, overseen by your Ogle County Highway Department.

Section 06-00247-00-CG, River Road Curb and Gutter

This project was the reconstruction of a segment of River Road, through the Rock River
Terrace, in Rockvale Township. This piece of River Road was extremely narrow, had been
patched many times and suffered from inadequate roadway drainage. To fix these problems, the
new roadway would have curb and gutter, paved shoulders, and the roadway travel lanes would be
widened.

The project started with the removal of the existing concrete gutter and installation of new
storm sewer and curb drain inlets. Of course Verizon, NiCor, and Com Ed had to relocate their
facilities to make room for the wider travel lanes and shoulders. Once the underground utility work
was completed, new concrete curb and gutter was installed, the pavement and shoulders were





widened, and the shoulders and pavement were then paved. Final grading was completed behind
the new curb and gutter and all disturbed areas were seeded. The project was completed on
August 27, 2008.

The price tag for this project was $555,495. It was funded by a combination of Motor Fuel
Tax Funds (40%), local Federal Aid Matching Funds (30%), and County Bridge Funds (30%).
Willett, Hofmann and Associates performed the preliminary engineering and stakeout. Ogle
County personnel performed the construction engineering. Terry Remhof was the Resident
Technician for Ogle County on this project.

Section 07-00248-00-BR, Freeport & Lanark Road Culvert Improvements

This project included a box culvert extension, a culvert replacement and slope improvements
at 2 locations. One location was on Freeport Road, North of Town Line Road. The other location
was on Lanark Road, just East of Freeport Road. Over the past few years, this Department has
completed several of these type improvements along Freeport Road. Steep roadway slopes
constantly erode, may require guardrail which causes snow drifts, and are locations of potential
motorist rollovers.






The Freeport Road location required the extension of a concrete box culvert on one side of the
road only. The Lanark Road location involved removing a box culvert that had been extended two
times already over the past 90 years. County forces hauled fill material in to widen the shoulders
and fill the slopes. These locations now have wider shoulders and less steep roadway slopes. This
will increase motorist safety and reduce the potential for rollovers.

Nathan Schwartz, PE performed the preliminary engineering, Kevin Smetters performed the
construction engineering, and Schlichting & Sons was the contractor for this $75,763 project. The
project was funded with local County Aid to Bridge funds.

07-00250-00-BR Lowden Road Culvert Improvements

This project included box culvert extensions and slope improvements at 3 locations and one
concrete box culvert replacement on Lowden Road, between Daysville Road and Flagg Road.
Steep roadway slopes constantly erode, may require guardrail which causes snow drifts, and are
locations of potential motorist rollovers.

One location included extending a culvert on both sides of the road to flatten the steep slopes
behind the guardrail. Due to right-of-way acquisition limitations, guardrail will still have to be
installed on one side of the road at this location. The other three locations required culverts be
extended or a new, longer culvert be installed to extend the roadway slopes. County forces hauled
fill material in to widen the shoulders and fill the slopes. These locations now have wider
shoulders and less steep roadway slopes. This will increase motorist safety and reduce the potential
for rollovers.





Nathan Schwartz, PE performed the preliminary engineering, Kevin Smetters performed the
construction engineering, and Northwest Illinois Construction was the contractor for this $260,553
project. The project was funded with local County Aid to Bridge funds.

07-00249-00-BR Lowden Road Bridge replacement

This project was the replacement of a small bridge on Lowden Road, just South of the
Sinnissippi Tree Farm. The original structure had been constructed about 1917. It was too narrow,
structurally inadequate and needed costly repairs. This old bridge was replaced with a new double
barrel concrete box culvert. Installation of guardrail was required on this project.

Moring Construction was the contractor for this $160,900 project. The project was funded
with local County Aid to Bridge Funds (100%). Wendler Engineering Services completed
surveying and preliminary engineering. Kevin Smetters was the Engineering Technician on this
project for Ogle County.

07-00246-00-GR, Guardrail Improvements, Meridian & Montague Roads
This project consisted of guardrail improvements at several locations along Meridian Road
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and Montague Road. Guardrail is installed to protect motorists from hazards within close
proximity to the roadway surface. These hazards could be steep slopes, immovable objects, or drop
offs. The design of today’s guardrail is the result of many years of safety study and crash testing.
Sometimes guardrail installed many years ago has even been found to fail today’s crash testing. An
example of this is the older “Texas Turn-down” guardrail installed years ago. (see below, left). It
has been found to contribute to roll over accidents. These segments of guardrail are then replaced
with new crash test approved guardrail as funds are available.

Ogle County forces staked out the locations for the new guardrail and then removed the
existing guardrail. Upon removal of the existing guardrail, fill was placed to allow for wider
shoulders and provide support for the new guardrail posts. The new slopes were then fine graded
and stabilized.

Lovewell Fencing was the guardrail contractor on this $51,458 project. All other work was
performed by Ogle County personnel. This project was funded with local County Aid to Bridge
funds.





07-00210-01-WR, Flagg Road & IL 251 Intersection Improvements

This project consists of improvement of the Flagg Road / IL Rt. 251 intersection by adding
left and right turn lanes, installing storm sewer, curb & gutter and sidewalks, and making grade
adjustments to IL 251. In addition, Flagg Road, from the IL 251 intersection to the Rochelle High
School will be improved to a 4 lane cross section.

Ogle County and the City of Rochelle have been hounding IDOT to make the listed IL 251
intersection improvements for 5 years. In the Fall of 2007 IDOT informed Ogle County that IDOT
would fund the project in 2008 if Ogle County would administer the project. This project
agreement will allow the intersection and Flagg Road be improved at the same time. This project
will finally complete the Flagg Road improvements from the Rochelle Township High School to
IL Rt. 251.

Ogle County oversaw the acquisition of all right-of-way and easements for the project. After
all the right-of-way was acquired, the old Culligan building was razed to make room for the new
turn lanes. Rockford Blacktop and their subcontractor began the project this Fall by installing
storm sewer, waterlines, and sanitary sewer. Seventy-five percent of the underground utility work
was completed before the project entered its” Winter shutdown.

This coming Spring, the balance of the utility work will be completed before the contractor
narrows the intersection to two lanes and begins widening the pavement and installing the curb and
gutter. To allow construction of the required improvements and still maintain two lanes of traffic,
the work will be done in 7 different phases. Newspaper, email, radio, and message boards will be
utilized to keep the public informed of the changing traffic patterns during this project. The project
is to be completed by November 1, 2009.

IDOT has allocated $3.2 million dollars towards the cost of their intersection improvements to
cover the cost of right-of-way, construction, engineering, and all of Ogle County’s administration.
Ogle County will fund the Flagg Road improvements from IDOT’s intersection to the Rochelle
High School.

This project was surveyed and designed by Willett, Hofmann and Associates. Rockford
Blacktop Construction is the contractor on this $3.718 million project and Nathan Schwartz, PE is
the Resident Engineer for Ogle County on this project.
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Section 06-00239-00-RS, Ridge Road Overlay and Shoulder Improvements

This project was the asphalt paving of Ridge Road between IL Rt. 64 and Pines Road. Every
12 — 18 years, hot-mix asphalt roads are overlaid with a new wearing surface. This helps to restore
the road to its original condition by filling wheel ruts, sealing off cracks, and restoring tire friction
to the pavement surface. Another improvement made with this project was the paving of a 3’ wide
safety shoulder. A safety shoulder eliminates the drop-offs at the edge of the traffic lane, a
constant maintenance problem on highly traveled roads with aggregate shoulders.

The project started on August 18, 2008 when the contractor began concrete gutter replacement
work immediately South of IL 64. The use of FHWA funding requires concrete gutter at the edge
of a travel lane be relocated to the edge of the shoulder. Ogle County forces then excavated a 3’
feet wide trench, 2” deep, in the shoulder adjacent to the road. A few hours later, Northwest
Illinois Construction then paved the shoulder trench with hot-mix asphalt. Coordination between
the contractor and County forces was essential on this operation.

Ogle County was responsible for several operations before, during, and after the contractor’s
work on this project. In addition to preparing the aggregate shoulder trench before the contractor
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paved the safety shoulder, after the safety shoulder was paved, Ogle County was responsible for
grading entrances and sideroads to match the soon-to-be placed new pavement. Then after the
contractor paved the 3.2 miles of road, Ogle County placed the aggregate shoulders on the outside
of the 3’ safety shoulder.

The contracted portion of this project was $561,290 and was funded with Federal Surface
Transportation Rural funds (80%) and local Federal Aid Matching funds (20%). Northwest Illinois
Construction Company was the prime contractor on this project. Ogle County performed the
preliminary and construction engineering for this project. Nathan Schwartz, PE was the Resident
Engineer on this project for Ogle County.

06-00244-00-RS, Flagg Road Overlay

This is another of the asphalt overlay projects that occur on each bituminous asphalt highway
every 12-18 years. This project consisted of placing a 1 ¥2” lift of bituminous asphalt over the
existing asphalt surface of Flagg Road, from the Lee County line to Lowden Road.

Northwest Illinois Construction was the contractor on this $205,454 project. The project was
funded by Federal Surface Transportation Rural funds (80%) and Local Federal Aid Matching
funds (20%). Ogle County performed the preliminary and construction engineering for this project.
Nathan Schwartz, PE was the Resident Engineer on this project for Ogle County.

04-00223-00-RS, Mulford Road Microsurfacing

Mulford Road, from Lindenwood Road to the Winnebago County line is a segment of
highway that we have applied newer pavement preservation techniques to over the past several
years. The applications of pavement preservation techniques are utilized to minimize the need for
major reconstruction of asphalt pavements. The pavement preservation technique utilized this year
on Mulford Road was microsurfacing.
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Microsurfacing is effectively the same operation as the older “slurry seal” with a bit more
science. Microsurfacing is the application of a thin layer of bituminous-crushed aggregate-cement
mixture to the roadway surface. This 3/8” thick layer helps seal the pavement cracks, adds color to
the surface, prevents further oxidation of the existing bituminous surface, and restores skid
resistance. Once the bituminous mixture is applied, one lane at a time, traffic can be reintroduced
to that lane within 4 hours.

Permanent striping can then be applied to the new bituminous surface upon completion of the
bituminous operation. Should this segment of microsurfacing perform as expected, Ogle County
will perform more of this type pavement preservation upon selected asphalt roadways in the future.

Micro-Surfacing Inc., Peoria, IL was the contractor on this $183,568 project. It was funded
with Federal Surface Transportation Rural (80%) and Local Federal Aid Matching Funds (20%).
Northwest Illinois Construction Company was the prime contractor on this project. Ogle County
performed the preliminary and construction engineering for this project. Nathan Schwartz, PE was
the Resident Engineer on this project for Ogle County.

Township Bridge Projects

This year only one township bridge was replaced under the supervision of the Ogle County
Highway Department. Due to construction cost increases and stagnant Township Bridge Program
funding levels, this program will only be able to fund the replacement of one Township bridge per
year without State funding level increases. To replace Ogle County’s Township bridges before
they reach “Centennial” status, State funding levels must at least double in today’s dollars. To
keep these structures on a replacement cycle of 50 years, the funding levels would need to double
again.

07-14132-00-BR Adeline Road Bridge replacement

This Township bridge project was the replacement of a reinforced concrete girder bridge
constructed in 1924 on Adeline Road, just North of Coffman Road. The bridge was narrow and the
concrete girders had suffered collision damage several times over the years. Of course the weight
carrying capacity of the structure was designed for 1924 loads, not today’s much heavier loads.
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The existing bridge was replaced by a new wider, stronger, precast, prestressed deck beam
bridge. With the expected minimal traffic increases on this road, this structure will be capable of
safely handling the loads imposed on it for many decades to come.

Moring Construction was the contractor on this $253,407 project. It was funded by a
combination of Township Bridge Program funds (80%), County Aid to Bridge funds (10%), and
Maryland Township (10%). Wendler Engineering Services performed the preliminary
engineering. Ogle County personnel performed the construction engineering and the stakeout.
Terry Remhof was the Resident Technician for Ogle County on this project

Rockvale Township Bituminous Asphalt Overlays

This year Rockvale Township placed a bituminous asphalt overlay on several roads. They
included several streets in the Rock River Terrace, Silver Creek Road and Half Mile Road. The
streets in the Rock River Terrace were grouped together with the County’s River Road project to
attain better bid prices.
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These bituminous overlays consisted of overlaying the old, cracked, oxidized, hot-mix with
1 %" of new bituminous hot-mix asphalt. Placement of shoulder stone to support the edges of the
new asphalt was completed once paving was performed.

Schlichting and Sons contracted for the overlays on the selected Rock River Terrace streets
for a cost of $155,000. UC Paving performed the asphalt overlay work on Silver Creek and Half
Mile Road for a cost of $282,000. These projects were funded locally by Rockvale Township.
Terry Remhof was the Resident Technician on these projects.

08-06130-00-RS, Flagg Township Overlay

This year Flagg Township placed a bituminous asphalt overlay on several roads. Grange
Road, from IL 38 to Titus Road, and the roads in the Deer Creek subdivision received 1 ¥ lifts of
asphalt.

This $167,652 project was completed in a week by Rockford Blacktop Construction and was
funded 100% by Flagg Township. Terry Remhof was the Resident Technician on this project.
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County General Maintenance Sections

As every year, these projects provide for the continued maintenance of our County highways.
In 2008, 12 miles of roads were re-sealcoated to rejuvenate their bituminous wearing surface.
Sealcoat roads are typically re-sealed every 6 years depending upon traffic and wear. Should roads
deteriorate too far before re-paving or re-sealing, costly reconstruction may be necessary.

The cost of the 2008 County seal coat program was $98,000 and was funded with County
Motor Fuel Tax funds (50%) and County Federal Aid Matching funds (50%). David Boehle and
CIliff Jones supervised the construction of these maintenance projects.
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2009 Construction Projects

Section 05-00233-00-BR Steward Road Overpass

Last year we anticipated this project to begin in 2008. After a lengthy Economic Development
Agency grant review and award process, it was agreed by all parties to wait until February 2009
before taking bids.

This multi-year project consists of several pieces. Part A, the major portion of this project, is
the construction of a 30° high, 220’ long, bridge carrying Steward Road over the BNSF railroad
and the Rochelle railroad. Part B, is the improvement of the Steward Road / Ritchie Road
intersection. Part C, is the improvement of Steward Road to a three lane cross section between the
overpass and Ritchie Road. Finally, Part D is the extension of Caron Road under the new overpass
to a new intersection with Steward Road.

Many trucks utilize Steward Road to reach the IRE Ethanol Plant, Bay Valley Foods, and
other area businesses. Before Steward Road can be closed to traffic to construct the overpass, the
Caron Road extension (Part D) will be completed to allow truck traffic a route around the overpass
construction. ProLogis Corporation, a property developer along Steward Road has committed to
constructing this extension of Caron Road at their cost. Once Caron Road is extended to its’ new
intersection with Steward Road, construction of the overpass, Ritchie Road intersection, and 3 lane
section of Steward Road will begin and continue into 2010.

These improvements are expected to cost nearly $7.6 million dollars. Sources of funding are
expected to include the ICC, EDA, ProLogis Corporation, DP Partners Corporation, Rochelle
Railroad, BNSF Railroad, City of Rochelle, and Ogle County. It is anticipated that funding source
allocations will consist of $2.98 million by the EDA, $2.96 million by the ICC, $1 million
ProLogis, $281 thousand BNSF, and $281 thousand Rochelle Railroad. Funding for any remaining
portion of the project will be shared equally between Ogle County and Rochelle.

This complicated project was surveyed and designed by Willett, Hofmann and Associates.
Ogle County acquired the right-of-way and Ogle County personnel will complete the construction
engineering.

Section 08-00259-00-BR Milledgeville Road Culvert Replacement

In the mid 1930’s Milledgeville Road, from Carroll County, East, was improved. At that time,
a 12’ wide by 6’ tall concrete box culvert at Wilson Mill Road was constructed. This box culvert
will be replaced this coming year. The original box culvert was extended at some time during the
past 70 years and the construction joint at the extension has now failed. A new precast concrete
box culvert, with a cast-in-place drop box will be built to replace the old structure.

Ogle County personnel will perform the construction engineering on the culvert while
Wendler Engineering Services will perform the preliminary engineering on the project.

Section 08-00258-00-RS Kishwaukee Road Shoulder Improvements

A quarter mile North of IL Rt. 72, on Kishwaukee Road begins a set of reverse curves that
experience a rather high accident rate. Most of these accidents involve property damage where a
motorist collides with the guardrail on one side of the road or the other, or both. In 2009, these
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shoulders will be widened, slopes re-graded, shoulders paved, and guardrail replaced in an attempt
to eliminate a good percentage of these accidents. Outside contractors will replace the guardrail
and pave the shoulders while Ogle County personnel will complete the balance of the work.

Township Bridge Sections

The Township Bridge Program, in conjunction with County Bridge Funds and Township
Local Funds, are used to replace deficient township bridges every year. With the increases in
material and construction costs only 1 bridge per year can be replaced with Township Bridge
Program funds. This year a second township bridge will be repaired with the use of Township
Bridge Program funds. While many township bridges have been replaced since the inception of the
Township Bridge Program there are still many structurally deficient, hydraulically inadequate, or
functionally obsolete Township bridges in need of replacement

The 2009 Township bridge replacement program consists of replacing a bridge on Scott
Road, East of Rothwell Road, Scott Township and then making pier repairs on Edson Road,
Monroe Township. The Edson Road bridge repair project was scheduled for 2008 but bids were
too expensive to allow the repairs to proceed at that time.

The Scott Road structure is an existing precast, prestressed deck beam bridge. Bi-annual
bridge inspections revealed considerable deterioration in the timber piles over the past several
years. Constructed in 1961, this bridge was one of the first generation of precast, prestressed deck
beam bridges and is nearing the end of its’ design life. Upon calculation of life cycle costing, it is
more economical to replace the structure at this time than it is to spend large amounts of money
attempting to repair a 48 year old structure. Wendler Engineering Services is performing the
preliminary engineering and survey while Ogle County personnel will be performing the
construction engineering.

The Edson Road bridge repair project consists of making repairs to the bridge piers and
abutments of this structure over the Kishwaukee River. Transverse joints between the existing
precast prestressed deck beams will be replaced when the associated pier and abutment repairs are
made. The pier caps and abutments are experiencing severe delamination and spalling of concrete.
Once the concrete spalls from the pier cap or abutment, the ability of the bridge substructure to
carry the loads from the bridge beams is compromised. Willett, Hofmann & Associates is
preparing the construction drawings while Ogle County personnel will be performing the
construction engineering.

The Scott Road bridge will be funded 80% by the Township Bridge program, 10% Ogle
County and 10% Scott Township. The Edson Road bridge repairs will be funded by Winnebago
County (70%), Township Bridge Program funds (22%), County Bridge Funds (4%), and Monroe
Township Local Funds (4%) since it is on the County line.

In addition to these bridge replacements, Ogle County personnel will be assisting Townships
with various culvert replacements and bridge repair contracts. Monroe, Eagle Point, Forreston,
Maryland, and Pine Rock Townships each have culverts being replaced this year by County forces.

Other upcoming Township Bridge Program projects include bridges in Lincoln, Maryland and
Byron Townships. Road Commissioners currently have township bridges already programmed for
replacement through 2016.
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General Maintenance Sections

Approximately 20 miles of seal coat roads will be resealed to rejuvenate their asphalt-wearing
surface. Seal coat roads are resealed in this manner every 5-6 years. The estimated cost of this
2009 seal coat program is $175,000.

In addition to seal coat maintenance, hot mix asphalt roads will be rejuvenated this year.
Stillman-Meridian Road, from IL Rt. 72 to Winnebago County, will be overlaid with hot mix
asphalt in 2009. In addition to placing 1 ¥2” of asphalt on the existing pavement surface, we will
take this opportunity to install paved safety shoulders 3 feet wide from Stillman Valley to Hales
Corner Road. These paved shoulders protect the pavement edge from wide loads and minimize the
possibility of a shoulder drop off when aggregate is kicked out by traffic. As funds are available,
we will attempt to install some of these paved shoulders on the more heavily traveled roads. In
addition to Stillman Road, Flagg Road, from Flagg Center to 20™ Street, will have a 1 %” asphalt
overlay placed on it this year. Mud Creek Road, from IL Rt. 2 to Mt. Morris will also receive a 1
%" asphalt overlay this year. These 9.14 miles of asphalt overlays are expected to cost nearly
$1.250M.

Finally, Lowell Park Road, from Oregon Trail Road to Mt. Morris will receive a
microsurfacing pavement preservation application. The bituminous surface of this roadway
segment has prematurely oxidized and this application will arrest that situation.

These maintenance and overlay projects will be paid for with Motor Fuel Tax, Federal Surface
Transportation Rural and Local Matching Funds.

Subdivisions and Development

Over the past several years, overseeing the construction of residential subdivision streets and
drainage improvements has increased tremendously. However, due to the economic downturn, it is
not anticipated that there will be any more than 3 County subdivisions constructed in 2009.
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Long Range Planning

As is the case every year, there are a great number of projects in the Long Range Planning
category. Some of these are familiar, some are not. A number of the projects, which were in this
portion of the Annual Report in the past, have moved into the 2008 Construction Projects or the
2009 Construction Projects sections of this Annual Report. The priority of projects in this
category is very fluid as well.

Long range planning for highway infrastructure is necessary for many reasons. Simple
highway maintenance projects can be done quickly. However, highway improvement projects take
much longer. These projects typically involve the acquisition of right-of-way. To determine if any
new right-of-way is required for a project, some preliminary engineering must be performed. If it
is determined that right-of-way is required, environmental, archeological, and cultural issues arise.
These issues are in addition to actually acquiring the right-of-way by negotiation. To navigate
these hurdles, we normally begin designing and coordinating highway improvement projects 3-5
years before they are constructed.

Another reason for long range planning is financial. There are more necessary improvements
to the Ogle County Highway System than there is tax money to make the improvements. By
performing Long Range Planning, outside sources of funding are more willing to invest in a plan
that is already on paper than a plan that is only in the idea stage. This Long Range Planning
indicates to those outside funding sources a local commitment to making these highway
improvements. Long Range Planning is actually tool that is being used to secure funding for Ogle
County Highway projects from outside funding sources.

There are three areas of interest in the Rochelle area when it comes to planning for future
highway improvements. The first area already has construction underway, the Steward Road
corridor. Future improvements will be based upon development rates and levels of increased
traffic. The planned improvements include a three lane design from Main Street to IL 251 and
major intersection improvements at Main Street and at IL 251.

The second area of interest involved with this Long Range Planning report is the Flagg Road
corridor. While improvements will be completed from IL 251 to the Rochelle Township High
School by the fall of 2009, there are further improvements necessary. Design is underway for
improvements to Flagg Road from Flagg Center to Queens Road. Kings Crossing subdivision will
be making improvements to Flagg Road from the Rochelle Township High School towards Queens
Road which will include upgrades to the intersection at 20" Street.

The third area of interest in the Rochelle area is the Southwest Rochelle Truck Loop. This will
include improving Brush Grove, Gurler, Titus and Thorpe Roads to 80,000# capacity, and
constructing a roadway connection between Thorpe Road and Center Road. Once those
improvements are made, a new interchange with 1-88 near Thorpe Road in Lee County should be
planned.

Not all the Long Range Planning is occurring around Rochelle though. This office is planning
for improvements to Lindenwood Road from IL 251 to the DeKalb County line and improvement
to German Church Road, from IL Rt. 64 to the Byron Nuclear Station.

In addition, improving Montague Road to an 80,000# truck route, from Rock City Road to
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Rockford, is still being planned. Ogle and Winnebago Counties will each have segments of
highway to be improved with this project. A project new to this category in 2005 was the
improvement of Coffman Road and Rock City Road to a hot mix asphalt surface. This year we
added proposed improvements to Penn Corner Road at Harvey Road to the list of projects that
preliminary engineering is being performed on. Finally, with the tremendous results from the Pines
Road/Gale Road intersection re-alignment, design began on the future re-alignment of the Pines
Road/Angus Road intersection.

As you can tell, Ogle County is planning for future infrastructure improvements. In order to
properly prepare for these improvements, this department must anticipate change and act on it
before being overwhelmed by the change. Long range planning is the only way to make this
happen. Remember: Long Range Planning is just that ...Planning for the Long Range.
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Conclusion

In this year”s report we not only supplied descriptions of projects from 2008, 2009 and the
future, we also supplied a summary of our success in obtaining funding from sources other than
County property taxes to fund these projects.

It takes quite an effort to successfully acquire funding from sources other than County
property taxes to fund highway improvements. It takes vision, planning, cooperation, contact
development and confidence in the plan. Once the funding is acquired it also takes a qualified staff
to oversee the construction funded by these sources. If the Department cannot follow thru with the
design and construction once the funding is attained, there will be no further funding for
subsequent projects. Fortunately the Ogle County Highway Department has developed an
experienced, professional staff that can attain the funding, oversee construction of the projects, and
track utilization of the funds in a stellar manner.

So when someone asks “How much work has the Ogle County Highway Department
overseen since 2003?”, the answer would be $21.919 million County, $11.49 Township, $16.574
from Outside Sources and $3.597 million from FHWA, more than $53.58 million in the past 6
years!

The Illinois Department of Agriculture has asked for the County to
execute an Emerald Ash Borer Compliance Agreement. This
agreement is voluntary and says that Ogle County will abide by
designated quarantines. The Committee requested the County
Engineer abide by the IDOA quarantines, but decided not to execute
the agreement with IDOA.

Sheriff also mentioned that the conversion to the new computer system will be done in March.
Therefore all OCSO employees will be going through training for this system. After doing
research on the cost of computers, it was decided to lease enough computers so that everyone
could be trained in the amount of time allotted. Once the training is completed the computers
will be returned to the company, Dynamic Horizons, who can resell them.

4, Coroners Discussion and Comments:

a.

Coroner Finch provided the Death Updates by Category, through February 17,
2009 sheet.

Coroner Finch clarified the grant he received. This was generated from the Death
Certificate System - all Coroners in the State of [llinois were awarded this Grant.
With the money 2 cots and a cover was purchased. This could be an annual grant,
however the amount is unknown.

Coroner Finch reported that he was able to negotiate a better price on the Bio
Hazardous disposal for his office and the Sheriff’s Office. It had previously been
$1,300.00 every quarter - it will now be $800.00 every quarter.

The explanation to the cost of an autopsy was discussed.

5. Sheriff Discussion and Comments:

a.

Purchases:

Sheriff commented that he had budgeted for 2009 - the purchase of 7 new squads,
6 are already here and a few are on the road. Since we purchased these we have 7
old squads being sold. Probation Department is purchasing 3 of the squads ata
cost of $5,500 each. Pike County also is going to purchase a squad for $5,500.00.
Last year the squads were sold for an average price of $2,700.00 each. When
remaining squads will be sold, all the equipment is removed and they are detailed,
prior to being sold. This revenue goes to the general fund.

In September, 2008, one of the K-9's - Chada, was retired, there were no other
deputies interested, therefore the K-9 squad was sold under sealed bid to the
Dixon Police Department for $26,001.00.

Sheriff stated in September, 2008 an OCSO Deputy, as part of ILEAS Mobile
Field Force, assisted at the Republican National Convention, a reimbursement
check in the amount of $3,772.60 was received for this assistance.

In 2008 an application was submitted to FEMA for a million dollar EOC Grant.
LaSalle County was awarded this grant. However, Ogle County has submitted

another application this year. If awarded this Grant the money must be used
towards the EOC.

2.





Sheriff gave a brief explanation about Prairie Shield and the things they provide.
It is an alliance of 7 counties from Northwest Illinois. Money was contributed to
purchase equipment - radio - these funds were match by 911, to purchase the
StarCom radios for every police department in the county and 2 radios for every
fire and ambulance service, to enable everyone to have a common
communications tool. Prairie Shield was approved to work with Boeing on
VSOC systems. This is a very exciting project and has great potential for the
future.

Sheriff also discussed the Resolution 2009-1 approved by the Illinois Sheriffs’
Association for Concealed Carry.

A few weeks ago the microwave system between this location and the Liberty Hill
location went down. Since that time it has gone down repeatedly, and currently
down. It is necessary to send a TC to the Rochelle PD in order to handle some of
the calls. However it does not effect the 911 system.

Various systems have been investigated to eliminate this problem in the future.
With the Judicial Center being the hub of County Government, if a buried

fiber optic connection could be placed from that building to the Liberty Hill tower
it could possibly be the solution. With this in mind they could use wireless to the
Watt Building in Mt. Morris, when the renovation is completed and they are back
in Oregon, there are other uses for this system. It has been discussed with the
LRP committee and they have given their permission to pursue further
information on this. It would be thought of as investment for the future,

6. Building & Grounds Discussion and Comments:

a.

GEO-thermal Update:

Drilling was done to approximately 240 feet. Further information will be
considered to determine how many wells will be needed. They are waiting on the
final report regarding the heat exchange.

Additional Wiring Probation Dept.:

Greg Martin thanked Sheriff Beitel and Deputy Harn for all their cooperation on
the vehicle purchase.

Martin then stated that he was in need of another office space in his Department,
having a storage room that could be changed in to an office, he was requesting the
authority to go ahead with the phone hookup and computer wiring. Sheriff did not
have a problem with this. Martin will handle the cost of this project. It will be of
no cost to the County.





Autumn On Parade:

Ms. Dickson stated that AOP is scheduled for October 3 and 4, 2009. Plans are
starting for this celebration. She was considering partial relocation of crafter’s
booths due to the construction at the Courthouse. The Committee discussed the
many possibilities and asked her to attend the June meeting for a more definite
answer,

Sheriff requested input from the Committee on the various charges that are
incurred by other departments when changes are done to their phone extensions.
The County has a maintenance contract with the phone company which covers
repair work, however the costs for changes, such as moving phones with desks are
not covered. In the future any Department requesting changes, will be
responsible for the charges to cover that change.

Sheriff Beitel mention the stand alone refrigerator at the Correctional Center has
died. The compressor would need to be replaced. Various companies were
contacted, a quote from Hobart Sales & Services was received in the amount of
$4,203.50. A quote from Fox River Foods, In¢ in the amount of $2,869.00, was
approved by the Sheriff.

Coroner Finch commented on the relocation of his office during the renovation,
he stated that the new ventilation system that was installed in the autopsy room is
doing a great job, but the morgue office location is not a suitable space for day to
day operations due to the lingering odors. The move to the Watt Building would
make it more convenient for the public. Sheriff felt this was the right way to go,
since the public has become used to these offices being in one location, It was the
agreement of the Committee that if there were no extra charges and ample room at
the Watt Building, the Coroners office should be moved also.

Reibel answered yes. There have been administrative warning notices issued by the
Solid Waste department, and a violation file from the Zoning office in 1997 for storage of
inoperable vehicles and junk.

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Macoupin County Board Chairman Andrew Manar has been named the new Chief of Staff
under Senate President John Cullerton. He previously served as Director of Policy and
Budget for the Senate Democrats. Manar, 33, graduated from Southern lllinois University at
Edwardsville with a major in History. His experience includes working for the late state
Senator Vince Demuzio and managing Senator Deanna Demuzio’s campaign.

Lee County has created a new safety committee in order to prevent accidents at county
worksites and avoid lawsuits resulting from such accidents. The county's insurance
provider works through CIRMA, a risk management program owned and managed by
lllinois counties. Training is the main goal of the program and, “most of the time that's all
that is required to prevent accidents from happening,” according to Lee County Board
member John Ferrone. The committee’s duties include revision of a “boilerplate” safety
manual supplied by CIRMA.

In a narrow 11-10 vote, the Shelby County Board approved the proposal for a $130,000
electronic control panel system for the county jail. It will operate cell doors and record all
radio transmissions and phone conversations. The law enforcement committee approved
the spending before the official approval of the county board, however the county board
affirmed the decision made by the committee.

The Peoria County Board approved placing a referendum on April ballot asking voters to
raise the county’s sales tax rate by 1/4 of 1% to help fund public facilities. If approved by
the electorate, the sales tax increase would be the equivalent of twenty-five cents for every
$100 purchased. The referendum includes a sunset clause setting the tax increase to
expire twenty (20) years from its effective date of January 1, 2010. Money collected from
the increase would be used to help fund construction of the Peoria Riverfront Museum.

The Menard County Emergency Medical Services is seeking to enhance their current 911
calling system to aid police, paramedics, firefighters, and other emergency responders.
The original E-911 program was implemented about a year ago but the new administrator
of the County Emergency Medical Services looks to enhance the system with additional
data including mapping the location of fire hydrants along with automatic external defibrilla-
tors. The five-year project began in 2002 with an approval from Menard County voters to
implement a $3.25 surcharge on their landline phone bill.

The Macon County Board Finance Committee is proposing a resolution to earmark a
$57,093 health insurance surplus for a hospitalization reserve, moving them closer to a
county run health insurance program. An auditor for the county stated that with the 600
county employees it puts Macon on the borderline between large and small organizations
to make self-insurance cost-effective. The surplus came from charging county departments
the projected average for health insurance costs during the previous fiscal year.

A lawsuit filed by P&S Grain LLC and V.W. Bowman Oil Co. against the Williamson County
Board was tossed out by Judge John Speroni. The lawsuit aimed to stop the collection of a
1 percent sales tax for school construction approved by voters last February. In his ruling,
Speroni said the plaintiffs did not have standing as taxpayers to bring the lawsuit before the
court. Neither plaintiff is a voter in the county. The plaintiffs can appeal the ruling.

The ACH Food Company will be closing their plants in Jacksonville and Champaign in the
coming months resulting in the loss of 450 central lllinois jobs. The ACH plant was opened
in 1952 under the name Mrs. Tucker Shortening. According to a company statement,
employees will be given at least 60 days notice before being let go. The ACH plant is one
of Morgan County's largest employers.

In order to diversify their economic base, Macoupin County is considering installing wind
turbines. The northwestern section of the county is a potential spot for the project recom-
mended by a Western lllinois University study. The county installed a 165 foot meteor-
ological tower over 12-16 months measuring wind velocity and the data showed a viable
location near Modesto, lllinois. The wind turbine project will diversify the county’s economic
base which is mainly focused on coal, ethanol, and tourism.

Kankakee County Board member Ann Bernard has introduced a plan to curb the number of
feral cats in the county. The management program aims to establish feral cat colonies in
unincorporated areas of the county that would be supervised by a caretaker. Each colony
would be sponsored by an animal shelter or humane society. Critics argue that managing
cats is not that simple and it could add a burden to the county as colony cats would have
to be spayed or neutered and micro-chipped by a licensed veterinarian. There is no funding
provided in the ordinance. The proposal is before the Community Service Committee.

The old Effingham County Courthouse could be turned into a museum. The county has
applied for an lllinois Transportation Enhancement Grant that would secure a large percent-
age of the funds needed for converting the courthouse into a museum. An additional 20
percent would have to come from local sources. County officials would like to see plans for
the courthouse finalized by July. Some favor tearing down the 137-year-old building and
making a parking lot. The county board will ultimately make the final decision.

The Crawford County board approved a new contract for animal control with the Crawford
County Humane Society. Under the three-year contract, the Society will receive $33,000
this year, up from $25,750 per year, with a five percent increase for each of the next two
years. The contract hit a snag when a disagreement arose over whether the society was
required to pick up strays in the unincorporated areas of the county only versus in addition
to incorporated areas of municipalities. Local municipalities balked at paying additional fees
for animal pick up. The society agreed to pick up animals in all areas of the county.

Following the settlement of a lawsuit filed against the county on behalf of 11 residents of
the Shelter Care Home, Madison County officials closed the facility February 6 and have
set aside transition funding in the amount of $550,000 each year for 15 years to assist the
residents for any services they require that are not paid by state and federal sources. The
money is earmarked to support the new Chestnut Health assisted living center proposed
for Collinsville. The county also committed to continuing its support for the Madison County
Mental Health Board and the Community Development Department, both of which work in
support of the county’ mentally ill and developmentally disabled citizens. Closing the Shelter
Care Home will save county taxpayers almost a million dollars a year in annual expenses.
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The lllinois Liquor Control Commission has reinstated a gas station's license to sell liquor
after the McHenry County Chairman revoked it. The same gas station employee had been
caught three times from December 2007 to July 2008 selling alcohol to minors. The gas
station was fined $1,000 dollars for the first offense, $1,500 for the second, and the license
was revoked with the third offense. The lllinois Liquor Control Commission has stated the
county did not follow a progressive discipline plan. The Chairman is asking the McHenry
County court to uphold his decision to revoke the license.

The Iroquois County Board has switched to night meetings temporarily in response to
citizens who say that morning meetings discourage election candidates and public partici-
pation. Iroquois County Board Chairman Ron Schroeder announced he is not in favor of
night meetings but is willing to allow them on a trial basis. The county board as a whole will
decide in March whether or not to continue the night meetings.

DeKalb County has rehired its Washington D.C. lobbying firm, after cutting them out of the
2009 budget in order to reduce costs. With the new economic stimulus package looming,
the county decided to hire back the lobbying firm at a rate of $4,000 dollars a month down
from $7,500. Funding for the firm will likely come from the county’s opportunity fund.

Vermilion County board members have approved a new wind ordinance. Since the county
does not have zoning, the ordinance compensates by creating a building-permit format that
oversees companies looking to build in the county. The ordinance sets several rules for
wind farms including the permit process, road care during the construction phase and
buffer zones between the turbines and adjacent properties. At least three companies have
approached Vermilion County about the potential for wind farms.

The DeWitt County Museum is the recipient of a grant for a mural that is to be painted
depicting Abraham Lincoln's journeys in DeWitt County. According to the museum curator,
Karl Smith of Normal and Sally Walsh of Farmer City have been commissioned to create
the painting. The mural will go on display in the spring as part of the 200th anniversary
celebration of Abraham Lincoln's birthday.

A proposal before the Cook County Board would make picking up a prostitute no longer a
criminal offense. “Johns” would instead face fines up to $1,000 along with impounding of
their vehicles and 100 hours of community service. The proposed county public morals
nuisance ordinance has the support of Cook County Sheriff Tom Dart who says current
charges of a $100 fine and 2-hour class do not deter repeat offenders. Police would have a
choice of charging the offender under the new ordinance or current misdemeanor charge.

County commissioners are moving forward on renovations to the historic Morgan County
Courthouse. The commissioners are calling for bids to replace the old asphalt shingle roof
with new slate and copper flashing, remove and replace deteriorated stone banding,
remove and replace portions of the wood exterior trim, and repair of wood dormers, among
other items. It is anticipated the initial work will cost around $1 million.

Boone County board members have put 38 acres of county-owned farmland up for sale.
The money raised from the sale of the farm will help fund a courthouse expansion. The
county plans to purchase 4.8 acres adjacent to the county Health Department in order to
build a 12,000 square-feet addition to the facility. Bond proceeds will be used to fund a
portion of the expansion project which is estimated to cost about $5.2 million.

A voluntary severance plan offered to employees will save Sangamon County more than
$1 million annually. Forty-five employees have opted to take the package. Those workers
will receive one week’s salary for every two years of service with the county, up to 25 years.
Employees also have the option of a one-time insurance payout of $4,000. The county will
refrain from filling the vacated positions for at least six months, after which any new hires
for those positions can be paid no more than 60% of the previous employees’ salaries.

Jefferson County has entered into an agreement with Energy Plus to market around 7,000
acres of coal rights in the county. According to Jefferson County Chairman Ted Buck there
is no up-front costs and if a buyer is brought to the table the board will still have a vote to
determine whether or not to accept the given proposal.

Mercer County Hospital has received approval from the lllinois Facilities Planning Board to
go-ahead with the 10.5 million in renovations they proposed. It will be switched to single-
patient care rooms and expand out-patient services. The project will likely start in late spring
or early summer and is expected to take about 18 months to complete.

The Rural Electric Convenience Cooperative of Auburn has erected a wind turbine south of
Springfield in Farmersville. The co-op has around 5,500 members in Montgomery, Morgan,
Sangamon, Macoupin, and Christian counties. The “gob knob,” as the wind turbine is known,
is erected on the site of the old Freeman United Mine that operated there from 1951 to 1971.
The turbine will supply power for about 300 homes. It was purchased through a series of
federal and state grants along with zero-interest clean energy bonds for 1.8 million dollars.

The Mason County Emergency Telephone System Board has filed a lawsuit against the city
of Havana for not allowing them to construct a communications tower that would provide
greater emergency services in the county. The city states that any structure over 100-feet
is a zoning violation. However, a zoning variance could allow for the tower to be erected.

The Fulton County Board approved two referendums to be placed on the April ballot to help
fund county road repairs. If approved by voters taxes paid for county highways will increase
from 7.65 cents to 20 cents per $100 of equalized assessed valuation. The second referen-
dum would impose a new five-year tax of 8.33 cents which would generate about $750,000
a year to fund maintenance programs such as chip-sealing. The county’s monthly allotment
from the motor fuel tax is down about 28 percent.

Kane County has decided to shift the costs of the KaneComm emergency dispatch services
to the communities it serves. They will charge a membership fee along with a fee that
depends on the number of calls a community generates. The county plans to phase in the
increase to the municipalities over the next three years.

The LaSalle County Board is considering enacting a towing fee for individuals charged with
drunk driving. The fee would be in addition to the towing companies fee and would be
enforced at the impound when a person goes to pick up the car. The towing fee will only be
applied when police are needed at the scene and not imposed on individuals requiring a
standard tow.

This is the findings of fact and the recommendation of the Ogle County Zoning Board of Appeals

#09-08SU. The applicants are requesting a Special Use Permit to permit a Small Rural Business
(dumpster storage & rental / general hauling of non-hazardous materials including furniture, appliances,
construction debris, etc.) in the AG-1 Agricultural District on Parcel Identification No. 11-15-300-003, a
5.0 acre parcel which is part of Section 15, Township 42N, Range 1E of the 3" Principal Meridian and is
located in Scott Township at 12488 E. Utility Road.

After due notice, as required by law, the Zoning Board of Appeals held a public hearing in this case on
January 29, 2009 in the County Board Room, 3™ Floor, Ogle County Courthouse, Oregon, lllinois and
hereby report their findings of fact and their recommendation as follows:

5. This special use permit shall be valid for a period of five (5) years from the data of approval by
the Ogle County Board. The Supervisor of Assessments and Planning & Zoning Committee of
the Ogle County Board shall have the delegated responsibility and authority to either extend or
discontinue the Special Use Permit upon the expiration of said five (5) year period, giving due
consideration to the continued compatibility of the authorized use with the surrounding area and
other applicable factors as determined by the Committee. The Committee shall give notice of its
intent to act on this matter as provided herein to the owner of the land to which the Special Use
Permit applies, to all adjacent land owners, to the Village of Davis Junction, and to Scott
Township.
