Heuer states this 
should be a new paragraph and be #22. Heuer makes the motion to 
send this Resolution back to the State’s Attorney Committee to have 
new language for next month. White seconds and the motion carries 
on a voice vote. Barnes asks if the Chairman is an ex-officio member 
of the committees. Heuer states there is no provision in the Rules of 
Order to be an ex-offico member of committees.

6. On January 6, 2009 a Department employee left on extended medical 
leave for scheduled knee surgery.

Ancona is trying to make things right; plans to enclose the site with a fence and such.

2009 Meeting Resolution


The 2009 Meeting resolution of the Supervisor of Assessments and Planning & Zoning Committee
was presented to the Committee for consideration.  Mr. Diehl made a motion to approve the 2009
meeting resolution; seconded by Mr. Williams.  The motion carried by a voice vote.


Request of Casper Manheim, 1025 S. Harmony Rd., Oregon, IL to discuss building code and
building inspector requirements/qualifications.


Mr. Manheim was present and gave each Committee a handout for referral and review.  Mr.
Manheim stated I have spoken with Mr. Reibel and am here to discuss with you the possibility of
working for the County doing residential electrical inspections.  I currently do the inspections for
seven towns in Ogle County and have received a lot of questions from contractors regarding why the
County has not adopted building codes, especially building codes concerning electrical.  I am an
independent inspector and am licensed with the State of Illinois.   Discussion ensued regarding the
various permit forms given to the Committee for review.   Mr. Manheim stated the concern is
regarding electrical inspections mostly, but if there are other inspections you would like me to do, I
can accommodate.  As far as payment for my services, in most towns I am paid by permit fees.  If I
don’t work, I don’t get paid.  In some towns, I am paid based on a percentage of the permit fee. 
Either way, this would keep the cost to the County down.  Mr. Hopkins thanked Mr. Manheim for his 
time and we will review this information.  Mr. Hopkins stated electrical is the most critical when
building a house.


Mr. Reibel stated the handout that I have given each of you is what is given to all new home builders
informing them of their recourse in the State of Illinois with regard to the use of building codes.  This
became in effect January 1, 2005.
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12. PUBLIC COMMENT


Mr. Messer asked what is the status of the property on IL Route 251 with the mobile homes?  Mr.
Reibel answered there was a status hearing last month and the case has been continued until early
February.


Mr. Hopkins asked what is the status on the trailer on Lightsville Rd.?  Mr. Reibel answered a
violation letter was sent to the owner of the trailer, Mr. Steve Deen, who lives out of town and he has
responded.  Mr. Deen was here last week and tried to move the trailer but it is frozen to the ground. 
He said he will be back to move the trailer as soon as the weather permits.


Mr. Reibel passed out copies of the updated Ogle County Amendatory Zoning Ordinance for each
Committee member and stated this information will also be available on the website.  Discussion
ensued regarding the ability to update the website in-house.


Mr. Reibel stated I have received some calls requesting the existing nuisance ordinance be updated
to include something in regards to mowing/weeds and lighting.  I am wondering how far do you think
the nuisance ordinance should go?  Mr. Messer stated it would be a really tough job determining
where it starts or ends.   Discussion ensued regarding industrial areas versus agricultural areas,
measuring lighting and enforcement.  Mr. Williams stated our concerns should be with the things that
effect public health & safety.  Mr. Reibel stated I will do some research and can draft something for
you to review.
