2) discussed a new program for Nicotine replacement, ABreak the Habit@. Health Department was able to obtain an additional 
$800 from the State for nicotine patches. Program has had a very good response: 52 calls with 20 people taking advantage of the 
patch.  The only requirement is that the participant must call the Quit Line weekly. 
3) a letter was sent to the State regarding the TB program requesting an additional $5,000 to cover expenses referring to the 
expenses involved in the 2 positive TB cases in 2007 and 1 positive case in 2008. 
  
OLD BUSINESS 
1)Kings= update: The Township board has hired Fehr Graham Engineering firm, with Noah Carmichael, to assist them in the 
process of applying for an engineering assessment grant.  The Health department did a salary survey of King=s residents which 
was needed for the application. That has been approved and the community is in the process of preparing the grant application.  
2) Board of Health Vacancies: There are currently 3 vacancies, one must be filled with a dentist. 
 
NEW BUSINESS 
1) Nuisance Ordinance. Currently, Steve Rypkema of Solid Waste, Mike Reibel of Zoning and OCHD=s PHA manage the 
nuisance ordinance.  The ordinance is not clear as to which department is responsible for enforcement.  Zoning, Solid Waste and 
the Health Department all have roles. These departments are currently in the process of re-defining the Ordinance.  Ogle County 
does not have a building code. The health department receives no money for enforcing the code either from the State nor from 
the County. Health board members discussed the nuisance ordinance at length. Many ideas were exchanged and direction for the 
PHA including eliminating the electrical, plumbing and the possibility of a fee structure. 
2) Letter from Dr. Umish Goswami was distributed regarding his patients receiving immunizations from our office. Board felt 
that the letter required no response or action. 
3) Illinois Sewage Code. The State has been drafting a new sewage code over the last 2 years.  In this new code, all homeowners 
that have a private septic system will be required to maintain their systems and prove that they are doing so.  This has not yet 
been finalized. 
4) H1N1 Flu.  Packets were distributed to health board members, the same packets that were given at the Mt. Morris Kiwaniis 
presentation. OCHD had an internal committee which met every morning during the H1N1 alert to review updates and joined a 
daily telephone conference.  Information packets were given to Physician offices and to the School Superintendent.  Linda Poole 
did a great job during this time with the constant phone calls received. There were 3 positive cases in Ogle County, all in 
Rochelle. All are ok.  The Health Dept followed its emergency plan, and it has been an excellent learning experience. 
 
Dan Watson motioned to move to executive session to discuss finances and personnel. Scott Scull second. Roll Call vote:

1. Call to order:  Chairman Rice called the meeting to order at 4:00.  Members present:  Rice, 
Saunders, Nye, Horner, Hopkins, Huntley, Kenney, Stahl.

2. Approval of minutes: Motion to approve the June 10, 2009 meeting minutes by Nye.  2nd by 


Hopkins.  Motion carried. 
 


3. Public comments – None 
 


4. Sheriff & Coroner / Buildings & Grounds / IT Committee Report – Committee Chairman Horner 
motioned to approve IT bills in the amount of $3,605.  2nd by Huntley.  This represents an IT bill 
missed in the morning committee meeting to Dynamic Horizons for network support.  Motion 
carried.  Horner then reported that they will be investigating bringing in rock in to Weld Park to 
keep the drive way from washing out in the rain.  We will also be fixing the Focus House female 
housing roof in Rochelle for about $2575, approved to be paid out of long range funds.  We also 
approved fixing the jail roof leak for $3850, approved to be paid out of long range.  


 
5. Road & Bridge Committee Report – Committee Chairman Huntley noted there will be a 


resolution brought to the Board for Woosung road bridge preliminary engineering contract for 
$21,500.  He also reported that rains in last week have cost the Highway Department $150,000. 
Not all work is completed yet and no federal assistance is planned at this time. 


   
6. Personnel Salary & County Clerk Committee Report – Committee Chairman Kenney noted the 


committee reviewed Becky Huntley’s 2010 budget, thanked Marcia Heuer, Pat Saunders, and 
Meggon McKinley for working further and doing a good job on the wage study, which was 
reviewed at the committee as well.  He reported the results of the analysis will be shared at the 
next month’s Finance Committee and next month’s Board meeting.  He noted that there was 
comparison work done but there is still a lack of data for the areas where departments didn’t 
participate.  McKinley will pursue market data for those areas prior to 2010 union negotiations.  
Kenney also reported that the committee reviewed Nick Sakallariou’s response to the Board 
questions about the Me Too clause and its impact.  It appears we have understood it correctly in 
terms of across the board wage increases triggering it, with the highest increases given also due 
to the Circuit Clerk and nothing new in the works to trigger this other than planned 2010 Sheriff 
union increases.  Kenney also reported the committee is reviewing the Personnel Policy and will 
be making additions for review at the next round of meetings.  No items will be brought to the 
County Board meeting from this committee next week.    


 







7. Executive Committee – Mr. Rice noted the Ringland Johnson contract was signed last week and 
work is set to begin July 17.  There will be a fence to edge of sidewalk while work begins.  RJC 
will look to accommodate the Autumn on Parade festival and is contracting Deb Dickson to work 
with her on this.  Rice reported they will build a holding area for drills to hold moisture and spill 
over for the geo thermal system.   


 
8. Zoning Committee Report– Committee Chairman Hopkins noted there is a property west of 


Oregon is going from AG‐1 to R‐1 rural residence district.  He noted Mike Reibel is anxious for 
the Executive Committee to move forward in filling the approved, open Hearing Officer position, 
noting it’s important for Reibel to leave the hiring and interviewing responsibilities to the 
Executive Committee as outlined in the ordinance for this position.  Rice noted we may want to 
find two people to serve and share the position in case one has a conflict.  McKinley will set this 
position in motion.  Hopkins also reported there has been a value of $598,050 in new home 
improvements issued. Hopkins noted that Doreen O’Brien, Steve Rypkema, and Mike Reibel are 
working on revising ordinances for unincorporated subdivisions that could possibly address the 
tall grass issues soon.   


 
9. HEW & Solid Waste Committee Report– McKinley provided a brief update of the HEW 


committee meeting in Chairman Bauer’s absence with no items moving forward to the Board 
this month.  She noted that Lori Kmiecik did not appear for her interview appointment with the 
HEW Committee and will be contacted to see if she is still interested in the position, with 
interviewing planned for next month.   


 
10. Finance & Insurance Committee Report – Committee Chairman Hopkins reported that there will 


be a 2.8% increase in health insurance but the County will not be passing this on to the 
employees. He noted the committee is recommending we continue in offering corporate 
memberships to the Nash Center for County employees and Board members, which will be 
brought to the Board for vote.  30 employees used this last year and it is a good program to take 
advantage of.  He reported on the 2009 budget impact John Coffman highlighted in the 
committee meeting.  2009 revenue projections are down $500,000‐$700,000 and 2010 could be 
down as much as $1,000,000.  The Finance Committee has asked the departments to cut current 
09 budgets by 3% and 2010 budgets by 7%.  McKinley will be working on these cuts with the 
department heads this month, reporting budgets back to the Finance Committee next month 


 
11. Judiciary Committee Report– Chairman Nye highlighted Mary Typer’s IIJIS Event invitation for 


September 10.  Stahl motioned to approve judiciary bills in the amount of $1,311.93.  2nd by 
Kenney.  Motion carried.   


 
12. Long Range Committee Report –  


a. Bills to Approve:  Stahl motions to approve bills in the amount of $153,575.36 for one 
month rent and current Holabird & Root fees.  2nd by Horner.  Motion carried.  There 
was then another motion by Stahl to approve an additional amount of $11,693.86 for 







the previously approved 30’ area platform lift for Judicial Center lighting.  Kenny 2nd.  
Discussion followed.  Motion carried.   


b. Project Update:  Stahl reported that on Friday July 10, we signed the contract with RJC.  
The fence will be up and work will start this Friday July 17.  McKinley will be the point 
person, managing the construction issues with the architect and RJC, responsible for 
calling in those necessary to make decisions.  Stahl then reported there will be a special 
meeting of the LRP committee 7/21 at 3:00 on the East Courthouse Lawn to review and 
decide on alternates.  She also reported we are working with Tony, the paint specialist 
to pursue a mock up to show us what we will get for the approved stenciling amount.  
She also noted we’ll be making a recommendation to the Board that the Eagle Scouts 
complete the cannon refurbishing project.  Stahl reminded all board members it would 
be good for them to attend the Special LRP meeting to have all their questions 
answered. The Sheriff also noted he looked at the Loreto Taft Memorial and believes 
the names there are the same as in the 3rd floor memorial.  Stahl also noted we’ll talk 
about bumping up LRP meetings a week to coincide with the artchitect’s site visits every 
other week.  Stahl then reported that John Coffman and Meggon McKinley are working 
on an improved report format to track LRP project expenditures, which will start next 
month.   Lastly, she noted that Ben Roe and McKinley will be meeting with the architect 
to address servicing concerns, extra fees we’ve incurred, and the validity of the 
additional $31,000 fee.  McKinley will report back to the committee next month for 
possible action.   


 
13. States Attorney Report – Motion by Kenney to approve the bills of $1,548.26 motion.  2nd by 


Huntley.  Motion carried.   
  


14. New business –  
a. Pork Producers Request for Board Presentation – McKinley explained that the national 


Pork Producers would like to give a brief presentation regarding the positive economic 
impact of Pork Production in the area.  The committee agreed.   


b. Responsible Bidder Ordinance – Dennis Williams reported that Lee County did a 
courthouse remodel in early 2003 or 2004 and had a contractor from out of state that 
was the low bid.  There was a $20,000 difference between them and the next bidder, 
and the result was that no one was happy with the lowest bidder at the end of the 
project.  It was not completed on time, not finished, and some unions didn’t get paid.  
So Lee County adopted an ordinance saying you have to comply with certain things.  
Whiteside county has experienced the same thing.  Williams reviewed these counties’ 
ordinances and drafted one for our review.  It’s divided into 6 sections.  The purpose is 
to ensure bidders are truly qualified to bid.  Williams requested that we consider pre‐
qualifying our contractors, so that as long as they abide by 9 out of 10 things, we can 
know they are a decent contractor.  We could consider a dollar amount that would 
trigger this requirement (e.g., $1,000,000 or more).  This allows us to see where the 
contractor is financially before allowing them to bid.  Williams commented how hard it 







was to really compare compare EVS and RJC and say both are financially sound when 
one had only $40,000 reserves and a $200,000, which makes it difficult to perform a 
project like ours.  Williams also noted his desire to ensure that when the board positions 
change, we remember this is in place, perhaps by putting this in the “red book” done by 
the County Clerk’s office.  Discussion followed noting that this is critical because current 
contractor failure rates are high.  This approach gives us a heads up on red flag issues 30 
days before the issuance of the bids.  Ben Roe commented this is an excellent idea, and 
his office will research and review the information for comment at next month’s 
meeting. Horner noted this doesn’t impact the Highway Department.  Williams noted 
we don’t want to jeopardize state or federal money, so we must include provisions to 
avoid that.   
Williams closed by noting his desire for a good discussion on alternates at the special 
LRP meeting.  He advises we are very clear on what we’re getting and take a fresh look 
at what is needed.  Discussion followed, with Stahl reminding people to email questions 
for the architect to McKinley by tomorrow.   


 
15. Old business – Jim Barnes asked about the Probation employee issue the Dixon paper.  He 


wondered if we get the salary payments back from the employee if he is found guilty since he’s 
been on paid leave.  Ben Roe says all termination/suspensions for Probation goes through the 
Chief Judge and we don’t know what will happen in this pending criminal case.

2. Approval of Minutes: June 10, 2009:  Motion by Gronewold to approve the 


minutes, 2nd by Kenney.  Motion carried.   
 


3. Approval of Monthly Invoices: 
a. Treasurer Invoices: Motion by Rice, 2nd by Saunders to approve the 


Treasurer bills in the amount of $3,781.84. Motion carried. 
b. Finance & Administrator:  Motion by Saunders, 2nd by Diehl to approve 


the Finance & Administration invoices in the amount of $13, 408.49.  
Motion carried.  It was noted that this includes the final bill for the audit.   


 
4. Public Comment:  Michele Miller of the Sauk Valley Community College Small 


Business Development Center (SBDC) updated the committee regarding their 
situation where matching funds have been cancelled resulting in a lack of Small 
Business Administration (SBA) support for the 6 counties they support, including 
Ogle.  She reported that since 2001, SBA office has helped over 1800 people start 
small business with 18,000 hours of support logged.  That’s 5.69 hours per client 
and 8% of the SBDC’s time spent with Ogle county people.  They’ve helped 
create 155 small businesses, retained 152, helped with 7 acquisition and 7 
expansions.  For every $1 spent, $4 is returned to the community on tax revenue. 
They have 2 employees covering their 6 counties and with Highland 
Community’s funding ending, the office closed on June 30, 2009.  The proposed 
plan is to obtain $15,000 funding by private entities and other counties and work 
under Blackhawk RCD at least until December 31.  Out of the 2 offices, they 
hope they can keep one open.  They are just $2,000 short of their goal.  After 
December 31, they will have to request more funds.  Their goal is to be able to 
charge for services they can’t currently charge for, like strategic planning and 
other consulting opportunities small businesses need once they are established.  
They are striving for self sustainability model within 2-3 years.     


 
5. Insurance Report: 


a. Builders Risk: Rice clarified we have chosen to go with the Builders Risk 
offered by Ringland-Johnson Corporation on the courthouse renovation 
project because the fee quoted was less than Query Insurance’s fee.  Query 
clarified that without earthquake and flood coverage, it’s actually $5,500, 
which is less than Ringland-Johnson’s quote. Rice will follow up with 
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Ringland Johnson to clarify what is included in their rate to ensure we’ve 
secured the least expensive rate.      


 
b. Property/Liability- Query reported we did have a recent claim where a 


vehicle was totaled but no one was hurt.  It was a $17,000 loss and our 
new insurance company was very quick to respond.  Query also clarified 
the question from last meeting that if an employee is traveling en route to 
work, and within the scope of their duties, they should be compensated if 
an accident happens.  He also noted, however, there is always discretion 
applied to each situation based on the circumstances.   


 
Brett Webb from Group Administrators then reported on the County’s 
health insurance renewal noting they shopped 15 markets and Marlton 
came back with best option.  Discussion followed.  John Coffman reported 
that prescriptions stayed flat for the coming year and that we are 12% 
under the expected claims. White motioned to stay with the $60,000 self 
insurance plan with Marlton and 3% increase.  2nd by Rice.  Motion 
carried.   
 
Health Insurance Amendment: Webb clarified the dependent coverage age 
update has been raised to age 26 as of June 1, 2009.  This is a precedent 
set by state law, required for all government bodies in Illinois with a fully 
insured plan.  This allows dependents living at home and under age 26 to 
be covered regardless of whether they are of student standing or not. 
Coffman clarified there will be no increase this year due to this change, 
but that there may be a tax status implication requiring the County to send 
a 1099 in certain situations to prove eligibility.  Webb is checking into this 
for the County.  Kenney made a motion to approve the health insurance 
amendment regarding the eligible class of dependents as discussed.  Rice 
2nd.  Motion carried.    
 
Coffman requested printing new benefits books for the county since this is 
the third amendment.  The committee instructed him to do so, using funds 
from the insurance fund. 
 
The committee then discussed whether or not to pass the 3% increase on 
to the County employees. Coffman clarified that we’ve had very few 
claims and the fund has benefited as a result.  He also noted that part of 
the benefit of being self insured is that we can pass back savings to those 
on our plans that have contributed to the low claims.  Coffman credited 
Rice with good management of our insurance plans and funds to help 
bring the claims balance up to a positive $1.2 million.  Coffman noted 
2006 was the last year we totally absorbed the increases.  Final discussion 
followed, then White motioned not to pass any rate increases to County 
employees and agencies.  Rice 2nd.  Motion carried.   
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It was asked if the Risk Report by Susan Ogle impacted the county at all.  
Meggon McKinley noted the materials had just been forwarded and would 
be reviewed for the next committee’s meeting.  Query noted the report and 
conversations seemed to indicate the county was in good shape.  There 
were some recommendations that will be going to the Personnel 
Committee for incorporation into the County Personnel Manual.    
 


c. Nash Center Employee Benefit for 2010- Meggon McKinley recapped the 
meeting she, Beth Fridley, and Carol Erickson had with Erin Folk of Nash 
Center to negotiate a corporate discount to all County employees and 
board members.  Last year, the target was for 20 employees to participate 
and 30 actually obtained memberships.  We would like to offer this 
program again this year as a cost effective benefit to the employees.  The 
annual rates will remain the same this year; $100 for individuals and $200 
for families. This is about half of the full fees.  Nash is asking for another 
$2,000 county donation to cover the expense.  This would be paid out of 
insurance claim fund.  The membership would cover use of the facility, 
but not the classes offered at Nash.  Employees would have a one week 
free trial period and open enrollment during August 10-15, 2009.  If 
someone is on vacation and can’t enroll that week, they can enroll any 
time in August as long as the department head submits a letter of 
authorization on the employee’s behalf to the Nash Center stating they 
were indeed on vacation.  Employees can see the Treasurer to have the fee 
directly deducted from their paycheck (maximum of 4 payroll deductions.)  
Kenney motioned to continue with this offering this year.  White 2nd.  
Motion carried.     


 
6. Finance Report –  


a. 2009 Revenues – John Coffman passed out the most current revenue 
projection report for 2009 and 2010, reporting that things are not 
improving.  For current 09, it appears we could be down between 
$500,000-$700,000.   New numbers have come in since last update.  For 
2010, Coffman reported it is possible we might be down as much as 
$1,000,000.  Coffman walked through the report with the following 
highlights/explanations:   


o Property taxes for 2010; the EAV is projected to up 2.5% in 2010, 
driving a small increase.  White noted how fortunate our county is 
to be so diversified and no real spikes in past years, although he 
has concern about what we might see in 2012 when new home 
assessed values start to catch up.  Coffman reminded the group 
these projections are his best estimates and welcomes input.    


o State income tax:  April funds that came in July was down $69,000 
from last year, and a month later.  May was down another $37,000.  
Coffman notes we would be lucky to get $1,900,000 instead of the 
$2,500,000 we budgeted.   
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o Sales tax: tapering off a little the last few months and is .25% 
down over the prior year.     


o Fees and Personal Property Tax Replacement Tax; Interfund 
transfers from Officers Fund and personal property tax 
replacements are down.  $1,900,000 is budgeted, but we’ll be 
lucky to get $1,150,000 in with recent personal property tax 
replacement estimates from the state $150,000 less than previously 
expected.   


o Interest:  Interest is down because rates are terrible, with no 
expected change any time soon.  YTD through June 2009 = 
$24,000 interest compared to last year’s $79,000.   


o Circuit clerk fees: $100k under what had budgeted and we’re 
already $80,000 short so Coffman left it flat for 2010 projections. 
Coffman noted it would be helpful to understand if there are 
statutes governing which fees get paid first when people are 
assessed fines and fees.    


o Zoning fees; it was aggressive to budget $60,000 thinking the wind 
mills would help and activity would be up, but it didn’t happen.  
This has been reduced for 2010. 


o Sheriff fees; these appear on track to where we budgeted.  
Intergovernment reimbursements were budgeted at $100,000 this 
year (state and federal reimbursements) and we’ve used the 
balance that had accumulated.  OEMA had extra accumulated, 
usually had $40,000 out of it, but bumped it up $65,500 in past 
years to pull down balances.  New revenue last year that helped us 
was 911 reverse & communication expenses – left this flat going 
forward. 


 
Coffman summarized that this year we budgeted $13,443,000 and it looks 
like we’ll have revenues of $12,758,000 with $200,000 going back into 
the Officers Fund.  White asked what is available for the shortfall, and 
Coffman says perhaps $600,000 - $700,000 but if we do this, we’ll be 
tight by the time we get to June next year.  We could have to loan 
ourselves money if we go down that road to keep the cash flow moving 
they way we need it to.  Coffman reminded the committee these are best 
guesses and estimates with many variables.   


                            
7. Administrator Report: 


a. 2009 Expense Summary- McKinley summarized where each department 
expects to be in 2009.  Currently, three departments have told her of 
expected overages; $28,000 in the Circuit Clerk due to expected salary 
overages, $20,000 in the insurance fund because the budget was set just 
too close for what was needed, and Probation currently anticipates $7,643 
planned overages for the juvenile detention fees, discussed and approved 
earlier in the year.  The County Clerk & Recorder expects to be under 
budget this year, as does Zoning.  Lower than expected fuel expenses have 
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helped these and other departments this year.  White asks the committee if 
we want to make deeper cuts this year to cushion the impact of next year’s 
significant shortfall.  Saunders agrees it must be considered.  White would 
like to know what services would have to be cut in each department to 
make up for the revenue shortfall, since we can’t spend the money if it is 
not there.  He noted a balanced budget has been the key every year to Ogle 
County’s past success and this is going to be a tough job to do this year.  
Rice noted we must keep a balanced budget and do the hard work of 
downsizing our budgets this year to cushion next year’s decline.  He noted 
we can start controlling things this year, or wait until next year.  The 
committee agreed we must start controlling things now.   


 
McKinley noted that for 2010 budgets, the department heads have been 
working to keep their budgets at $0 growth, even allowing for the raises in 
union contracts, and have not had to factor in service cuts or lay offs to 
stay at $0 growth.  But that will change with cuts.  Becky Huntley asked if 
those departments who always give funds back at the end of the year will 
be recognized and rewarded.  White agrees that should be taken into 
consideration.  McKinley says each budget must be reviewed individually 
instead of an assumption that all must cut equally. It must be based on 
need and opportunity so that overall, the general fund cuts are as set by the 
Finance Committee.  The Sheriff noted he has already made reductions of 
$39,000 this year, expecting this revenue environment.  He noted his 
salary pay obligations through the union contracts are already at $179,000.  
He is looking to cut out training (even though that presents a risk) paying 
national training out of his own pocket, squeezing a lot of other things 
wherever possible.  If in the 2010 budgets we have to reduce any more, 
there Sheriff notes he will be forced to look at reducing holidays (which 
cost $12,000 per day) because while there used to be 8, now there are 14, 
and then cutting staff.  He will be asking the unions what they think we 
can do to avoid cuts.  Coffman noted he has never seen this type of 
revenue decrease in all his time as Treasurer or on the County Board.  
McKinley provided a brief economic summary noting the high 
unemployment is projected to lag through 2010 and even 2011, which is 
the place where Ogle County gets hit very hard, keeping fees down, and 
purchase activity low.  With the state’s financial troubles, many counties 
are in for a continued tough time in 2010 and 2011. Other counties are 
experiencing drastic cuts.  McKinley is collecting that data and will 
provide it as she receives it.  White commented manufacturing is still not 
looking good.  Many are saying if things don’t turn in 10 months, they’ll 
have to shut their doors.  Coffman noted that banks don’t want to take 
money.  Fed funds are down, and we just can’t get a return anywhere on 
our money.   


 
McKinley asked the committee what it is they are asking the departments 
to do now as they prepare the final 2010 budgets this month for the 
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committee review next month.  White noted we must cut in 2009, and we 
must educate the board on how critical this crisis is.  Discussion followed 
and the committee agreed to make 3% reduction in the general fund 
budget yet this year, and another 7% reduction for 2010.  McKinley will 
work with the department heads to submit such budgets for approval.   
 


b. Payments in Vacation Summary -McKinley then passed out a summary of 
which departments regularly utilize payments in vacation, noting the most 
common uses are for utility bills, fuel reimbursements to the Sheriff, and 
timely employee reimbursements for travel & related expenses.  The 
Sheriff is working to pull appropriate IT bills and janitorial supplies out of 
the vacation payment cycle.   


c. LRP Fund Reporting - Kim Stahl reported that Coffman and McKinley 
have been working on a report format to show LRP project budgets and 
expenditures to date over multiple years.  The LRP Committee approved 
the format and will look for the monthly reporting to begin next month.     


d. Holabird & Root Fees from 14 month Project Delay- Stahl reported that 
the LRP Committee advised McKinley to work with Ben Roe and 
Holabird & Root to review the legitimacy of the additional $31,000 fees 
presented and address servicing concerns of the committee. McKinley will 
set the meeting and report progress to the committee.    


 
8. New Business –  


a. 2010 Budget Process- covered as noted above 
b. Nick Sakellariou written response to “me too” clause questions- Kenney 


reported this information was reviewed at the Personnel Committee and 
there is no projected impact of the “me too” clauses in the Circuit Clerk’s 
union contract because there is currently equity across all groups and we 
will not be giving any across the board raises this year.  The letter will be 
emailed to the Board members this week.   


c. Wage Study Update-Kenney also reported that Heuer and McKinley took 
the wage study to completion by identifying the salary range 
classifications of the employees that took the EA study.  Additional 
market studies will be needed for the departments that didn’t participate to 
confirm their salary ranges; the Sheriff’s and Circuit Clerk’s.  McKinley 
noted she would be able to spearhead those studies prior to the 2010 
contract negotiations.  The Personnel Committee will finalize the salary 
data and recommend salary wage caps next month.    


d. Watt Building Mileage Reimbursement- McKinley noted she asked for 
this to be on the agenda because it seemed there remained confusion from 
last month’s discussion.  The issue is where to expense the miles Watt 
Building employees incur for driving to pick up the mail in Oregon, which 
is likely $2,500 per year.  Discussion followed and White motioned to 
keep these reimbursements in the department’s operational budgets.    Rice 
2nd.  Motion carried.   
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e. Blackhawk Hills SBA Request- Rice motioned to approve $1,000 out of 
LRP one time for the Black Hawk Hills Small Business Administration 
funding request.  Kenney 2nd.  Motion carried.   


f. Blackhawk Hills NIU Broadband Grant Request – Rice motioned to 
approve $1,000 out of LRP one time for the Black Hawk Hills NIU 
Broadband grant writing request.  Saunders 2nd.  Motion carries  


g. Village of Progress Request- Village of Progress has incurred cash 
shortfalls as a result of state payment timing and asked the County to 
advance approved payments to them.  Kenney motioned to approve this 
request, Saunders 2nd.  Motion carried.  .   


 
9. Old Business –  


a. Shortfall in Circuit Clerk Budget- looking to cut budgets 3% this year, 7% 
next year, and so funding options from the General Fund are not available.   


b. Help Reading IMRF Audit – Becky Huntley distributed an informative 
article and asked the committee to read it.  Coffman reminded the group 
that if we do not want to opt into 10% for next year, we must let them 
know by August 31 and requested this be placed on next month’s agenda.  
Said before we would want to make a payment for 2010.   
 


10. Adjournment – Chairman Hopkins adjourned the meeting at 3:21

Tuesday, July 14, 2009  
 


1. Call to Order: Member Dorothy Bowers motioned a call to order at 4:05. Members 
present: Horner, Barnes, Kilker, Bowers, Janes.  Bauer arrived at 4:15.  Also present: Bob 
DeArvil, Amy Jo Clemens, Steve Rypkema, Doreen O’Brien, Greg Martin, Meggon 
McKinley, members of the public.   


 
2. Approve Committee Minutes : Kilker motioned to approve the June 9, 2009 minutes, 2nd 


by Horner, motion carried.     
 


3. Public Comment- none 
 


4. Regional Office of Education 
a. Bills for Approval- Horner motioned to approve the bills in the amount of $1,035.90.  


2nd by Kilker.  Motion carried.   
b. Monthly Update- Amy Jo Clemens reported that Lee and Ogle counties will hear 


testimony and evidence of the Byron special education coop situation shortly, and she 
wants to comment Assistant States Attorney Scott Robinson for doing a great job in 
dealing with all attorneys and doing everything he can to make this a smooth process.  
They will take 30 days to make the final decision, then it stands unless one side wants 
to appeals, which is likely.  While it may not be over for the kids, the county will be 
out of the situation once the ruling comes.     


 
5. Health Department 


a. Monthly Report(s) – Doreen O’Brien reported she is sending more letters and making 
more calls than normal to appeal to state officials to resume funding.  She is 
concerned about not having resources to inspect restaurants if certain grants are cut.  
O’Brien noted the Illinois Department of Public Health hasn’t issued any contracts 
yet, and no grants indicating she can operate a few months in this situation, but not 
much further.  Restaurant inspections would be the first thing the Health Dept would 
have to stop doing.  She also noted that projected income is okay so far, and expenses 
are coming in as expected. She is not filling a part time case management position, 
after meeting with the union to ensure this is appropriate.  Another full time nurse is 
picking up the tasks.  O’Brien also noted that mileage is down because she cut back 
trips to Rochelle.  She also reminded the committee that last month she addressed the 
issue of tall grass and no standing ordinances leaving nothing to enforce. Discussion 
followed with O’Brien reminding the committee that if you want to enforce such 
ordinances, you have to staff it.  There is currently no staff available for this after 
letting go of the weed commissioner.  Mike Reibel indicated Zoning could take this 
on and is working with O’Brien and Rypkema to update the ordinances that would 
include this.  Jim Barnes noted complaints he has received within rural subdivisions 
and will report back a solution should be coming in the next year.     


 
6.  Solid Waste Department –  


a. Bills for Approval- Kilker motioned to approve bills in the amount of $22,230.70.  
Horner 2nd.  Motion carried.     


b. Financial Report- Steve Rypkema reported that copier maintenance was done early in 
the year, and they did copy more than was allotted this year.  Site maintenance & 
supplies will go over a bit as estimates for replacing signs at drop off locations fell in 
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the old fiscal year, however there are other area that are under so overall, Solid Waste 
is well under where they should be this year.     


c. Grant Applications & Updates- Rypkema noted there are no updates for this month. 
McKinley noted she will review the packet Rypkema provided last month and he 
indicated it was not urgent.  Steve had shared information with the LRP for energy 
savings and remodeling some time ago and McKinley noted she would ask Kim Stahl 
for that information.       


d. Rochelle Landfill Host Fees Status- Rypkema noted they received a letter from the  
Rochelle land fill stating they did not agree with our fee assessment. The States 
Attorney has noted there are 2 options:  1) move for a declaratory judgment on this or 
2) settlement.  We will head towards declaratory judgment and their attorney will 
come up with a stipulation of facts, then the attorneys must agree, then we move 
forward.  John Holmstrum is their attorney. Also, we have not received feedback 
from EPA on their audit, although it is likely they found some issues that will need to 
be addressed in the future.  Rypkema noted it is not unusual to find discrepancies and 
we are waiting to hear.   


e. Electronics Recycling Event – Rypkema noted we are starting to plan the event for 
the fall, which has been slowed down as Lee County has been waiting patiently on a 
grant to support the event. If they do not receive the grant, they will have to use a firm 
other than Kreider.  Because of this, the event is pushed out into October.  It is 
normally held in September.     


f. 2008 annual report – Rypkema distributed and highlighted the 2008 annual report, 
which is quite an undertaking to pull together.  He highlighted the fact we have 
collected 120 tons more garbage this year than last, held 2 collection events, 
published the first green guide, and increased the level of municipal wast recycled by 
2% to an estimated 38% of the municipal waste produced in the county, which is one 
of the best in the state.  We recycled 988 tons at our drop off centers.  He also 
highlighted the figures on waste removed from illegal sites and the 3 year 
comparisons. While the illegal site numbers are down, the complexities of cleaning 
them up is greater.  Rypkema noted that next month, they will be taking bids for the 
truck they will be replacing.  He also reported that the Health Department forwarded 
a  call from the Red Cross noting that a disabled person’s home burned down and it’s 
not livable. The home was not insured, and this person doesn’t have resources to 
clean it up.  Rypkema let them know the County is not in a position to help, but 
wanted to let the committee know of the issue in case there were other ideas.  
Discussion followed.  Bauer suggested bringing it up again next month after hearing 
how they progress with possible clean up this month.     


 
7. Animal Control –  


a. Bills for Approval- Horner motioned to approve the bills of $11,784.34.  2nd by 
Bowers.  Motion carried.  


b. Pet population fund – Kilker motioned to approve the bills of $2, 790.75.  2nd by 
Bowers.  Motion carried.    It was then noted that McKinley would send the 
committees’ email addresses to Champley and Rypkema so they could email bills and 
documentation in advance without having to print so much paper.    


 
8. New Business –  


a. Sinnissippi Services Update, Greg Martin- Martin updated the committee noting he 
had met with Sinnissippi based on a copy of their fee schedule which has recently 
changed.  There has been a recent management decision to only serve people who 
have insurance to cover the fees, have a medical card to cover the fees, or can pay 
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cash.  Each counseling session is $96, which will be a financial hardship to many of 
the clients the courts and Probation refer to Sinnissippi for counseling.  Martin’s 
request to this committee is to consider more aggressive oversight of how Sinnissippi 
manages their funds to ensure our community is receiving the affordable care they 
need.  If Sinnissippi can’t provide cost effective services, perhaps the county ought to 
put the business out to bid because there are other organizations which can provide 
affordable care to our residents.  The question he posed is what is the best way to get 
affordable counseling services in our county?  Bauer noted it is also a concern that 
Ogle County pays more than other counties for Sinnissippi services in the funding 
arrangement.  Martin noted he’d like to see the committee ask for reporting on how 
the dollars are spent to show the benefit.  Barnes asked what happens if the court 
orders counseling and the person can’t afford it?  Martin is concerned we could face 
legal problems in these situations.  The committee will review this and look to 
Dorothy Bowers, the 708 Board liaison, for suggestions and further action.   


b. Ogle County Soil & Water Allocation Request- Bauer confirmed his approval of the 
$25,717 allocation based on previous funding approval by the committee.   


c. 2009 & 2010 Budget Updates, Meggon McKinley- McKinley provided an update to 
the committee that after reviewing revenue projections, the Finance Committee has 
asked departments to cut 3% from their budgets yet in 2009 and 7% from 2010.

Martin reported that one line item exhausted at 
end of the year will be the part time line item in focus house, which they will pay out 
of Discretionary funds until end of year.  2009 should be fine, but Martin is 
concerned about the plan for 2010.

d. Circuit Clerk – Marty Typer invited all to join the 2009 IIJIS Summit on Integrated

They have expanded with help from start up grants and the departments and are 
now functioning without the start up grant money.  This makes the $25,000 critical 
for continued operations.  Tricia handed out stats noting CASA serves 45-50 
kids/month.  Financially, they are treading water each month with 8 cases were still 
waiting for assignment. They have received a 25% decrease from United Way and 
many other donation cuts.  Martin noted he would be talking with the HEW 
committee about ideas on how to help ensure 708 money recipients are being 
managed appropriately and see if other agencies could approach them for funds even 
if they haven’t done this in the past.  Morrow noted she is working on other grant 
requests, although they are difficult to get.  Martin noted that the judge will be 
considering covering the entire CASA fee this year.  Messer commented that it is 
frustrating to cut support to kids, tell the Sheriff to cut safety through lay offs, and 
then fund $5.5 million on a courthouse.  He indicated his desire to see the county take

1. Call to Order: Chairman Kim Stahl called the meeting to order at 9:00 am.  
Members present: Stahl, Nye, Gouker, Gronewold, Hopkins, Rice, Messer.  
Others present:  Meggon McKinley, Lynne Kilker, Becky Huntley, Dennis 
Williams, Jim Barnes, Bob DeArvil, Gene Scholl, Larry Callant, John Coffman, 
Greg Beitel, Ben Roe, Vinde Wells. 


 
2.  Approval of Minutes: Motion to approve June 9, 2009 minutes by Rice.  2nd by 


Nye.  Motion carried.  Motion to approve June 22, 2009 by Maggie Nye, 2nd by 
Mel Messer.  Motion carried.    


 
3. Courthouse Renovation Project – Update/Review and Possible Action: 


a. Contract details- Stahl noted the Ringland Johnson contract was signed 
July 10 and asked McKinley to provide an update of contract details.   


i. Project start date- set for 10 days from contract signing - July 17.  
ii. Project supervision roles, responsibilities- McKinley noted that she 


is named the Owner’s Contact in the contract, which means no 
decisions or approvals can be made without her approval.  The 
contractor is to bring all issues to the architect, who by contract is 
bound to take all issues to McKinley as the Owner’s 
Representative.  McKinley’s role will be to follow and enforce all 
procedures set forth in the contract.  In the case of change orders, 
or questions of work completion for payment authorization, 
McKinley’s role is to pull the appropriate people in to the issue for 
prompt, accurate decisions, which includes members of the LRP 
Committee, Dennis Williams in an advisory role, the Sheriff, 
and/or the County’s Maintenance representatives.  Change orders 
in excess of $20,000 within the approved construction contingency 
amount or any amount over the total approved contract amount 
will be brought to the LRP Committee and the County Board for 
review and approval.   


iii. Payment processing- Ringland Johnson is required to present the 
final invoice to McKinley and Holabird & Root by the 5th of each 
month to allow proper review and verification the work has been 
done as contracted.  Once the review has taken place, the invoice 
will be brought to the LRP Committee for additional review and 
approval, then to the County Board for final review and approval.  
The County has until the last day of the month to pay RJC, 
although it is expected payment will come the day after the County 
Board meeting to allow for RJC’s timely payment of their 
subcontractors and collection of lien waivers, to be presented to the 
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County the following month for the next payment release.  Interest 
will begin to accrue at Prime Rate if the County fails to make 
payment on approved work within 50 days of the invoice.   


iv. Change order process- all change orders that exceed the approved 
contract amount are required to go before the LRP Committee for 
recommendation and to the County Board for final approval. The 
approved contract amount includes a $400,000 construction 
contingency that has been set aside for unexpected needs that could 
arise during the project.  The LRP Committee agreed that any 
change order in excess of $20,000 will also go to the LRP 
Committee for recommendation and to the County Board for 
approval.  This will allow smaller expenses to be reviewed and 
approved by McKinley with input from those deemed necessary 
based on the issue at hand, but outside of the committee and board 
meeting structure.     


v. Architect site visit frequency – McKinley noted Holabird & Root 
responded to the County’s request for a proposal of additional fees 
for weekly site visits instead of every other week site visits.  The 
contract currently includes 24 site visits for the project.  Rice noted 
that now that McKinley is present and RJC is the chosen 
contractor, we should not need Holabird & Root to come weekly, 
particularly since the additional fee is quoted to be $1,200 per extra 
trip.  Messer and Hopkins agreed, noting their increased comfort 
level with RJC compared to EVS when this item was originally 
discussed.  RJC had noted they would communicate electronically 
with the architect should any decisions need to be reviewed in 
between meetings.   


b. Additional Scope Items: 
i. Bid alternates – McKinley walked the committee through the 


alternate summary provided by Holabird & Root.  There was much 
discussion about what is and is not included in each alternate since 
it has been such a long time since details of these drawings have 
been reviewed.  The committee remained unclear in regarding the 
extend of the proposed landscaping and sidewalk modifications 
proposed in alternate #1, whether or not snow restraints are 
included and how far the sidewalk will or will not be moved in 
alternate #2,  whether or not the current handicap ramp placement 
will be moved in alternate #3, whether the Loreto Taft statues and 
JFK Memorial are planned in any alternates, and if the size of the 
generator in alternate #4 is really big enough to do what the 
committee hopes it would do.   Much discussion followed and the 
committee agreed they need more answers before voting on the 
alternates. The committee then called a special LRP Committee 
meeting to be held the day of the County Board meeting, 7/21/09 
at 3:00 on the lawn of the Courthouse.  The purpose will be for 
Holabird & Root to visually walk people through the proposed 
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alternates and answer all questions.  Stahl requested that the 
committee and board members with questions email them to 
McKinley by Thursday so she can compile them for the architect.  
McKinley then clarified the prices of the alternate:  #1 $142,000; 
#2 $12,625, #3 $91,400, #4 $31,000.   


ii. Historic stenciling paint specials – Stahl asked Becky Huntley to 
provide an update since she has been asked to support the 
committee on these historic renovation issues.  Huntley met with 
Bonnie Hendricks last week and spoke with Tony, the historic 
painter.  Huntley noted the importance of moving forward with 
Tony’s recommended mock up of the stenciling to ensure we know 
exactly what we will be getting for the $145,000 estimated 
expense.  The mock up will cost between $11-12,000 as proposed 
within the original project scope & cost estimates.  Messer motions 
to move forward with the mock up, 2nd by Rice.  Motion carries.   


iii. Third floor mural- current plan is to allow the contractor perform 
the first coat of paint and then have the specialized historic painter 
finish the top coat.   


iv. Cannon restoration- McKinley reported she met with the Eagle 
Scout to review the project requirements and assess his ability to 
appropriately oversee and complete the project.  An important first 
step of the project will be for the Eagle Scout to research the 
successes and failures of other historic cannon restoration projects 
to confirm the best techniques and materials to use.  This will be 
done with oversight from Maintenance and McKinley, ensuring 
appropriate supplies are purchased and people are brought into 
appropriate decisions.  Rice asked if anyone has ideas on how to 
replace the actual cannon balls.  The Sheriff suggested Jeff Adams 
and Hopkins suggested using ball bearings.  Nye then motioned to 
approve the Eagle Scouts completing the work and Messer 2nd.  
Motion carried  


v. Other possible external historic monument cleaning, refurbishing, 
relocating- the committee agreed to wait for the 7/21 meeting at 
3:00 to review and discuss these options.   


4. New Business –  
a. LRP Fund Reporting- Coffman distributed a proposed format to actively 


monitor approved LRP projects, total approved amounts, expenses to date, 
funds remaining for expenditure per project.  Specific examples in the 
format reviewed include the approved Holabird & Root fees ($496,669.20 
approved by contract, $249,560.00 paid to date), and the Sheriff’s CAD 
system expenses ($625,000 approved by contract, $476,000 paid to date). 
The committee liked the format and requested Coffman prepare this report 
for monthly review 


b. Invoices to Approve- Messer motioned to approve $153,575.36 in 
invoices.  Nye seconds.  It was noted this amount does not include the 
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proposed $31,000 overage fees, which have not been reviewed or 
approved.  Motion carried.     


c. Holabird & Root Fees from 14 month Project Delay- Stahl reported that 
due to the 14 month project delay, Holabird & Root has presented an 
additional $31,000 additional fees outside the original contract scope.  
McKinley reviewed the supporting documentation, noting the firm’s 
explanation of additional labor costs, additional meetings and presentation 
fees.  Ben Roe noted that the contract requires advance notice in writing 
and approval of these items before the extra work is performed.  McKinley 
and Roe will schedule a meeting with Holabird & Root to discuss these 
fees.  White then asked what recourse we may have with Holabird & Root 
for the $50,000 lawsuit settlement because White believes the firm 
presented flawed bidding documents and allowed sloppy work and errors 
throughout the review process.  Williams asked if we made the changes in 
scope and if they notified us we were off schedule?  He noted his 
difficulty in paying them more money when they haven’t yet finished 
what we hired them to do, such as taking bids to the furniture providers 
because this means the final costs haven’t really been pinned down.  
Williams would like to understand more details about how they were 
impacted financially, stating maybe we owe them something but it’s not 
likely a full $31,000 particularly since they did not tell us we would be out 
of scope.  He also asked if the architect has provided the follow up 
analysis requested for the geo thermal.  He would like a timeline 
demonstrated how they were harmed financially.  Gouker confirmed his 
concern at the apparent lack of notice for the scope change and suggested 
sitting down and getting answers.  Final discussion followed with the 
committee agreeing the best approach is to take no action on the $31,000 
until McKinley and Roe meet with Holabird & Root to discuss all issues.  
Rice motioned that the committee take no action on the $31,000 overage 
fees.  Messer 2nd.  Motion carried.  McKinley will report back to the 
committee on the outcome of the meeting.   
 


5. Public Comment – White asked for a response to his previous question as to 
whether or not Holabird & Root bears any responsibility for the $50,000 lawsuit, 
noting he would like this explored to see where the responsibility does or does not 
lie.  Gouker added his concern that any time a project costs us more, it’s critical to 
understand why and confirm where the responsibility lies.  Barnes noted his 
concern that the architect did not pre-qualify the bidders.  Hopkins noted every 
business person he has spoken with about this issue agrees that the County did the 
right thing in cutting your losses and moving forward quickly.  The key is to 
figure out what went wrong and not to repeat the mistake.  Hopkins noted how 
much he hated to settle with EVS but it was the least expensive way to get out of 
a bad situation.  Rice reminded the group that while there has been sloppiness 
from the architect, if we talk of litigation, it could bring this project to a 
screeching halt, and Ringland Johnson has expressed concern about this because 
they are contractually bound to complete the project in 244 days.  He also noted 
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that with Holabird & Root’s successful 100 year history and market presence, 
they would not take litigation lightly.  Rice notes he is not suggesting we do 
nothing, but that we weigh carefully our risks in this topic, perhaps looking at 
other alternative ways to recover these costs.  Williams noted his desire to address 
these things sooner rather than later, suggesting the topic be included in the sit 
down meeting with Roe & McKinley and the architect and ensure it is a 
professional, business discussion for productive outcomes.  He noted we do not 
want to break the partnership, rather, resolve the outstanding issues.  White 
agreed to that approach noting he just wants an answer as to whether or not 
Holabird & Root bears any financial responsibility for the settlement fee.  Roe 
agreed that the overage fee letter has opened the door to healthy discussions on all 
these issues.  McKinley will report back to the committee on the meeting 
discussion and outcomes.   


 
6. Next Meeting Date – Tuesday 7/21 3:00 outside on east side by monuments.  The 


meeting will continue over at the Farm Bureau Building prior to the regularly 
scheduled County Board Meeting.

a. Proposed 2010 budget- Huntley noted that for 2009, her department will be under 
the budget.  Kenney commended Huntley for her continued diligence in returning 
funds each year and her work to balance her budget without overages, specifying 
her budget moves each year based on the number of elections being held.  
Huntley explained the software maintenance fee represents the $23,000 increase 
and is the software to lay out ballots.  She noted they are $74,000 down from 
2004 (all even years have two elections.)  Bowers motioned to approve the 
County Clerk’s proposed $626,329 budget.  Discussion followed, with Huntley 
noting the details of the planned salary increases. Boes commented we can’t keep 
doing straight across the board increases and noted we should look at corporate 
practices for salaries, where many now are facing cuts or losing their jobs.  He 
noted government employees need to realize that tax payers don’t have a blank 
check and the County can’t keep absorbing these costs and keep bringing raises as 
we have.  Kenney noted he believes the vast majority are very thankful to have 







jobs, and are aware of the insurance and issues around them. Heuer asked what 
was best for the salary line item in the current request for decreases.  Huntley 
noted how critical it is to keep equity for her employees with other employees in 
the County and that she had inserted 3% increases.  McKinley noted she will be 
working with each department to identify the best way to fund increases, knowing 
departments have been asked to fund increases from within current budgets, 
which have now been asked to be cut.  Kenney seconded the motion to approve 
the proposed budget.  Motion carries. 


 
6. New business 


a. Payment in Vacation Practice Review- McKinley reviewed each department’s 
payment in vacation practice, highlighting that the only regularly expected 
payments are for fuel payments to the Sheriff, utility expenses, and timely 
employee travel reimbursements.  Steve Rypkema asked if we could change the 
cycle of the Sheriff’s fuel payment billing.  McKinley will follow up on this for 
next month.  McKinley also noted the Sheriff is working to pull out IT bills and 
janitorial supplies from payment in vacation to help with the review and approval 
process.   


b. Nick Sakellariou Written Response to Me Too Clause Questions- McKinley 
reviewed the content of the labor attorney’s response to the County’s questions 
noting that Me Too is really as most understood it to be – whatever highest across 
the board raise a union gets, the Circuit Clerk employees get it to.  This applies to 
wages, but also vacation days, insurance, and sick leave.  McKinley noted that in 
comparing all the union contracts, you can see that equity has been built into the 
current union wages where Me Too comes into play for the current year. Union 
increases must be factored into all budgets for 2010, which means the Sheriff and 
the Circuit Clerk have the toughest job to manage their 2010 budgets with 
contracts already set in motion and the County cutting funding by 3% this year 
and 7% next year.  That’s the biggest impact of Me Too in 2010.  Becky Huntley 
noted that her employees are not actually employees of the county and so across 
the board increases in her department, or the Treasurer’s department, do not 
trigger the Circuit Clerk me too clause.  Appointed department raises do trigger 
the clause in non-union areas.  McKinley asked who is responsible for ensuring 
the application of the union contracts are correct.   Rice noted it is really the union 
attorney, but we must provide quality control to ensure their assumptions are 
accurate.  Becky’s department requires all increases to come through on 
department stationery with department head signatures to ensure they have 
approved the increases.   


 







Greg Martin then explained how his union contract administration works under 
the authority of the Chief Judge and not the county, which is also different from 
other departments since the compensation schedule is actually set across the entire 
circuit (5 counties) , and not just for Ogle County.  Martin insists on the County 
Administrator being present to gain a better understanding of the budget 
implications to decisions being made.  The Chief Judge has to negotiate schedule 
changes, and it must be approved by the state of Illinois because of 
reimbursements.  Martin reported concern for his budget because he does not 
have control over the comp schedules.  Martin also reported his contract will be 
reopened because of last year’s 10% health insurance increase.  He clarified that 
the Chief Judge doesn’t have a say in benefits – county does.  McKinley and Rice 
will be joining Martin in these discussions.     


 
7. Old business 


a. Compensation program –EA Wage Study – Heuer reported that she and 
McKinley met to bring the data to completion where the study left off by 
comparing 2009 current salaries of employees to the levels and salary ranges laid 
out in from the EA study.  She noted this is based on 2008 market data, which is 
not likely to have changed based on current economic conditions.  McKinley 
noted she can perform annual market study reviews if the committee wishes to 
save the EA Consulting fee of $4,000 for this since the data is available to EA 
members, plus other market data is available and public in many cases.  Heuer 
explained the fields on the spreadsheet and showed how the analysis brings us to 
the issue of  how we implement salary ranges and salary caps.  The goal is to 
allow department heads leeway to distribute raises as they see fit in their 
departments, but to be aware of employees approaching the top of the salary range 
for that position.  This would be “red lining” them, allowing no increases except 
for cost of living increases if built into the contract.  The spreadsheet shows 
positions where some are approaching the high end of the scale, and where some 
might be at the max today.  McKinley noted while we made some assumptions 
about what the Sheriff’s office ranges might be, we really won’t know for sure 
until a specific law enforcement salary market study is conducted, which 
McKinley wants to do prior to the 2010 union negotiations. The EMA office also 
needs a current market analysis, per McKinley, because that salary doesn’t look 
high compared to her experience in the field.   Boes then asked if EA completed 
their obligations regarding what we paid them.  Kenney indicated no, and that the 
committee would be following up on that in an upcoming meeting.  Heuer noted 
the desire is to use this analysis as a tool for salary administration.  McKinley is to 
clean up the spreadsheet and review it for accuracy before presenting it to the 
Personnel Committee and Finance Committee for adoption next month.   Heuer 







motions to bring this to the Finance Committee for review & consideration next 
month, including consideration of a salary cap for Ogle County.  2nd by Bowers.  
Discussion followed and McKinley noted it will require time to work with the 
department heads for adoption and understanding the impact for appropriate 
implementation.  Heuer noted the salary cap is the issue that will help the Finance 
Committee set limits to increases and manage the County funds more effectively.  
The motion carried.     


b. Personnel manual & review process- Kenney recommended putting this on hold 
for the next meeting since this meeting ran so long.  McKinley suggested adopting 
Steve Rypkema’s suggested policies that he emailed last month and the 
committee agreed they looked good.  McKinley will update the Personnel Policy 
Manual with this information for next month, and will also complete work on 
trying to get an updated IT use policy for review next month as well.  McKinley 
asked committee members to send her an email with any changes they’d like to 
see and she will assemble an updated version with all recommended changes for 
review next month.  McKinley will check to see if our FLMA is still in 
compliance, and will ensure any recommendations from the recent Risk 
Management audit are incorporated.

JUNE 18, 2009


The regular monthly meeting of the Ogle County Regional Planning Commission was held on
Thursday, June 18, 2009 at the Ogle County Highway Department, 1989 S. IL Rte. 2, Oregon,
IL.


The Order of Business was as follows:


1. ROLL CALL AND DECLARATION OF A QUORUM.


Chairman Funk called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. Roll call indicated all seven
members of the Regional Planning Commission were present: Chairman Lloyd Funk,
Randy Ocken, David Poole, Paul White, Don Conn, Ron Colson and Wayne Reising. 


2. READING AND APPROVAL OF REPORT OF April 23, 2009 AS MINUTES.


Chairman Funk asked for any changes or corrections to the report of the April 23, 2009
meeting of the Ogle County Regional Planning Commission.  Hearing none, Chairman
Funk declared the minutes approved as read.


3. UNFINISHED BUSINESS (CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE ACTION)


A. UPDATE REGARDING ON-LINE PLANNING PREFERENCE SURVEY 
UTILIZING SURVEY MONKEY


Mr. Reibel passed around a copy of the survey that will be posted on the Internet. 
He stated that he has talked to Linda at Dynamic Horizons about the link to the
survey on the county website.  He explained that she had run into some technical
problems doing this but is in touch with Survey Monkey and the link should be
posted soon.  He explained that a pop will appear when a person accesses the
website asking if they would like to participate in the survey now or at a later
time.  Mr. Reibel Stated that once everything is in order he will issue a press
release explaining the survey to the public to get as many to participate as
possible.


Mr. Funk asked how long the survey will be posted on the Internet.  Mr. Reibel
responded that it would be up for at least ninety days and depending on the
feedback could be extended.  He stated that the county has a quarterly
subscription to Survey Monkey, and the subscription can be extended for an
additional 3 months if we feel that it is necessary.


Discussion ensued regarding how the survey would collect information.


Mr. Funk asked if the previously discussed question regarding the residing
township of the participant is on the survey.  Mr. Reibel responded that it is the
last question in the survey.


Mr. Colson asked if there is a limit on how many times one survey participant can
submit a survey.  Mr. Reibel responded that there can only be one survey
submitted per IP address.  He also stated that not all the questions have to be
answered to successfully submit a survey.
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Mr. Funk asked how Carroll County is using the information gathered in their
survey.  Mr. Reibel responded that the information was used in developing the
goals and objective for their Comprehensive Plan, and incorporated into the plan
document.


Mr. Ocken asked if the information being collected can be viewed at anytime
during the collection period.  Mr. Reibel responded that he will have access to the
password protected survey information at anytime.


Mr. Reising asked what would happen if a survey participant didn’t know the
township they reside in.  Mr. Reibel responded that they could guess or not
answer the question.


Mr. Funk stated that he thinks this is going to be a nice tool for the county and
anticipates a good result.

11. OTHER BUSINESS (CONSIDERATION AND POSSIBLE ACTION)


Proposed FY2010 Budget of Planning & Zoning Department


Mr. Reibel stated there will be approximately 11% of this year’s budget that we will be
unexpended.  Mr. Messer stated the problem is if a department returns money this year, their
budget for next year gets reduced by that amount.  Mr. Hopkins stated departments should
not be punished for being under budget they should be rewarded for being under budget. 
County Administrator Meggon McKinley was present and stated all Departments are working
hard to get the budgets to zero.  They will be brought to the Finance Committee next month. 
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Discussion ensued regarding inappropriateness of giving non-union employees a zero
percent increase.  The general consensus of the Committee members was that the proposed
FY2010 for the Planning & Zoning Department is acceptable.


12. PUBLIC COMMENT


Mr. Barnes stated I got a few phone calls regarding noise late at night at the fairground during
the recent derby held there. Mr. Hopkins stated the derby ran late and long because of all the
rain we got the first night of the derby.  Mr. Messer stated this only happens once or twice a
year and is really not a big deal.  Mr. Williams stated I suggest they include a provision in the
next lease agreement stating a shut down time.   Discussion ensued.


Mr. Barnes stated I have received complaints about people living in subdivisions in the
county, without covenants, that are not mowing their lawns.  Discussion ensued.  Mr. Reibel
stated I am working with Steve Rypkema and Doreen O’Brien on rewriting the county
nuisance ordinance.  I have drafted an ordinance that applies to lots less then one acre and
zoned R-2 Single-Family Residence District.  A complaint could be issued if the grass is
higher than 8".  This is still in the works.  


Mr. Reibel stated there was some confusion as to where we are at with obtaining a hearing
officer that would handle these types of cases.  Because this position answers to the
Executive Committee, it should be the Executive Committee that interviews for the position. 
Zoning, Solid Waste & the Health department would be sending complaints to this position so
we do not want to be too close as it could be a conflict of interest.  Ms. McKinley stated this
position has already been approved from the budget standpoint.  We will clarify with the
Executive Committee that they will be overseeing this position.  Mr. Messer asked what kind
of authority will they have?  Mr. Reibel answered that the Hearing Officer has the authority to
make findings, issue orders and impose fines for ordinance violations.  Cases can still be
forwarded to the States Attorney but the hearing officer should speed up the abatement of
ordinance violation cases.


Mr. Williams stated the County Board representatives from District 3 met with Chris Millard,
the new mayor of Byron.  Mr. Millard told us that the proposed annexation will be looked at on
an individual parcel basis as each parcel has its own concerns and effects on the City of
Byron and surrounding areas.  Discussion ensued.


Mr. Reibel stated I have been working with Dynamic Horizons on the “Planning Preference
Survey” utilizing Survey Monkey and the last step is getting the link on the main web page. 
Ms. McKinley stated I would like to see many improvements to the main page and I would
want to work with Dynamic Horizons on this.  Discussion ensued regarding some changes
that need to be implemented.


13. ADJOURN


The regular monthly meeting of the Supervisor of Assessments and Planning & Zoning Committee of
the Ogle County Board adjourned at 2:02 P.M.  The next meeting of the Supervisor of Assessments
and Planning & Zoning Committee is scheduled for August 12, 2009 at 1:00 P.M.

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A ZONING MAP AMENDMENT ON PROPERTY
LOCATED AT 1220 S. GALE ROAD, OREGON-NASHUA TOWNSHIP


WHEREAS, Edward and Karen Giese, 1220 S. Gale Rd., Oregon, IL have filed a petition for a Map Amendment
(Petition No. 03-09AM) to re-zone from AG-1 Agricultural District to R-1 Rural Residence District on property located at
1220 S. Gale Rd., Oregon, IL and legally described as shown in Exhibit “A” attached hereto; and


WHEREAS, following due and proper notice by publication in the Ogle County Life at least fifteen (15) days
prior thereto, and by mailing notice to all owners of property abutting the subject property at least fifteen (15) days prior
thereto, the Ogle County Zoning Board of Appeals conducted a public hearing on June 25, 2009, at which the petitioners
presented evidence, testimony, and exhibits in support of the requested Map Amendment, and no member(s) of the public
spoke in favor of or against the petition; and


WHEREAS, the Zoning Board of Appeals, having considered the evidence, testimony and exhibits presented has
made its findings of fact and recommended that the requested Map Amendment be approved as set forth in the Findings of
Fact and Recommendation of the Ogle County Zoning Board of Appeals dated June 25, 2009, a copy of which is appended
hereto as Exhibit “B”; and


WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Committee of the Ogle County Board has reviewed the testimony and
exhibits presented at the public hearing and has considered the Findings of Fact and recommendation of the Zoning Board
of Appeals, and has forwarded a recommendation to the Ogle County Board that the requested Map Amendment be
approved; and


WHEREAS, the Ogle County Board has considered the findings of fact and recommendation of the Zoning
Board of Appeals and the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Committee, and has determined that granting the
Map Amendment  would be consistent with the requirements established by Section 9.07(G) of the Ogle County
Amendatory Zoning Ordinance;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNTY BOARD OF OGLE COUNTY, ILLINOIS, as follows:


SECTION ONE: The report of the Ogle County Zoning Board of Appeals, Exhibit “B” attached hereto, is hereby
accepted and the findings set forth therein are hereby adopted as the findings of fact and conclusions of the Ogle County
Board.


SECTION TWO: Based on the findings of fact as set forth above, the parcel of land located at 1220 S. Gale Road
in Oregon-Nashua Township and legally described as shown in Exhibit “A” attached hereto, is hereby rezoned from AG-1
Agricultural District to R-1 Rural Residence District, and the Ogle County Zoning Map shall be amended to reflect said
zone change.


SECTION THREE:  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect upon its adoption by the County Board of
Ogle County, Illinois and attestation by the Ogle County Clerk.


SECTION FOUR: Failure of the owners of other party in interest to comply with the terms of this Ordinance,
after execution of such Ordinance, shall subject the owners or party in interest to the penalties set forth in Section 9.10 of
the Ogle County Amendatory Zoning Ordinance.

FINDINGS OF FACT AND RECOMMENDAnON
 
OF THE OGLE COUNTY ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS
 


This is the findings of fact and the recommendation ofthe Ogle County Zoning Board of Appeals 
concerning an application of Edward and Karen Giese, 1220 S. Gale Rd., Oregon, IL, in case #03-09AM. 
The applicants are requesting a map amendment to change the zoning classification of Parcel Identification 
No. 16-07-200-023, a 4.28 acre parcel, from AG-l Agricultural District to R-l Rural Residence District. 
Said parcel is part of Section 7, Township 23N, Range 10E of the 4th Principal Meridian and is located in 
Oregon-Nashua Township at 1220 S. Gale Road. 


After due notice, as required by law, the Zoning Board of Appeals held a public hearing in this case on 
June 25, 2009 at the Ogle County Farm Bureau, 421 W. Pines Rd., Oregon, Illinois and hereby report their 
findings of fact and their recommendation as follows: 


SITE INFORMATION: See Staff Report (attached herewith). 


ANALYSIS OF SEVEN STANDARDS: After considering all the evidence and testimony presented at 
the public hearing, this Board makes the following analysis ofthe six standards listed in Section 9.07(G) 
(Standards for Map Amendments) of the Ogle County Amendatory Zoning Ordinance that must all be 
found in the affirmative prior to recommending granting of the petition. 


1.	 That the proposed amendment will allow development that is compatible with existing uses and 
zoning of nearby property. Use of the site and immediate area for large-lot residential use is 
compatible with the existing uses (which are predominately residential) and zoning of 
nearby property. Standard met. 


2.	 That the County of Ogle and other service providers will be able to provide adequate public 
facilities and services to the property (including, but not necessarily limited to, schools, police and 
fire protection, roads and highways, water supply and sewage disposal), while maintaining 
adequate public facilities and levels of service to existing development. The development of the 
site for residential use will not create a burden on the County of Ogle and other public 
service providers due to its location on a seal coat surface road and the low density of 
development that will be generated on the site. Standard met. 


3.	 That the proposed amendment will not result in significant adverse impacts on other property in 
the vicinity ofthe subject site or on the environment, including air, noise, stormwater management, 
wildlife and natural resources. No adverse impacts on other property in the vicinity ofthe 
subject site or on the environment, including air, noise, stormwater management, wildlife 
and natural resources are anticipated from the development of the site. Standard met. 
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4.	 That the subject property is suitable for the proposed zoning classification. The site is suitable 
for the R-l zoning district, as it conforms to the minimum lot size and width requirements, 
is in a rural area, and is located on a seal coat surfaced Township road. Standard met. 


5.	 That the proposed zoning classification is consistent with the trend ofdevelopment, if any, in the 
general area ofthe subject property including changes, ifany, which have taken place since the 
day the property in question was placed in its present zoning classification. There is a trend of 
development in the vicinity of rural residential uses. The proposed zoning classification of 
R-l Rural Residence District is consistent with this trend and the existing zoning of the 
surrounding land. Standard met. 


6.	 That the proposed amendment is consistent with the public interest and not solely for the interest 
ofthe applicant, giving due consideration to the stated purpose and intent ofthe Amendatory 
Zoning Ordinance as set forth in Division I therein, the Land Evaluation and Site Assessment 
(LESA) fmdings (if applicable), and the recommendation(s) ofthe Ogle County Regional Planning 
Commission with respect to the Ogle County Amendatory Comprehensive Plan. The proposed 
amendment is consistent with the public interest and not solely for the interest of the 
applicant, as the LESA score indicates a low rating for protection, the proposed amendment 
is consistent with the purpose and intent of the Amendatory Zoning Ordinance, the site is 
located within 1.5 miles of the City of Oregon, and the Regional Planning Commission has 
recommended approval. Standard met. 


RECOMMENDATION: We fmd that the proposed map amendment requested meets all the standards 
for recommending granting as found in Section 9.07(G) ofthe Ogle County Amendatory Zoning 
Ordinance and that such request is in the public interest. Therefore, the Zoning Board ofAppeals hereby 
recommends that the zoning district classification ofthe property described above be changed from 
AG-I Agricultural District to R-I Rural Residence District. 


ROLL CALL VOTE: The roll call vote was 5 members for the motion to recommend granting, 0 
opposed.

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1           MR. McKINNEY:  Next order of business?
2           MR. REIBEL:  The next order of business is
3      to consider the request filed May 22nd, 2009 of
4      Fasco Holding, Incorporated in care of Richard
5      Zimmerman, P.O. Box 170, Mendota, Illinois and
6      ADM Grain Company in care of Jeff Mauck, P.O.
7      Box 350, Mendota, Illinois for a Variation to
8      allow a grain bin to be constructed 43 feet, 4

19           For the record all adjoining property
20      owners to the petition have been notified by
21      certified mail of the hearing this evening and
22      the specifics of the petition.  A sign was
23      posted along the frontage of the premises
24      indicating that a zoning hearing is to be held
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1      and a legal notice was published in the Tuesday,
2      June 2nd edition of the Rochelle News Leader
3      notifying the public of the hearing this evening
4      and the specifics of petition.
5           Under the staff report, a copy of which is
6      on file and the Board members have received, I
7      will point out under general information the
8      size of the parcel is 9.6 acres, 600 feet by 700
9      feet.  Existing land use of the site is a


10      commercial grain facility.  Surrounding Land Use
11      and Zoning:  All adjoining land is in
12      agricultural use, cropland.  All adjoining land
13      is zoned AG-1 Agricultural District.  Zoning
14      History:  A Special Use Permit for a commercial
15      grain elevator and storage facilities with goods
16      and services associated with it was granted by
17      the County Board on May 10th, 1977.  Applicable
18      Regulations:  The required setback from a State
19      Highway is 80 feet as measured from the
20      right-of-way line.  Special Information, Public
21      Utilities:  None.  Transportation:  Illinois
22      Route 38 is a State maintained highway.  Beck
23      Road is a seal coat surfaced road under the
24      jurisdiction of Dement Township.  Physical
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1      Characteristics:  The site contains a grain
2      storage shed, equipment storage building, office
3      and scale and several grain bins/silos with
4      associated equipment.  The site is located on an
5      upland ridge top in an area of gently rolling
6      terrain with slopes on the site ranging from
7      zero to 2 to 5 to 10 percent.  The soils on-site
8      range from well drained to poorly drained.  The
9      site is not subject to flooding, but portions of


10      the site may be subject to occasional ponding.
11           There's no LESA summary sheet to this
12      petition.
13           I have a letter on file dated June 3rd,
14      2009 from the Illinois Department of
15      Transportation which reads:
16                "Thank you for the notification of


          the public hearing on Thursday, June 25th,
17           regarding the Case No. 7-09VAR for Fasco


          Holding, Incorporated and ADM Grain
18           Company for the variation of a grain bin


          to be constructed at the intersection of
19           Illinois Route 38 and South Beck Road.


          There are no future roadway construction
20           plans for this area in the near future, so


          as far as the Department of Transportation
21           is concerned, our Department does not have


          a problem with the variance.  Petitioners
22           must apply to this office for an access


          permit for a new entrance or a
23           modification to an existing entrance on to


          a State-maintained road.  Illinois 38 is a
24           State-maintained road.  Sincerely, George


          F. Ryan, PE, Deputy Director of Highways,
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1      please come forward.
2                      JEFF MAUCK,
3      being first duly sworn, testified as follows:
4           MR. McKINNEY:  Give her your name and
5      address.
6           MR. MAUCK:  Jeff Mauck, 405 South Elm
7      Street, Spring Valley, Illinois.
8           MR. McKINNEY:  Tell us about your
9      petition.


10           MR. MAUCK:  This petition started -- I
11      think you guys mentioned it -- because we had a
12      bin blow down.  But since we've been there the
13      last two years we've seen our customer base, you
14      know, shrinking some and partly because of our
15      unload capacity.  So we decided to put this
16      project together by putting a bigger bin.  We're
17      going to increase our leg -- unload capacity
18      with the whole project.  The bin is a 90.  The
19      existing bin that blew down was a 60.  It does
20      put it closer to the road, but we feel that in
21      order to, you know, supply good service to our
22      customers, farmers in the area -- we're there to
23      stay, we want to -- you know, we want to be
24      there and in order to grow to try to keep up
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1           Region 2 engineer by Ross E. Monk,
          Engineer of Program Development."


2
3           And I also have a letter on file from
4      Dement Township Planning Commission received in
5      my office June 16th, 2009 which reads:
6                "The Dement Planning Commission


          reviewed the request for variation
7           filed by Fasco Holding Company and ADM


          Grain Company at its June 11th, 2009
8           meeting.  The Dement Planning Commission


          recommends denying the petition for a
9           variation for a 90 foot diameter grain


          bin.  The Commission will recommend
10           approval of a variation for a bin similar


          to size and location of the one damaged
11           and removed.  Submitted by Tom Decker,


          Dement Township Planning Commission."
12
13           That's all I have.
14           MR. McKINNEY:  I'll entertain a motion to
15      go into a public hearing.
16           MR. BRONKEMA:  So moved.
17           MR. FREEBERG:  Second.
18           MR. McKINNEY:  Maury moved, Curtis
19      seconded.  All in favor signify by saying aye.
20                     (All those simultaneously
21                     responded.)
22           MR. McKINNEY:  Any opposed say no.  Motion
23      passed.  We're in a public hearing.  Will the
24      Petitioners or whoever is going to be testifying
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1      with -- let's face it, there's a lot of farmers
2      that are pretty large right now and in order to
3      keep up with them we feel like we have to
4      increase, you know, dumping capacities, storage
5      capacities, etcetera and if this particular bin
6      fits in with the project with the legs that we
7      have and etcetera -- if we put it in a different
8      spot, it changes everything and adds a lot of
9      dollars to the project.  The project that we're


10      trying to do is -- it's already, you know,
11      pretty large.  You know, it's a 1.6 million --
12      almost a 1.7 million dollar project that we're
13      trying to, you know, do there to help improve
14      the -- like I said, the local community to the
15      farmers -- the service to the farmer.  You know,
16      we want to increase business, not lose business
17      and that's -- that's part of this project that
18      we put together.  You know, I think -- I think
19      we're probably -- you know, we've got this bin
20      -- this particular bin is engineered -- we have
21      -- the person putting the bin up has an
22      engineer, we have engineers that look at our
23      projects, solid foundations.  We have projects
24      that we just did that I was involved with down
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1      at the rail terminal in Mendota, it's a -- we
2      don't put up, you know, bins that aren't
3      commercial grade.  They're all solid type
4      structures and I don't think that will be a
5      problem.  So I want to mention that, it's --
6      it's not a -- you can tell by the size of the
7      dollars it's not a cheap thing to do on a bin.
8      It's pretty substantial money nowadays, so --
9           MR. McKINNEY:  Okay.  How much of a


10      hardship would it be on your company if we
11      denied this and you had to put it in another
12      place?
13           MR. MAUCK:  Well, I have a hard time
14      thinking we're going to get it done by harvest,
15      you know, if we change our project here, we're
16      not going to get it done.  The whole intention
17      was to try to get something in there by harvest.
18      We didn't realize, I'll be honest, until it was
19      probably later in the game that we needed to --
20      you know, didn't know where the right-of-way was
21      versus where we were putting that in, so I mean,
22      I can't see it going in this year, you know --
23           MR. McKINNEY:  But if it was put where
24      you're wanting it you think you'd be able to get
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1      what your concern is?
2           MR. McKINNEY:  Yeah.
3           MR. MAUCK:  We weren't involved, you know,
4      in building that bin on that site or any of
5      those bins on that site, but I know that because
6      of the bins that we built -- the four that we
7      just put in down by Mendota, I mean, our cost
8      per bushel is higher than most because we add
9      things to the structure, we beef things up on


10      the foundation, we -- safety-wise we always --
11      you know, we're adding handrails and we're
12      adding whatever it takes to -- you know, we put
13      stiffeners on the outside, not -- you can put
14      them on the inside or outside, but we put them
15      there, you know, to help our projects -- or our
16      guys inside the bins when they're in there, but
17      we did not put any of those in.  We did not
18      build.
19           MR. McKINNEY:  That's what I figured.  I
20      just wanted to get everything on the record.
21      You're not looking to build this to get a higher
22      value so that you can sell it to another company
23      here in the near future?
24           MR. MAUCK:  No.  That's -- I can tell you
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1      it in by this year or harvest time?
2           MR. MAUCK:  Well, our contractors are
3      saying they can still get it in.  Basically we
4      have a -- you know, they haven't shipped it
5      because we're coming here.  The only reason it's
6      not on-site is because we're trying to figure
7      out if we're going to get to build it or not.
8      Otherwise it would be sitting there probably.
9      We -- you know, the grounds are ready to go, but


10      we're just, you know, kind of waiting for the
11      green flag or green light.
12           MR. McKINNEY:  Did your company originally
13      build these bins or did you buy these from some
14      other company.
15           MR. MAUCK:  The new bin that's going in
16      or --
17           MR. McKINNEY:  No, the current --
18           MR. MAUCK:  No, we did not build the
19      current --
20           MR. McKINNEY:  So the -- one of our
21      questions that we have to establish is were you
22      the cause of --
23           MR. MAUCK:  Yeah, we did not -- as far as
24      the bin -- the structure the first time, is that
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1      that -- I'm a farm kid, so we're there to -- we
2      like the spot, we like the location.  It's on
3      38, it's not that far from 39.  We have access
4      to the container yard that's 5 miles away.
5      That's -- there's a lot of pros to that
6      location.  We want to put a spout on the side of
7      this new tank just in case the container market
8      comes back into play, which it's been kind of
9      soft this year, but you know, we're there


10      because of, you know, the container yard, the
11      rail yard, the -- or the loop track we got
12      south, the river terminals we got.  It's there
13      and it kind of fits into our game plan.  You
14      know, it's a good location.
15           MR. McKINNEY:  To your knowledge has there
16      been any complaints filed either with your
17      company or with the County because of the loud
18      noise, the dryers when they're operating --
19           MR. MAUCK:  Not to my knowledge.
20           MR. McKINNEY:  -- from the people living
21      in Creston?
22           MR. MAUCK:  Not to my knowledge.
23           MR. FREEBERG:  There's another facility
24      east of you and I don't know, I just stepped it
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1      off, but it seems to me their bins are within
2      about 50 feet of the right-of-ways.
3           MR. MAUCK:  It appears that -- I kind of
4      looked at it too.  I didn't bring it up because
5      I figured you go case by case and whatever, but
6      I saw it too.  I mean, it's pretty close, but --
7           MR. FREEBERG:  Were you at the township --
8      well, they have concrete blocks they got stacked
9      up.  But were you at the township meeting when


10      they --
11           MR. MAUCK:  No.
12           MR. FREEBERG:  So you don't know what
13      their objection was?
14           MR. MAUCK:  No.
15           MR. McKINNEY:  Were you given notice to --
16           MR. MAUCK:  They called us on the phone
17      questioning and -- you know, I had a guy that
18      drew up our plans, you know, put a -- two more
19      lanes on the road, if that's a concern because
20      they mentioned that.  They mentioned if there's
21      a four-lane highway going in there it's going to
22      go on the north side, that's what they said,
23      so --
24           MR. McKINNEY:  IDOT and I don't know how
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1      drive within 4 feet of a concrete wall and no
2      sweat, so --
3           MR. MAUCK:  Yeah, and I'm not
4      -- I don't want Chicago to be out here to be
5      honest, but sometimes that happens and you don't
6      have any choice, but I -- I don't -- I mean, the
7      way we're going to build it I don't have a
8      problem.  I mean, we've seen things -- worse
9      case scenario people building concrete walls,


10      you know, if they're concerned about certain
11      things.  You know, somebody -- if an engineer
12      was worried I guess we'd go to that extreme or
13      you know, down the road if they were putting
14      another two lanes in there or something.  I
15      mean, there's other ways to help support it I
16      think, but that's just my opinion, so --
17           MR. ANDERSON:  You said you're going to
18      have a load-out from this tank?
19           MR. MAUCK:  Yeah.
20           MR. ANDERSON:  Are you talking about a
21      side load-out?
22           MR. MAUCK:  Yeah.
23           MR. ANDERSON:  I assume you're going to
24      put that on the south side?
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1      -- to me I think you're pretty lucky because
2      IDOT doesn't have any complaints against --
3      usually they'd object.
4           MR. MAUCK:  Right.  I mean, we drew it on
5      a -- I mean, I brought a picture of it.  We drew
6      it on there to see what it would look like and
7      whatnot and there seems to be still plenty of
8      feet there to play with north of the -- you have
9      two lanes that could go there or if it's one


10      lane or whatever it is it seems to be, you know,
11      reasonable that we could work it in and still be
12      able to put that tank there.
13           MR. FREEBERG:  Are you concerned that if
14      they did have to do that then you might have to
15      take the thing down and move it?
16           MR. MAUCK:  Driving on roads in Illinois
17      I've seen things a lot closer than that
18      personally, but that's just me.  I'm from
19      Illinois, so I guess you get to slam your own
20      state sometimes, but I've seen things a lot
21      closer personally.
22           MR. FREEBERG:  I know out here we got to
23      have 30 yards of clearance and then you go into
24      Chicago where there's a lot more traffic and you

1           MR. MAUCK:  Yeah, we think we could put it
2      on -- kind of like the southwest --
3           MR. ANDERSON:  Southwest.
4           MR. MAUCK:  -- which is kind of.
5           MR. ANDERSON:  This is north.
6           MR. MAUCK:  Right, so it would be kind --
7           MR. ANDERSON:  So you're thinking over in
8      here, because you have this area where your
9      driveway was?


10           MR. MAUCK:  Right.
11           MR. ANDERSON:  So you'd put it over here?
12           MR. MAUCK:  Yeah, we think we could put it
13      right in that corridor, because you have -- I
14      mean, are you worried about -- I mean, the thing
15      of it is there will be enough room to drive
16      around there, but the width of the truck and a
17      few feet is all we ever need for a side --
18           MR. ANDERSON:  You were talking about for
19      containers, so that's why I was concerned
20      because usually --
21           MR. MAUCK:  A container, the way we'd do
22      it, is we'd drop the spout into a chute and it
23      would go in this way -- this direction.
24           MR. ANDERSON:  Right.
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1           MR. MAUCK:  So the container sitting right
2      there.
3           MR. BRONKEMA:  Do you feel you got
4      adequate space -- I mean, they just -- they just
5      send out 20 trucks to X elevator and 20 trucks
6      to X elevator and --
7           MR. MAUCK:  Well, one of the things that
8      we're concerned about is we sold Steward
9      elevator, a small little elevator we had there


10      north of town and we're still trying to grab
11      those customers and bring them to Creston, so
12      that's part of our game plan is to use the
13      trucks we use.  We run trucks and to be able to
14      go down there and still supply service to those
15      guys that we had in that area.  So that's
16      somewhat -- I didn't put that in any writing,
17      but that's part of the gig that we're a little
18      bit concerned about can we supply those guys

22           MR. GIESE:  Yes, by the railroad tracks
23      there.  Just -- there's a couple of my, oh,
24      antiques.  More like I was keeping a couple of
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1      favor of this petition?  Anybody here wishes to
2      testify opposing the petition?  Seeing none,
3      I'll entertain a motion to go back into open
4      session.
5           MR. ANDERSON:  I'll make that motion.
6           MR. BRONKEMA:  Second.
7           MR. McKINNEY:  I think Randy made the
8      motion, Maury seconded it.  All those in favor
9      signify by saying aye.


10                     (All those simultaneously
11                     responded.)
12           MR. McKINNEY:  Any opposed say no.  Motion
13      passed.  We're back into open session.  If
14      nobody has any questions right at the moment,
15      let's go through our finding of facts.
16           MR. REIBEL:  Amendment Standard 1)  That
17      the proposed amendment will allow development
18      that is compatible with the existing uses and
19      zoning of nearby property.
20           MR. ANDERSON:  Use of the site and
21      immediate area for large lot residential use is
22      compatible with existing uses which are
23      predominantly residential and the zoning of
24      nearby property.  I find that standard is met.
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1                     (All those simultaneously
2                     agreed).
3           MR. REIBEL:  Standard 2)  That the County
4      of Ogle and other service providers will be able
5      to provide adequate public facilities and
6      services to the property including, but not
7      necessarily limited to schools, police and fire
8      protection, roads and highways, water supply and
9      sewage disposal while maintaining adequate


10      public facilities and levels of service to
11      existing development.
12           MR. SWORD:  Development of the site for
13      residential use will not create a burden on the
14      County of Ogle and other public service
15      providers due to its location on a seal-coat
16      surfaced road and the low density of development
17      that will be generated on the site.  I feel that
18      standard is met.
19                     (All those simultaneously
20                     agreed.)
21           MR. REIBEL:  3)  That the proposed
22      amendment will not result in significant adverse
23      impacts on other property in the vicinity of the
24      subject site or on the environment including
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1      subject property including changes, if any,
2      which have taken place since the day the
3      property in question was placed in its present
4      zoning classification.
5           MR. ANDERSON:  There is a trend of
6      development in the vicinity of rural residential
7      uses.  The proposed zoning classification of R-1
8      Rural Residence District is consistent with this
9      trend and the existing zoning surrounding the


10      land.  I feel that standard is met.
11                     (All those simultaneously
12                     agreed.)
13           MR. REIBEL:  6)  That the proposed
14      amendment is consistent with the public interest
15      and not solely for the interest of the applicant
16      giving due consideration to the stated purpose
17      and intent of the Amendatory Zoning Ordinance as
18      set forth in Division 1 therein, the land
19      evaluation and site assessment findings and the
20      recommendation of the Ogle County Regional
21      Planning Commission with respect to the Ogle
22      County Amendatory Comprehensive Plan.
23           MR. SWORD:  The proposed amendment is
24      consistent with the public interest and not
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1      air, noise, stormwater management, wildlife and
2      natural resources.
3           MR. BRONKEMA:  No adverse impacts on other
4      properties in the vicinity of the subject site
5      or on the environment including noise, air,
6      stormwater management, wildlife and natural
7      resources are anticipated from the development
8      of the site.  I feel that standard is met.
9                     (All those simultaneously


10                     agreed.)
11           MR. REIBEL:  Standard 4)  That the subject
12      property is suitable for the proposed zoning
13      classification.
14           MR. FREEBERG:  The site is suitable for
15      the R-1 Zoning District as it conforms to the
16      minimum lot size and width requirements, is in a
17      rural area located on a seal-coat road --
18      surface township road.  I believe the standard
19      is met.
20                     (All those simultaneously
21                     agreed.)
22           MR. REIBEL:  5)  That the proposed zoning
23      classification is consistent with the trend of
24      development, if any, in the general area of the
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1      solely for the interest of the applicant, that
2      the LESA score indicates a Low rating for
3      protection.  The proposed amendment is
4      consistent with the purpose and intent of the
5      Amendatory Zoning Ordinance.  The site is
6      located within one and a half miles of the City
7      of Oregon.  And the Regional Planning Commission
8      has recommended approval.  I feel that standard
9      is met.


10                     (All those simultaneously
11                     agreed.)
12           MR. REIBEL:  And have the Board members
13      read and considered the LaSalle factors as
14      applied to this petition.
15                     (All those simultaneously
16                     responded affirmatively.)
17           MR. McKINNEY:  If nobody has anything
18      further, I'll entertain a motion.
19           MR. BRONKEMA:  I'll make a motion that we
20      recommend to the County Board to rezone
21      Edward and Karen Giese from AG-1 Agricultural to
22      R-1 Rural Residence District with all the
23      standard being met.  Petition 3-09.
24           MR. McKINNEY:  Is there a second?
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1           MR. SWORD:  I'll second that.
2           MR. McKINNEY:  It's been moved and
3      seconded to recommend to the County Board to
4      approve Amendment 03-09 for Edward and Karen
5      Giese to change from AG-1 to R-1.  Roll call.
6           MR. REIBEL:  Anderson?
7           MR. ANDERSON:  Yes.
8           MR. REIBEL:  Freeberg?
9           MR. FREEBERG:  Yes.


10           MR. REIBEL:  Sword?
11           MR. SWORD:  Yes.
12           MR. REIBEL:  Bronkema?
13           MR. BRONKEMA:  Yes.
14           MR. REIBEL:  McKinney?
15           MR. McKINNEY:  Yes.
16                     (By voice vote five ayes.)
17           MR. REIBEL:  Five voted yes.
18           MR. McKINNEY:  Motion passed.
19           MR. REIBEL:  This petition will go to the
20      Planning and Zoning Committee on July 15th at 1
21      o'clock at the sheriff's training room at the
22      sheriff's office and to the County Board for
23      decision on July 21st.  It's at 5:30 p.m. right
24      here.
