Statement of Purpose


The citizens and business of Ogle County are entitled to have fair, ethical and accountable local
government which has earned the public’s full confidence for integrity.  The County of Ogle’s
strong desire to fulfill this mission therefore requires that:


• public officials, both elected and appointed, comply with both the letter and spirit of the
laws, ordinances and policies affecting the operations of government;


• public officials be independent, impartial and fair in their judgement and actions;
• public office be used for the public good, not for personal gain; and
• public deliberations and processes be conducted openly, unless legally confidential, in


an atmosphere of respect and civility.


To this end, the County Board of the County of Ogle, State of Illinois has adopted this Code of
Ethics and Conduct for elected officials and members of appointed boards, commissions, and
committees to assure public confidence in the integrity of local government and its effective and
fair operation.


1. Act in the Public Interest


Recognizing that stewardship of the public interest must be their primary concern,
members will work for the common good of the people of Ogle County and not for any
private or personal interest, and they will assure fair and equal treatment of all persons,
claims and transactions coming before the Ogle County Board, boards, commissions,
and committees.


2. Comply with the Law


Members shall comply with the laws of the United States, the State of Illinois, and the
County of Ogle in the performance of their public duties.  These laws include, but are not
necessarily limited to: The United States and Illinois constitutions; laws pertaining to
conflicts of interest, election campaigns, financial disclosures, employer responsibilities;
open processes of government; and County ordinances and policies.


3. Conduct of Members


The professional and personal conduct of members must be above reproach and avoid
even the appearance of impropriety.  Members shall refrain from abusive conduct,
personal charges or verbal attacks upon the character or motives of other members of
the County Board, boards, commissions, and committees, the staff or public.
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4. Respect for Process


Members shall perform their duties in accordance with the processes and rules of order
established by the County Board, and boards, commissions, and committees governing
the deliberation of public policy issues, meaningful involvement of the public, and
implementation of policy decisions of the County Board by County staff.


5. Conduct of Public Meetings


Members shall prepare themselves for public issues; listen courteously and attentively to
all public discussions before the body; and focus on the business at hand.  They shall
refrain from interrupting other speakers, making personal comments not germane to the
business of the body, or otherwise interfering with the orderly conduct of meetings.


6. Decisions Based on Merit


Members shall base their decisions on the merits and substance of the matter at hand.


7. Communication


Members shall publicly share substantive information that is relevant to a matter under
consideration by the County Board or boards, commissions, and committees which they
may have received from sources outside the public decision-making process.  Members
shall refrain from ex parte communication with petitioners for action by the County Board
or boards, commissions, and committees.  However, if any ex parte communication does
occur, member shall publicly disclose such occurrence and the substance of such
communication.  Ex parte communication is defined as oral or written, off-the record
communication made to or by members, without notice to parties, that is directed to the
merits or outcome of an on-the-record proceeding.


8. Conflict of Interest


In order to assure their independence and impartiality on behalf of the common good,
members shall not use their official positions to influence government decisions in which
they have a material financial interest or personal relationship which may give the
appearance of a conflict of interest.  In accordance with the law, members shall disclose
investments, interests in real property, sources of income, and gifts; and they shall
abstain from participating in deliberations and decision-making where conflicts may
exist.


9. Gifts and Favors


Members shall comply with the requirements of the applicable laws relating to the
acceptance and reporting of gifts.
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10. Confidential Information


Members shall respect the confidentiality of information concerning County property,
personnel or proceeding of the County.  They shall neither disclose confidential
information without proper legal authorization, nor use such information to advance their
personal interests.


11. Use of Public Resources


Members shall not use public resources not available to the public in general, such as
County staff time, equipment, supplies or facilities, for private gain or personal purposes. 
Members shall not utilize the County’s name or logo for the purpose of endorsing any
political candidate or business.


12. Representation of Private Interests


In keeping with their role as stewards of the public interest, members of the County
Board shall not appear on behalf of the private interests of third parties before the
County Board or any board, commission, committee, or proceedings of the County
Board, nor shall members of boards, commissions, and committees appear before their
own bodies or before the County Board on behalf of the private interests of third parties
on matters related to the areas of service to their bodies.


13. Advocacy


Members shall represent the official policies or positions of the County Board, board,
commission, or committee to the best of their ability when designated as delegates for
this purpose.  When presenting their individual opinions and positions, members shall
explicitly state they do not represent their body or the Count of Ogle, nor will they allow
the inference that they do.


14. Policy Role of Members


Members shall respect and adhere to the established structure of Ogle County
government.  In this structure, the County Board determines the policies of the County
with the advice, information and analysis provided by the public, boards, commissions,
committees, and County staff.  Members shall not interfere with or hinder the
administrative functions of the County or the professional duties of County staff; nor shall
they impair the ability of staff to implement County policy decisions.


 15. Commitment


Commitment shall be demonstrated through attendance at meetings and active support
of organizational goals. A Regional Planning Commission or Zoning Board of Appeals
member will cause her/his position to be declared vacant and the County Board will
appoint a new member to serve for the remainder of the term of appointment if any of
the following attendance problems occur:
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A. The member has two un-notified absences in a row (““un-notified”” means the
member did not call ahead to a reasonable contact in the organization before the
upcoming meeting to indicate they would be gone from the upcoming meeting).


B. The member has three notified absences in a row.
C. The member misses one-third of the total number of board meetings in a twelve-


month period.


Excused absence shall be defined as absence due to illness, an emergency on the day
of the meeting, or attendance of a funeral.


D. Positive Work Place Environment


Members shall support the maintenance of a positive and constructive work place
environment for County employees and for citizens and businesses dealing with the
County.  Members shall recognize their special role in dealings with the County
employees and refrain form creating the perception of inappropriate direction to staff.


E. Implementation


As an expression of the standards of conduct for members expected by the County, the
Ogle County Code of Ethics and Conduct is intended to be self-enforcing.  It therefore
becomes most effective when members are thoroughly familiar with it and embrace its
provisions.  For this reason, ethical standards shall be included in the regular
orientations for candidates for County Board, applicants to boards, commission, and
committees and newly elected and appointed officials.  Members entering office shall
sign a statement affirming they have read and understood the Ogle County Code of
Ethics and Conduct.  In addition, the Code of Ethics and Conduct shall be reviewed bi-
annually by the County Board, boards, commissions, and committees, and the County
Board shall consider recommendations from boards, commissions, and committees and
update it as necessary.


F. Compliance and Enforcement


The Ogle County  Code of Ethics and Conduct expresses standards of ethical conduct
expected for members of the Ogle County Board, boards, commissions, and
committees.  Members themselves have the primary responsibility to assure that ethical
standards are understood and met, and that the public can continue to have full
confidence in the integrity of government.  The chairs of boards, commissions, and
committees, and the County Board Chairperson have the additional responsibility to
intervene when members’ actions that appear to be in violation of the Code of Ethics and
Conduct are brought to their attention.  The County Board may impose sanctions on
members whose conduct does not comply with the County’s ethical standards, such as
reprimand, formal censure, loss of seniority or committee assignment.  The County
Board also may act to remove members of boards, commissions and committees from
office.

   MENTAL HEALTH ( 708 ) BOARD 
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Kathe mentioned that the new quarterly update had been sent out and that two agencies 


had not responded.  The agencies were reminded of the importance of these articles. 


 


Kathe shared an article from Discover magazine regarding Children and Young Adults 


who exhibit significant symptoms of mental illness at some point is 82.5 in ages from 9 


to 21 years of age.  The startling statistic comes from a collaborative study conducted by 


Duke University and the North Carolina Department of Health and Human Services, 


which surveyed 1,420 children over 12 years beginning in 1993.  Investigators checked in 


up to nine times to test for anxiety, depression, addiction, obsessive-compulsive disorder, 


and more.  The results: 61.1 percent met the diagnostic criteria for mental illness during 


at least one appointment, while an additional 21.4 percent had problems bad enough to 


interfere with school, social life, or family relations.  Just like physical disease, mental 


illness affects nearly all of us at times, says study co other and psychologist E. Jane 


Costello. “ We have to destigmatize the idea of mental disorder”, she says. “We shouldn’t 


be surprised that the brain has problems, just like the rest of the body”.

Marty Typer talked about the financial situation that the County is in and suggested that 


the agencies take this into consideration and do what they can to bring mental awareness 


issues to the county and community. 


 


Agency reports: 


 


James Sarver of Sinnissippi Centers, Inc – Jim Sarver reported that the LOTS program 


is very successful for their clients it saves us money in our transportation costs.  We have 


been working with the Department of Mental Health and the Department of Alcohol 


Substance and Abuse trying to receive subsidies for the clients that do not have the funds 


and cannot afford to pay for the transportation.  Everything is being worked out well. 


 


Jim Sarver shared the 5310 and 5311 transportation programs combination that they have 


to be very clear as to how they use these vehicles for hours other than when LOTS is 


available.   


 


Jim Sarver reported that Ogle County is the busiest of all four counties that they represent 


regarding the demand for services.  That the Governor is still heading for closing the 


Singer Home in Rockford by October. Jim Sarver is Chair on a board of a group of 


agencies that has been working together for the past 40 years on service delivery of a nine 


county area of the state, we have representatives from different agencies that are 


participating in what we call the Regional Reintegration Committee that is working with 


on dealing with not the closing of Singer, but the dying of the service delivery system and 
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getting proper access to services throughout the nine county region in anticipation that 


they are closing Singer.  The state as a part of this process has identified six committees 


as a part of this process.  They are Hospital Engagement, Services, Finance, Media, 


Legislative and Education Committees.  They are asking for people to serve on these 


committee’s to come forward and more information will be coming out looking for 


people interested in serving on these committees.  We will do the best we can to keep you 


informed as this process progresses.  Bill Eden of Rosecrance of Rockford has presented 


our alternative and it has been praised by the Director of Mental Health as a good plan 


and it is now collectively our job and our agencies job to make sure that the plan is 


implemented.  Our agency in the last four weeks has had at least 30 after hour 


assessments and presentations for hospitalization and we have not been able to get one 


person into Singer.  Some agencies have had a client sitting in the emergency room for 


over 170 hours waiting for placement.  The last person that Susan Schroeder had sat in 


the hospital for five days and then was hospitalized clear down in Champaign.  This is 


not good for the client or the hospital where they are being held. We do have a need for 


some level of State Operated Facility like Singer, but maybe not Singer for inpatient 


hospitalization and the state is working with us regarding this.  Central Management 


Committee controls what is happening to Singer.

Lorrie Bearrows of Serenity Hospice and Home –Lorrie Bearrows reported that their 


groups are doing very very well and growing.  They are training one of the volunteers, 


who has an interest in bereavement services, to pro-work with Kathy Warren our 


Bereavement Coordinator because our groups are getting to large that it takes two people 


to work with that many people.  We can only have 14 people in the living room at one 


time. These groups are being used not only by Hospice Families, but also by the 


community.  Thank you for sending these people to us.

What we need to do across the state is raise the excellence of the 


Hospice services, we train the state surveyors to go into long-term care facilities and train 


them in appropriate hospice care.  We have done this for a number of years in Northern 


Illinois and now we have been asked to do this training on an annual basis.  What this 


translates to is that it helps you know the quality of the hospice services that the people of 


Ogle County are being offered the best possible services.  We are the one and only 


Hospice that they call to serve.

We 


have done this for the last 11 or 12 years together.

Four groups of Village of Progress consumers and staff have traveled to Sterling, on field 


trips, to tour the production areas of the Wahl Clipper Company in Sterling.  This was a 


unique experience for them as for several years they have been packaging these clippers 


that Wahl Clipper makes.  In March last year the Village of Progress has packaged two 


million clippers for them.  Almost every consumer is involved with this project in some 


aspect.  Even the very limited are able to participate in this job. 


 


The Polar Plunge was held in early March and a consumer or two and some staff took 


part.  They take pledges and it benefits Northwest Illinois Special Olympics. Of course it 


was held on the one weekend in March that it was really really cold. 


 


Coil Kraft has taken a lease for 9,000 square feet of the building for their product and we 


have put up a temporary wall up to divide this off for their use.  Bob Scheffler of Byron – 


he has a packaging company and has increased from 9,000 square feet to 12,000 square 


feet, now we have 21,000 square feet of the front part of the building that is being used. 


The back 22,000 square feet is being used by Wahl Clipper.  This is some very good 


news for us.  We still have a section in the front of approximately 17,000 square feet that 


is not being used; there is a possibility that Bob Scheffler may need more room.   


 


Missy Wilson of Easter Seals Children’s Development Center – Missy Wilson 


reported that Family Support Division, Rhonda Best presented a workshop in February at 


St Mary’s Church in Byron from 6 to 9 pm it will be on Behavior and Discipline issues 


for parents and grandparents raising grandchildren we see more and more of these issues 


and people needing this support.  On March 15
th


 they hosted another workshop at the 


same location, with Attorney Chuck Rose spoke to the parents about Special Needs Trust 


and Guardianship. 


 


We are planning another Annual Family Fun Night at the Ice Arena in Rockford. 
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We are currently working with a family in Davis Junction that is at risk of having their 


rehabilitation services cut by the state.  She has an appointment with State 


Representative, Bob Pritchard and attended the meeting with the family and he was very 


receptive to the needs of the family and his office is trying to find them assistance, while 


he shares this information with follow politicians. 


 


I have spent the month doing funding applications for Ogle County United Way, Boone 


County United Way and the Ogle County 708 Board. 


 


Ruth Carter Director of Hope – Ruth Carter reported that they have had a noticeable 


increase in teen clients.  They have a few now and then, but for some reason there was an 


increase.  We have working very closely with them trying to get the parents on board and 


make some headway.  We do meet teens over at the high school during the school year, 


which sometimes makes it easier to get to them. 


 


Our transitional house has been occupied for six months and they will be moving out 


sometime soon and we will be looking for another client to move in. 


 


A while back the requested expedited payments from the state and they are now only two 


months behind. They are very excited about that. 


 


We have applied for the Forty Hour Training Process that the State of Illinois, Certified 


Professional Board to become a training site.  And we are qualified as an official training 


site.  We can train our staff and then we can train other agencies.  At this time we are just 


planning to have training sessions where the fee just covers our expenses and not use this 


as a fundraising tool.

WHEREAS, NIU has received an award from the U.S. Department of Commerce National 
Telecommunications and Information Administration for the Recovery Act Broadband Opportunities 
Program (“BTOP”) in the amount of Forty Six Million One Hundred Fourteen Thousand Twenty-six and 
00/100 Dollars ($46,114,026.00), as well as an award from the State of Illinois in the amount of Twelve 
Million and 00/100 Dollars ($12,000,000.00), and other sources of funds for the purposes as set forth and

WHEREAS, the purpose of the BTOP Award is to construct and obtain rights of use in a fiber

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NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the monetary amounts set forth below, the parties 
hereby agree as follows: 


CONTRIBUTIONS.  The County of Ogle agrees to sell one existing underground 1 ¼” innerduct currently 
owned by Ogle County, in the City of Oregon, from southeast corner of the intersection of 6th and 
Washington Streets., along the south side of Washington Street, to Ogle County’s transmission tower 
located on parcel 16-04-203-013 as illustrated in Ogle County Attachment-1; approximately 5018 feet of 
innerduct valued at $37,635.  iFiber intends to install one 144-count single-mode fiber throughout said 
innerduct segment at iFiber’s cost. This agreement does not constitute access to the Ogle County 
electronics building, rack space or transmission tower or installation of required terminal hardware by 
Ogle County at the above parcel.  
 
Additionally, Ogle County agrees to sell one existing underground 1 ¼” innerduct currently owned by 
Ogle County in the City of Oregon from the northeast corner of the intersection of 5th and Jefferson 
Streets to a splice box located directly across IL Rt 2 from the Ogle County Highway Department, 1989 S 
IL Rt 2, approximately 10,476 feet in length for future iFiber needs to be determined at a later date, with 
said innerduct valued at $78,570. Should iFiber install fiber in this referenced conduit, Ogle County is not 
responsible for termination hardware. 
 
IFiber will provide access to the System at one location by Ogle County at $7200 per year. 
 
LOCATE & MAINTENANCE.  iFiber will be responsible for providing JULIE locates and maintenance of 
144-count fiber and innerduct between 6th & Washington St., to Washington St. and Washington Ave. 
(County’s tower location). Upon installation of fiber in the conduit from 5th and Jefferson Streets to the 
Ogle County Highway Department splice box, iFiber will be responsible for providing JULIE locates and 
maintenance of newly installed fiber and said innerduct. 
 
Service Interruptions. 
Ogle County will not be responsible for any losses due to service interruptions caused by acts of God or 
actions beyond the control of Ogle County. 
 


Applicable Law.  This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance 
with the domestic laws of the State of Illinois without reference to its choice of law principles.

This is the findings of fact and the recommendation ofthe Ogle County Zoning Board ofAppeals concerning an
application ofAmy & Todd Branham, 8613 N. Limestone Rd., Rockford, IL, in case #02-12SU. The applicants
are requesting a Special Use Permit to permit an equine-assisted counseling and equine psychotherapy facility;
and, horse riding instruction (lessons) in the AG-l Agricultural District on Parcel Identification Nos. 12-05-200­
023 and 12-04-100-004, an 11.03 acre parcel which is part ofSection(s) 4 & 5, Township 42N, Range 2E of the
3rd Principal Meridian and is located in Monroe Township at 8613 N. Limestone Road.


After due notice, as required by law, the Zoning Board ofAppeals held a public hearing in this case on April 26,
2012 in the County Board Room, 3rd Floor, Ogle County COUlihouse, Oregon, Illinois and hereby repmi their
findings offact and their recommendation as follows:

ANALYSIS OF SEVEN STANDARDS: After considering all the evidence and testimony presented at the
public hearing, this Board makes the following analysis ofthe six standards listed in Section 9.08© (Standards for
Special Use Permits) of the Ogle County Amendatory Zoning Ordinance that must all be found in the affirmative
prior to recommending granting ofthe petition.

regulations, as the proposed use is relatively small in scale an intensity, it is located on a hard
surfaced road, and it will utilize existing buildings on the site. STANDARD MET.

5. That the proposed use can be operated in a manner that is not detrimental to the permitted developments
and uses in the zoning district; can be developed and operated in a manner that is visually compatible
with the permitted uses in the surrounding area; and is deemed essential or desirable to preserve and
promote the public health, safety and general welfare of Ogle County. The proposed use can be
operated in a manner that is not detrimental to the permitted developments and uses in the AG-l
zoning district; can be developed and operated in a manner that is visually compatible with the
permitted uses in the surrounding area; and is deemed essential or desirable to preserve and
promote the public health, safety and general welfare of Ogle County, provided the proposed use
will be operated in conformance to the recommended conditions of the Special Use Permit.

is hereby granted subject to the following conditions:


1. A perimeter fence a minimum of 8 feet in height shall be maintained around the entire
perimeter of the storage area.  No automobiles and/or parts thereof shall be stored outside
the enclosed area.  The fence shall be set back from the property line a minimum of fifteen
(15) feet.


2. A vegetative buffer of two staggered rows of evergreen trees, planted on 20-foot centers,
with a minimum height of 6 feet at the time of planting shall be installed along the west
boundary of the storage area, west side of fence, and permanently maintained in good
condition, satisfactory to the County, with at least the same quality and quantity of
landscaping as initially approved.  In the event that any tree should die, the property owner
shall replace same in a timely fashion, taking into consideration the season of the year.


3. The site shall at all times remain in compliance with all requirements of the Illinois
Environmental Protection Agency and any and all other local, state and/or federal
environmental requirements.


SECTION THREE:  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect upon its adoption by the
County Board of Ogle County, Illinois and attestation by the Ogle County Clerk.


SECTION FOUR:  Failure of the owners or other party in interest or a subsequent owner or other
party in interest to comply with the terms of this Ordinance, after execution of such Ordinance, shall subject
the owners or party in interest to the penalties set forth in Section 9.10 of the Ogle County Amendatory
Zoning Ordinance.
